Mo s t  plcturei—eepeclally thoee toward the camera, and he Is likely 
of iieoDle — ihow a ftralght to appear aome'ehat telf<onicloue

or “camera conbcious.” Poae him in

'OST picture!—eepeclally those 
of people — show a straight 

front view. But thli It not alwaye 
betL Often a diagonal or “quarter­
ing” view, a aide view, or even In 
aome caees a back view, will yield 
a mora effective picture.

In a picture of a building, for ex­
ample, a front view it rarely beiL 
Stand to ona aide—ihoot “ on the 
diagonal”—and you will generally 
obtain a more aallifactory picture.

Many landscape pictures Include 
a road or path, to lead the eye into 
the picture. Some snapihooters 
sund right in the middle of the road 
to take inch a picture—end thle li 
the worst posiible spot. Move to 
one aide and shoot. Then the road 
will lead In from the corner of the 
scene—end the picture will be Im­
proved.

Take a picture of a penon facing

proflle, or at a 45-degree angle to 
the camera, and the effect of eelt- 
conictousneae li reduced.

The picture of the small boy with 
bla golf bag la a fine example of a 
wlaely-choien back view. The story 
is perfectly told—hut If he had 
been walking toward the camera, it 
might not have been. Chances are 
he would have grinned at tha pho­
tographer; and certainly that air of 
determination would have been 
lost.

Keep this in mind. Study your 
subject—end chooie the beet view 
for each shot. When In doubt, take 
more than one shot. That’s safe 
practice, and It Iniures more good 
pictures.

Noble Citizen Gone
The passing of an outstanding 

citizen Is always something to 
take note of In community life. 
Such a citizen was the late Clar­
ence Lewis Stephens, whose death 
occurred cn April 3 For almost 
• half century he had to do with 
Goldthwaite and Mills county, 
and his familiar figure will be 
missed on the streets and In 
other circles of community a f­
fairs.

At the time of his death he was 
69 years, six months and 27 days 
old, havfhg been born In the 
Springfield community In Lime­
stone county, on September 7, 
1870. He grew to manhood In 
that area, and on September 9, 
1891, married Eula Lee Dlck.son, 
the wedding occurring In the 
First Baptist Church, Mart. Early 
in this century he came to this 
county and here his children 
were reared, here he carried on 
for several years a livery busi­
ness, and then when rural routes 
were established he became a 
rural carrier, holding that posi­
tion until he was forced to re­
tire on account of physical con­
dition. His condition for months 
past had been an anxiety to his 
family and fellowworkers. Early 
in this year he had to take his 
bed and was up but little until 
the end came.

The funeral, held from the 
First Baptist Church, revealed 
how numerous were his friends. 
The flower offerings were among 
the largest ever seen here, and 
the attendants more than filled 
the house; a great number of his 
former patrons on the rural 
route all the way from here to 
Evant were present to honor the 
public servant whem they so 
deeply appreciated.

When a boy, Bro. Stephens be­
came a Baptist and all his ma­
ture life served In noble capa­
city wherever asked. Fifteen 
years ago, or so, he was made a 
deacon In his church and serv­
ed as treasurer o f the church for 
many years, there always being a 
balance in the treasury while he 
served. The day before his death 
he did a special service for the 
church.

Ethel Meador, Mexla; M. L., W i­
chita Falls; Mrs. Elizabeth Mar­
tin, Norman, Oklahoma; M. D 
Wichita Falls; Mrs. Mildred Cald­
well.

Leonard Doughty 
Dies in San Antonio

I,eonard Doughty, former lead­
ing citizen and attorney of Oold- 
thwalte, died In San Antonio last 
Saturday ahd was buried there 
Tuesday afternoon. He Is sur­
vived by his widow and two sons, 
Lieut. Comniander L e o n a r d  
Doughty, Jr. of the Pacific fleet, 
U. S. Navy, and John Doughty of 
New York City, and a daughter, 
Miss Edith May Doughty.

Mr. I> ughty possessed a bril­
liant mind and was undoubtedly 
the best read man who ever lived 
here. He achieved considerable j  
prominence as a poet and essay­
ist and was a frequent contribu­
tor to several magazines.

Ill heslth forced his retirement 
from his law practice some years 
ago and falling eyesight made 
reading more difficult, but his 
mind remained keen, and his In­
terests were as varied, and his 
conversation as stimulating as 
ever.

