Gov. W l;e O’Daniel
Wants Agricultural
Agencies Merged

Reorganization of agricultural
and related activities of the Tex-
as State Government was pro-

sed by Governor W. Lee
O'Daniel in a special message to
the Legislature last Thursday.

Control of the State’s agricul-
tural program would be placed
in the hands of a five-member
“State Board of Agriculture,” to
be selected by the farmers them-
selves.

Five existing departments of
the State would be abolished and
their functions handled by divis-
ions under the new Board. The
agencies which the Governor
proposed to consolidate are:
State Department of Agriculture;
State Board of Water Engineers;
Livestock Sanitary Commission;
Game, Fish and Oyster Commis-
sion; and the Soil Conservation
Board.

While not suggesting any con-
nection between the control of
the A. & M. College and the
State Board of Agriculture, the
Governor expressed the opinion
that the new State Board of
Agriculture should be housed in
a building to be located at Col-
lege Station, “where farmers who
visit the State Board of Agricul-
ture would have the opportunity
of contacting those who head
cur A, & M. College”

“Money can be saved to the
State by this consoldiation,” the
Governor said, “and much more
service can be rendered.”
