ballots such as the one shown to determine whether quotas shall con-
tinue in effect on the hig 1941 crop. Marketing quotas are provided by
the AAA farm program, and enable farmers to safely store their surplus
for use as needed, Wickard said. According to current estimates, U. 8
farmers will have enough wheat on hand after harvest this year to
supply the nation’s expected needs for nearly two yearss

above 15 acres who has planted
within the acreage alloted to his
farm may sell his entire produc-
tion without penalty.
