RULES ON QUESTIONS ' MEN LEAVE SUNDAY

IN' ABSENTEE VOTE

Austin, July 14.—The attorney
general of Texas, Gerald Mann,
Tuesday clarified several points
concerning absentee ballotting
in an opinion requested by Dis-
trict Attorney Ben J. Bean of
Breckenridge.

Friends of an absentee cannot |

obtain an absentee ballot for
him, the ruling held, and the
ballot must be asked for in writ-
ing by the individual or by a
witness if the absentee is physi-
cally incapacitated to write a
letter.

A 15-cent postage fee must be
paid, but if the wvoter fails to
send it, a friend or “disinterest-
ed person”™ may pay this fee, af-
ter the application is received.

The ballots must be complet-
ed and mailed back to the coun-
ty clerks in time to reach the
office by midnight of July 22, in
order to be counted, according to
the terms of the law.

A FALL VICTORY GARDEN

From the grower's point of
view, says J. F. Rosborough, hor-
ticulturist of the A. and M
College Extension Service, this
year’s garden program was a
“life saver.” Increased food pri-
ces caused many families to
lean heavily upon the home
supply of fresh vegetables. But
this gardening year is not over
“by any means,” he ,adds.

The south half of the state
usually grows its best gardens
in the winter months.

he was righteou Hebrews 11:4.

The weed of sin is fast growing,
and brings forth bitter fruit. The
disobedience of Adam and Eve re-
sulted in their being put forth from
the garden, but that judgment did
not terminate the awful plague of
sin. We see it in this lesson showing
forth in their son, as it has in all
the sons of Adam down through the
centuries.

It is a dark picture and one which
would discourage us did we not
know that redemption has been
wrought out by ‘‘the second man,
the Lord from heaven' (I Cor. 15:
4.

We have here two sons of Adam
with their differing personalities,
a clash and the first murder, and
then one man, a vagabond on the
face of the earth.

L. Twe Sons (vv. 1.7).

The birth of a child is always an
exciting occasion, and one can read-
ily imagine what it must have meant
when the first boy ever to be born
put in his appearance. What joy,
what concera for his welfare, what
plans for the future! And then, what
disappointment and sorrow!

But before speaking of that, let
us observe how he and his brother
differed in their interests and per-
sonalities, It is surprising thing
how completely dixerent two sons

in the same family can be.

Abel chose the work of a shep-
herd, much honored in the early
history of man. Cain became a till-

er of the soil, which with the pas-
sage of time has come to be more
important than the other

They also had a different view-
point on worshij Cain was a re-
ligious man. He apparently was
the first to worship, but he came in
the spirit of one who recognized God
only as his Creator, the One worthy
of his homage. came also with
a gift, but his : ude was quite
different. His offering spoke of sac-
rifice, the need of a covering for sin
(ef. Gen. 3:21). It was more than
homage, it was a plea for forgive-
ness.

The Lord's acceptance of Abel's
sacrifice made Cain angry (v. §).
Here again he differed from Abel,
for there was no angry response on
his part. Abel had recognized God's
desire in worship. Cain not only
failed to do so, but rejected God's
instruction and His plea (vv. 6, 7).

Jealousy led to anger, and anger
(as it so often does) led to

II. Murder (vv. 8, 9).

Instead of repentance and correc-
tien, the anger of Cain carried him
to the awful conclusion of hatred,
the taking of life. We tend to think
of murder as a crime which only a
desperately wicked man would com-
mit. We hardly think of the ‘‘re-
spectable” little sin of envy as be-
ing the root of murder, but it is,
often and sometimes very quickly.

Actually there is no little sin, for
it is the genius of sin to grow, to
increase, to go step by step, yes,
eften by leaps and bounds, to its
horrible fruition. *“The heart is de-
ceitful above all things, and desper-
ately wicked: who can know it?”
(Jer. 17:9). Why trust it?

The deceitfulness of Cain’'s heart
is shown by the callous evasiveness
of his reply to God concerning his
murdered brother. His sin brought
God's question. It always does. Do
not assume that you.can hide from
Him. It has been suggested that
committing sin is like touching a
burglar alarm—the bell rings, and
one must answer for his act.

“Am I my brother's keeper?" is
the perfect expression of the selfish
and indifferent attitude of the world.
Human beings are regarded as
simply those to be exploited, beings
upon whom they may prey. For
example: Just to make money, men
are willing to destroy a fellow man
with intoxicating liquor, or break
down his decency and morality by
selling him indecent books or maga-
zines.

Murder having taken_one of the

Judgment for sin made Cain a
wanderer and a fugitive, Never
would he be able to get away from
the cry of his brother’s blood (v.
10). No wonder he said he could not
bear it.

Taxes vs. Enterprise

What changes do I
here from year to year? The
one—and this applies likewise to
thousands of other cities—is the
lack of enterprise. In fact, this
was evident before the present
war. The truth is that the
money which was ormerly risked
in developing new industries has,
for the past ten years, been
needed to pay new taxes. This
is a very sad fact which must be
corrected if cities like Glouster
are to thrive again.

Increased taxes have not cut
living expenses but have come
wholly out of money which here-
tofore went into new buildings,
new factories, new ships, and
other investments. This is the
real reason for the unemploy-
ment which preceded the war
and which is bound to come
again, some time after the war,
unless the taxes are greatly re-
duced.

Less Work—More Entertainment

I am troubled by the shorter
hours which everyone—“except
Mother”—is working Stores,
which used t oopen at 7 a. m., do
not open until 8:30 a. m. I call-
ed upon a prominent farmer on
a July work day and found him
and his family in bed at 7:30 a

m.! Yet the night before he
complained about the shortage
of far mlabor! Of course the

labor unions are powerful here:
they also are helping to kill en-
terprise.

Fifty years ago we all went to
bed fairly early—very few were
on the streets after dark. Now,
Main Street is so full of cars,
belonging to people attending
the evening movies, that you can
hardly get through. Although
enterprise is dead, every form of
entertainment is booming. A
city progresses however, through
work, nor through amusement.

Church Attendance Figures

I am especially troubled by
the decline in church attend-

ance, The Roman Catholic
Church appears an exception;
but most of the Protestant

churches have very small con-
grgations.

After The War—What?

“What has all this to do with
business after the war?” you
ask. Let me tell you. We can
lick the Germans and Japanese
during the war—but can we
after the war? We can even dis-
arm them; but this will ngt pre-
vent them from working harder
and longer than we do. This lat-
ter is what will count most after
the war. We certainly will lose
in the end unless we again en-
courage enterprise by reducing
taxes, curbing labor unions, and
teaching our children to do what
they don't want to do when they
don't want to do it!

The various New Deal pro-
grams of price-fixing, rationing,
bonuses, pensions, shart hours,
double-time wages, leaf-raking,
free entertainment, food stamps
and raising taxes instead of ba-
bies might be okay if we were
the only nation; but we are not.
Every American and Canadian
city must—after the war—sell its
labor and products in new
world markets,
