"This can be charged to care 
lessness and hurried installation 
of stoves at the beginning of 
fall It Is more Important than 
ever to see that our heating 
equipment la in good condition 
and will not cause a destructive 
fire."

To more .itrongly fortify the

FARMERS URGED Ih 
BUY TESTED SEED

Austin. Oct. 15.—“A seed deal­
er who sells untested and untag­
ged seed is endangering our 
most vital war production, that 
of food and fiber," Commission­
er of Agriculture J. E  McDonald 
said today, and reminded deal­
ers they could avoid this at no 
cost to themselves by having 
their seed tested free at the 
State Seed Laboratory in Austin 
or Lubbock.

“Before the war. dealers who 
-4ild untested seed were breaking 
the state law which requ!--= 
that each container of flelr' „'-d 
bear an official Texat seed tag 
showing germination and puri­
ty." Linden Jones, chief of the 
Seed Laboratory Division, said. 
"Now, with our food production 
every day becoming a more ser­
ious problem, gambling the pro­
ductivity of a farm and of the 
farmers' labor on unaafe seed 
shows lack of patriotism."

Farmers, too, must realize 
their responsbilllty In seeing 
that their seed Is tested, the of­
ficial stated Formerly It was 
merely good business to help 
Insure a crop by buying tested 
seed. But now it is the patriotie 
duty of every farmer, he said.

I a deficit In this fund that now has grown to nearly $30.000 000.
1 The proi'tslon of the amendment which would hinder this 
' practice reads as follows

L 'From  and after January 1. 1945. save In the case of
f emergency and imperative public necessity, and wnlh

four-fifths vole of the total membership of each House, 
no appropriation in excess of the cash and anticipitcd 
revenue of the funds from which such appropriation is to 
be made shall be valid "

The Amendment if adopted would work this way. It wrould 
become the duty of the State Comptroller to supply the Legisla­
ture with a .statement showing the financial condition of the 
Trcjsury t;-aether with prospective revenue receipts for the bi­
ennium ahead. The Legislature t.hen must keep appropriations 
within these cstlmate.s To -- that this is done. cv?ry appropria­
tion bill passed would fir.st go to the Comptroller If he thinks 
the appropriation Is wlthm the estimated income, he will certify 
the fact to the Governor, who can then sign the measure If it 
Is apparent that the appropriation exceeds the estimated In­
come. It becomes his duty to return the bUl to the Legislature 
with Information to that effect.

This In brief is the nature of the Amendment The fact that 
a four-fifths vote of each House is required to override the Comp- 
troller s statement would make It very difficult to appropriate | 
money in excess of prospective revenues.

1 What would happen to the present deficit is another Impor­
tant question. Under the Amendment, the Legislature would be 
mlpowered to refund the present obligations by Issuing bonds to 
tiear not nvore than two per cent interest and to mautre within 
twenty years. An Interest rate of tiro per cent would cost the 
state about $800.000 annually which would decrease as the prin­
cipal Is rri'uced by annual Inslaliments. TTie principal could be 

liquidated by twenty annual payments of $1.500.000 each or 
thereabouts. The fur.dlng of the existing deficit in this manner, 
tiowever. is left optional with th t LrgUlature. 
r GOOD AS FAR AS IT GOES
L The above Amendment undoubtedly would serve as a real 
check on spending money in excess of prospective Income. The 
old political game of “ voting for all appropriations and against 
sUl taxes" frequently practiced by some legislators In the past, 
would be seriously handicapper.

Í There are other problems, however, In state finance which 
the Amendment does not reach. The Amendment would place no 
«leterrent on the desire to vote more taxes, nor would It In any 
■way lessen the demands of the spending agencies dependent on

! thls fund. It U a step in the right direction, but other steps 
should follow.

Any .system designed to give constructive economy In gov- 
I emment must reach beyond the mere act of appropriating pub-

I lic money It must follow through the entire spending machine 
and reach the real defects auid weaknesses in the spending sys­

tem There are several essential features for any good plan of 
I State Administration. The sound principles of good business 
our state must adopt sooner or later If Its spending system is to 
|>e put on a business-like basis o f economty and efficiency.

