C.4NCER DE.ATHS '
An Increase o f more than 18 

per cent in Texas cancer deaths 
during the five years between 
1943 and 1947 has been an­
nounced by Dr. Geo. W. Cox, 
State Health Officer.

Texas mortality tables com- 
pUed by the Texas State De­
partment o f Health show 1943 
cancer deaths at 5.657, as com­
pared to 6,T70 for 1947.

“The greatest part of this 
tremendous increase In cancer 
deaths is attributable to need­
less delay In seeking treatment, 
once a person has reason to 
suspect he has a cancerous 
growth,”  Dr. Cox said. He added 
his belief that advertising ¡lat­
ent medicines and so-caUed 
cancer quacks puts dangerous 
and misleading Information be­

fore the public, thereby adding 
to the cancer mortality rate. 
’This Is because people are lulled 

 ̂by such propaganda and do not 
I receive proper diagnosis and 
treatment until too late.

Dr. Cox said that almost two- 
I thirds of all cancer cases rely 
on surgery to remove the can- 

I cerous tissue, whUe the other 
I third may respond to X-ray oi 
' radium treatment.

“ ’These three methods are the 
1 only means by which the disease 
] can be treated,” he said. "Self- 
medtcatlons, serums, colored 

' lights, pastes, and diets are 
I absolutely useleu.”

The Health Officer pointed 
out that the greatest defense 
against cancer Is an early dlag- 
nols and competent treatment

by a reputable physician. He 
urged especial attention to any 
unnatural bleeding from any 
body openings, lumps in the 
breast, and skin sores which 
fall to heal normally.
