Sheriff Wiley L. Mahan wants
to save your time, so he urges
that when you go to the office
of the Sheriff and Tax Assessor
in the County Court House to
apply for 1950 car and truck
registration plates, you be sure
to have your present certificate
of registration with you.

The Sheriff said that a num-
ber of persons have applied for
1950 registrations but, because
they did not have their 1949 cer-
tificate with them, it was
necessary to ask them to make
another trip to the Court House.
Such delay can be avoided, the
Sheriff said, simply by being
certain to have your current
certificate of registration with
you the first time,

Since 1949 license plates ex-
pire at midnight, March 31,
Sheriff Mahan and his staff
urge public cooperation in avoid-
ing a last-minute rush by ap-
plying early. The Sheriff has an
adequate staff on duty to han-
dle and type new registrations—
so your trip to the Court House
will be short if you go both pre-
pared and soon.
