The meeting at which It was 
voted to transfer the property 
of the Ooldthwalte Public Li­
brary to the Jennie Trent Dew 
Memorial Library was held in 
the office of County Judge 
L. B Porter. Attending. In ad­
dition to Judge Porter, were 
Mayor Loy long, Mrs. Alma 
Hodges. Mrs Gertrude Miller, 
Mrs Lois Hudson, Warren Dur- 
en. and Mrs. Adallne Hudson 
Schooler.

The motion by which the 
conveyance was ordered wa.s by 
.Mr. Duren. who pointed out 
that in her will, Mrs. Dew had 
left to the City Council of Oold- 
thwalte. as Trustees, the sum of 
$30.000. of which $15,000 was to 
be used for the establishment 
of an equipped library build­
ing Also pointing out that con­
struction of the Dew Memorial 
Library has started, Mr Duren

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Oil Drilling In 
Big Valley Area 
Due In 90 Days

New plans for drilling In hope 
of finding oil In Mills County 
were announced this week for 
the Big Valley area by Uryan 
Edwards and W A Staton, who 
already are drilling on the 
Oris Gulden place, six miles 
north of San Saba

The operation In San Saba 
County Is called the Bryan Ed­
wards Number One. Drilling has 
been on for some time, and 
Thursday, Mr. Staton said the 
rig crew was dowm to 2,000 
feeU-tUU drUllng and stiU 
hopeful.

The same operators — Mr. 
Edwards and Mr. Staton, new 
are acquiring land blocs In the 
Big Valley area. Following the 
signing up of leases, which Is 
expected to take about 90 days, 
Mr. etaton  said there will be 
Blenberger or Hickory send 
tests in the Big Valley area.

CON (;RA TI CATIONS TO SCHOOL BOARD
Last Saturday’s balloting to elect a School Board 

for the Goldthwaite Independent School District can 
be interpreted in only one way—as a resounding vote 
of confidence in the Board and in Superintendent 
H . E. Patton. It was a record vote; that was all to the 
good. There was opposition; that was good, too. Dur­
ing the voting w'e heard expressions of regret that 
there was opposition and that there were attempts to 
confuse the issues, but our response was that In the 
school voting at the Mills County Court house in 
Ckildthwaite last Saturday we had a splendid example 
o f  democracy in action. The expression of confidence 
in the Board and in Mr. Patton was by vote of a lit­
tle better than ten to one, meaning that the Board’s 
pledge to work in the public interest, as expressed in 
a pre-election statement by Chairman C. C. Collier, 
found public acceptance. Now that the Board has an 
all-clear signal to proceed on the basis of Mr. Collier’s 
statement, our congratulations go to him, to Mr. Pat­
ton, and to Secretary S. H. Rahl, Mohler Simpson, 
Ray Duren. Claude \X icker, Harmon Frazier and 
Roy \X ilkins. .An analysis of the voting and consid­
eration of expressed reaction to it appears to show 
that for the most part, personalities and prejudices 
were submerged in favor of recognizing the public 
interest and the welfare of our children as the para 
mount issue. \X e know of some cases in which per­
sonal dislikes were set aside in a spirit of “what is best 
for the most people.’’ If those who did not win elec­
tion by “write-ins." take the same attitude, the im­
mediate prospects for the Goldthwaite Independent 
School District are encouraging. 'X'e have heard tell 
that down here in Texas all hands become good friends 
again once election is over. Now is the time to show 
whether that is just talk, or whether it reallv is sc.

As a news story in this week’s Eagle says, 
the free chest X-ray examinations will he available on 
the above dates at the Smith Equipment Company on 
the eai,t side of the Goldthwaite Square. The chest 
X-rays will be available without cost to all persons 15 
years of age and over. So there is ahead a splendid op­
portunity for all of us to make a personal contribution 
to public health generally by taking advantage of a 
free chest examination that will not take long but that 
will let you know whether you do or do not have 
symptoms of tuberculosis, which would make >oti a 
danger to your family.