Mr. Doughty was a link with 
the heroic past of Texas. As a 
student at the University of Tex­
as he came under the Influence 
of the Immortal Governor Ro­
berts, and, where principle was 
concerned, he was as loyal and 
uncompromising as any cf the 
stalwarts o f Texas history. His 
character, his scholarship and

his unswerving devotion to hla 
friends make his passing an Ir­
revocable loss.

Erosion Warning
Denton.—Although efforts to 

control erosion have reached 
their highest developme.:. In the 
United States at the P ^ e n t  
time, there Is danger thalwPlth- 
out public support o f the govern­
ment’s national conservation pro 
gram, the nation will be waging 
“a losing fight”  to save Its natu­
ral resources. Dr. W. C. Lowder- 
milk, assistant chief of the U. 8. 
Soil Conservation Service, Wash­
ington, D. C. declared In a lec­
ture recently at the Nrrtl |Prxas 
State T  achers college.

“ Upon the success or failure o f 
present efforts of the govern­
ment to control erosion depends 
the salvation of the American 
way of life,” Lowdermllk declar­
ed.

Lowdermllk, who has toured 
North Atrlca, Europe, and the 
Near Ea.st, studyin,'^ the effect' 
of erosion on ancient civilizations 
for the U. S Department of Ag­
riculture, that on his trip he 
found considerable evidence to 
Indicate that soil eroSiOn and 
deposition had been factors In 
the decadence of ancient civili­
zations in tho.se areas.

Man’s first efforts to control 
erosion, which began In ancient 
Phoenicia more than 40 centuries 
ago, rank with the dUcJvery of 
fire, the speaker stated, adding 
that he found the Promised Land 
which 3,000 years ago was flow­
ing with “ milk and honey,”  a 
sad commentary on man’s stew­
ardship of the earth.”

European War should be satisfied by now. 
Germany’s lig^htninp stroke into Denmark! 
and Norway and the i)rompt acceptance of:

resulted in action by sea and land fully as| 
desperate as any in the fii’st World War.

Brave men on both sides are sleeping 
their last sleep in the cold, blue depths o f the 
Baltic, and many a jrallant figrhting ship has 
joined the grho.stly caravels in the locker of 
Davy Jones. Whether or not the naval battle 
will rank as the .erreatest, or even as one o f the 
grreatest, in history is still uncertain, but this 
much is sure: The belligrerents are now lock­
ed in .savagre combat that will not cease until 
one o f them receives the death blow.

While diplomacy will continue to exert 
pressure, particularly on the neutral nations, 
armed migrht is once more, as in the past, the 
primaiy weapon on both sides.

Apparently the advantagre now lies with 
the Allies, but Germany is still too strong and 
far too resourceful to be considered on thej 
way out. That other surprises are in store fori 
an anxious world is obviou.s. |

WTiatever they are, may they contribute!

CONGRATULATIONS, JERRY M ANN!
The courteous refusal o f Attorney Gen­

eral Gerald C. Mann of Goveimor W. Lee 
O ’Daniel’s appointment to the high office of 
Chief Justice o f the Supreme Court of Texas 
adds to the brilliant young attorney’s stature 
in the eyes o f the people. It is typical of Gen­
eral Mann that his first reaction was to e.x- 
amine the constitutionality of the appoint­
ment. Since he lacks several months of hav­
ing practiced law the necessary seven years 
required by the constitution, he could not ac­
cept now, and he is unwilling to accept with 
the understanding that it will become effec­
tive later.

There’s no beating around the bush for 
Jerry Mann. He comes straight to the point, 
and stays put. He is needed in his present o f­
fice and can serve the state there fully as well 
as he could on the high bench of the Supreme 
Court.

We do not presume to say whether or not 
General Mann has allowed political consid­
erations to enter into his decision. Certainly 
that is not a prime consideration with him, but 
it is common knowledge that his political fu­
ture has just begun. Texas can use him in 
other high offices where his counsel and ex­
ample will be more effective than on the 
bench.

Nevertheless it requires courage to re­
fuse an appointment such as he has been o f­
fered and one that in all probability would be 
good, as it was in Justice Cureton’s case, for 
life.

Tw o years from now Gerald C. Mann is 
due to take another step forward, probably 
into the Governor’s chair. Texas can use him 
there.

nments. When they are taught 
to understand this fully, then In­
deed they may claim the capac­
ity for self-government.”

God's Word, the teaching of His 
lew, walking in His paths—here Is 
the toundaUon tor real pieace. Micah 
speaks of the time "in the lest days”  
when the pieopla at the earth shall 
go up to God’s house to bear His 
Word and to learn to walk in His 
ways.