Such a plan must provide for a thorough-going system of 
budgetary control and fiscal management. This is the crux of 
the whole problem in Texas. The execution and direction of a 
budget is far more important than the making of It. The present 
giollcy of making up a few budgetary estimates, and then appro­

priate them shotgun fashion among more than half a hundred 
tdisjolnted spending agencies, and to be paid out and through over 
f one hundred different funds, is one of the farces of our state 
Bovemment. TTie present sUte budget system, for example. In- 
(cludes estimates for less than one-fourth of the state's actual ex­
penditures and has virtually no power for effective management 
o f  the state's business affairs.
I A moreeeffective system of centralized purchasing whereby 
the sUte's vast purchases of articles, equipment, and commodities 
Is  made, and to insure deliveries according to specified standards 

o f  quality, is another vltsd need.
Borne day we must also put an end to the ceaselessc scramhle 
f  fo r  state Jobs that come as poUtlcal awards after every election.
 ̂iWben the war ends, this scramble wUl return In all its intensity,

State Department

Health Notes
A steady Increase of deaths In 

Texas from all forms of cancer 
is disclosed by the fact that over 
45.000 persons have died from 
this dreaded disease within the 
last ten years, according to Dr. 
George W. Cox, State Health O f­
ficer

"The public should be warned 
against cancer 'quacks' and so- 
called cancer cures," Dr. Oox 
said. "Advertising of medicines 
and so-called cancer doctors 
puts dangerous, misleading In 
formation before the puMlc. Un- 
duobtedly,” Dr. Cox declared, 
"there are many persons who 
being thus delayed in seeking 
proper medical advice unneces­
sarily lose their lives to this dis­
ease."

According to the State Health 
Officer, there are two ways of 
treating cancer; namely, surgery 
and the use of radiuna and X- 
ray. Treatment must be started 
early and be carried out by a 
competent surgeon. In almost 
two-thirds of the cases surgery 
Is relied upon to remove cancer­
ous growths, while X-ray or ra­
dium Is used to good advantage 
In approximately one-third of 
the cases successfully treated. 
Frequently the two methods are 
combined.

‘“The greatest defense against 
death by cancer la early diagno­
sis," Dr. Cox stated. "Every case 
is an emergency and it Is un­
fortunate that the majority of 
those persons suffering from 
cancer do not seek medical ad­
vice until beyond permanent 
cure.”

Z>r. Oox pointed <Ait that any 
unusual bleeding from any part 
of the body, any lump In the 
breast, or any surface sores, es­
pecially on the face and mouth, 
and even chronic Indlgsetlon 
may be symptoms denoting the 
presence of cancer.

"Where cancer is suspected, do 
not delay but consult your phy­
sician at once,” Dr. Oox advised. 
"Belf-medlcation, serums, color­
ed lights, pastes, salves and diets 
are abaolutely valoclMs.”

While it is true that we can do 
more for the guidance of physical j 
and mental gr.>wth than' spiritual

We have, in practice, so far de­
parted from Uie normal In Christian 
life that we can hardly believe that 
the above is true. In place of the 
normal Chrii:lian Ufa according to 
God's standard, we have established 
a standard baaed on the average 
Christian life. If we equal it we 
are aaUsSed, and if perchance we 
surpass It we count ourselves among 
the “more spiritual" onei. And all 
the Ume the average standard is 
far below the normal Christian Ufa 
which Cod not only expects, but is 
ready to enabi* and empower us to 
live.

Peter tella ua in this passage that 
the great and precious promises of 
God in Christ are not only to enable 
ua to escape the corruption of this 
sinful world, but to go on to a place 
where we wUl neither "be barren 
nor unfruitful”  Chriatians. How will 
Ihii Come about? Verses S-7 teU us.

Faith supplies in itself (rather 
than "add to,” v. 6), it there la 
“diligence” (that la, true Christian 
devotion), a number of other splen­
did qualities. First comes “ virtue" 
—really moral courage, or nobility 
of character. What a fine itep for­
ward! Then comes "knowledge,” 
that la. a discernment which will 
give practical sklU in effective daUy 
living for Ch.-isL Such spiritual dis­
cernment will naturally lead to 
"self-control” — something much 
needed by most Chriatians.

The self-controUed one wlU always 
hava "patience,”  that ts, tha en­
durance to stand every hardship and 
trial We need to be more patient 
not only with others, but also wrlth 
ourselves, even in this matter of 
Christian growth of which wc arc 
speaking.

A Ufa like that U a life of “ godli­
ness.”  which will blossom out Into 
real "brotherly kindness.”  There 
isn't too much of that in the world 
today, even among Chriatians. Left 
revive it! 'ioma what?

re-caps from both synthetic and 
re-clilmed rubber. None of these 
have yet appeared on the mar­
ket as their sale has been pro­
hibited. These companies are, 
however, now all set to go al­
though their productive facili­
ties are jammed In getting out 
first-class off-sized tires for the 
military. Hence. In all probabil­
ity the smaller tire companies, j 
equipped to manufacture the I 
size tires In common civilian use 
will profit most from the new 
set-up. This Is particularly true 
In casts o f companies whose 
equipment has not been removed 
to make way for armament ma­
chinery.
Balaaciag Supply and Demand

While Inventories of new cas­
ings were abnormally low when 
tire reatrlctlons were put Into 
effect, stocks on hand have held 
up pretty well. This is due to an 
Increase in re-treading and the 
fact that most cars and rtucks 
were carrying preUy good rub­
ber when Imports of crude were 
shut off. When the tire ban 
was Imposed last December only 
about 7.000.000 of the 27,000,000 1 
then In use were eligible for new 
tires. Existing supplies, due to 
the efficiency and honesty of ra­
tion boards who deserve much 
credit, have been quite sufficient 
to take care of vehicles which 
qualify for new tires.

When Dlrcetor Jeffers releases 
under the Baruch Plan, suffic­
ient re-claimed rubber to re­
tread 1.000.000 to 1,500,000 tires 
a month for 18 months it will 
take only three or four months 
to balance our tire supply with 
Its legitimate demand.

Synthetic Coming 
People speak glibly of synthet­

ic rubber but very few know 
what It Is. Actually, it Is a sub­
stance known In the trade as 
Buna S, TTils Is made by com­
bining two other materials, 
namely, butadiene and styrene. 
Both of these are derived 
through chemical prcxiesses com­
plicated to the layman. Buta­
diene can be made from either 
alcohol or petroleum; hence, the 
Interest of the oil companies 
and the farmers In synthetic 
rubber. Behind the alcohol lies 
grain, molasses, or other prod­
ucts. The plant Investment to 
produc esynthetlc rubber f/om 
alcohol or oil Is about the same 
namely. $300 per ton-year ca­
pacity. However, as one of the 
most Important Items In the 
process Is obtained as a by­
product In the manufacture of 
aviation gasoline, the petroleum 
method Is considered cheaper.

It  Is taking time to provide 
new plants and the necessary 

materials with which to

though they have already risen 
considerably above their lows. 
Tills should encourage local tire

owners who are now suffering 
from tire restrictions. As for the 
supplies of gasoline, I  do not 
worry at all* The need to con­
serve tires and to release trans­
portation facilities for more im- 
portsuit purposes, rather than 
any actual scarcity o f Hasollne, 
are the real reasons for its ra­
tioning except in districts de­
pending upon ocean delim y.

As Mr. Johnson points out. it was said a few months ago B a t  
the process of gearing the nation to war would be ruinous to the 
small towns. I  seems that the pessimism was not justified.

No doubt, there are many towns whose residents will disagree 
with this optimistic report. Towns differ as much as cities In 
the conditions which determine their prosperity.

But the fact that the towns, most o f them. are~%^BBi ^ | y r 
own. shows how easy It is for prophets o f doom to be v r M t r  It  
takes more courage to be a pesslmleC than an optimist. Fbr (his 
reason, no matter how fair prospects may be, there Is idwsys 
some one ready to point out that efisaster Is coming.

Uialoabtedly, as the war retpswes more and more sacrillces. 
residents of the small towns will experience their full share of 
hardship but. it is ssJe to u y , thsii when vktroy comet, the amall 
centers of culture and trade will flowlrsh as usual. As a matter 
of fact, the process of urban deccntrallsatkMi, which was evident 
before the war, is likely to be more helpful to the towns in the 
future than it has been In the pasL
