The Radical State Convention at Stan­
ton, Va., puts a new phase on politics in  
that commonwealth, and may prove an 
unfortnnate factor in the Presidential 
campaign. The situation briefly was 
about this: Gen. William Mfthone, a 
very ambitious, scheming and unscrupu­
lous politician, not finding advancement 
in the Democratic ranks equal to his 
aspirations, availed him self of the general 
poverty and discontent in the State to 
organize a party on the idea of repudia­
tion of the State debt. The num ber of 
white Demoeats in his faction was rela­
tively small, but with the aid of the 
Republican vote, nearly solid, he carried 
a majority of the Legislature last year, 
and was elected to the United States 
Senate.

Mahone distributed a fair share of 
oflieesto Ills negro allies, even displacing 
wounded confederates to make room for 
them , and made various concessions to 
the pauper and criminal classes to enlist 
their sympathy and aid. Having cap­
tured a State, he promised to himself and 
clique to capture the United States; to 
become the balance of power in the next 
Presidential election; and the king-mak­
ing Warwick in this new War of the 
Roses.

The negroes had been so easily led in 
the Republican campaign, and had so 
easily caught at every bait thrown to 
them tha t this plan seemed perfectly 
feasible. They had promptly responded 
to the sentiment that there should he no 
tax “to pav old massa’s debt.” The 
question now was w hether they would 
continue to confide in Gen. Mahone’s 
leadership.

The Republican convention met at 
Staunton on the 21st inst. Mahone had 
apparently secured a majority to agree to 
post)xme the selection of an electoral 
ticket, so that an unpledged fusion ticket 
could be nominated. The advantage to 
him of such a ticket would be that it 
could be represented to the Radicals as 
sure to go tor Grant; and to Democratic 
readjusters, or repudiators, as sure to go 
for a Democrat. After it was elected, it 
could, in the event of a close contest, go 
where it could do itself the most good 
The value of eleven unpledged electora 
votes in a tight race might be worth any 
price the owner should set upon them.

But, alas, there comes a turn in 
tide of affairs to all. Mahone held 
the Republican convention the threat 
that a third party ticket would carry of! 
so many of the ir colored voters tha t fu­
sion with him , on his own terms, was 
necessary to success.

He had a party  of ardent supporters 
in the Radical convention, led by the 
Lewis faction. Opposed to him was the 
faction of “straight-outs,” led by General 
Wickham. Three days of turbulent and 
acrimonious debate ended in bis entire 
discomfiture and rout. The convention 
nominated a straight-out Republican 
ticket, ref used his equal alliance and in­
structed for Grant. There was nospecial 
exhibition of principle in the action of 
th e  party in this matter. They had done 
all thedainagein their power to the cause 
of common honesty by tlieir votes in 
the repudiation campaign. But an alli­
ance with Mahone for the doubtful 
elianee of success in  a Presidential race, 
while it was a surrender of the Republi­
can leaders to him, in Virginia, was a 
two-edged sword in the North. 
mHow could the especial champions of 
banks and bonds and tlie blessings of a ; 
big national debt justify their alliance 
with a faction which announces its re­
pudiation of a just State debt as tlie first 
step toward the repudiation of tlie na­
tional debt? The thorough discipline of 
the negro vote resulted in the conven­
tion in Mahone’s overthrow. Mahone 
has shown lus hand, and while his col­
ored allies have left him  to array them ­
selves under the black flag of Radicalism 
his white followers are returning to the 
Democratic ranks, l ie  will have to  de­
cide soon whether to be fish or flesh. 
“ Under which king, Bezonian?” is the 
haughty challenge addressed to him by 
both iiartigs. He is sounding his bugle 
for a rally under his th ird  party stand­
ard, but it has a feeble and uncertain 
note; and “Brain Billy” may be counted 
as a much less important factor in n a ­
tional politics shun a fori night ago. The 
•State of Virginia, whose electoral vote 
he was trying to trade off to the Radicals, 
will now assuredly stand with the great 
Democratic party in its contest for liber­
ty against imperialism, and honestv 
against corruption.

W A S H IN G T O N .

Tlie funeral of Gen. Heintzelman took 
place at 9 o'clock on the 2nd. The remains 
were escorted to the Baltimore A Potomac 
Railroad depot by a battalion of the Sec­
ond Artillery. Officer*, non-commiss’oned 
officers and three privates of the Second 
Artillery accompany the body to Buffulr,
where the interment takes place-----W. H
Doolittle, Assistant Commissioner of Pat­
ents, has tendered his resignation to take
effect May tSlat-----The Vice President has
signed the immediate deficiency bill. It
now goes to the President----The President
nominated Edward L. Johnson, of Denver, 
U. S. District Attorney for Colorado.

The President has sent tlie House a mes­
sage vetoing tho deficiency ! appropriation 
bill, for tlie reason, he says, that it contains 
provisions that materially change, and, by 
implication, repeals important parts ot the 
law for the regulation of United States 
elections-----The President on tlie 4th ap­
proved the armv and fortification appropri­
ation bills-----The Judiciary Committee of
the House has decided to postpone until the 
next session of Congress all further consid­
eration of the Geneva award bill.

The Committee of Conference on the 
Indian appropriation bill reached an agree­
ment this afte.noon. The principle article 
in controversy was the Senate amendment 
providing for the continuance! of a Board of 
Indian Commissioners for whose expenses 
the House made no provision. Tlie Senate 
conferees agreed to decede from its amend­
ments and that the clause be inserted in the 
bill explicitly providing that no part of tlie 
appropriations made by this act shall be 
used for the payment of salaries or expenses 
of Indian Commissioners, provided for by 
Section 2300 Revised Statutes. Other points 
of difference between the two Houses are 
adjusted by compromising the amounts in 
dispute, aggregating $180,000 for purposes 
not of general interest-----Tlie House Com­
mittee of Ways and Means to-day agreed to 
that portion of tariff bill which places upon 
the free list tlie following articles: Salt in 
bags, barrels, puckages and bulk; woolen 
raffs, shoddy mungo, waste and fl«cks, 
books, periodicals, pamphlets and all print­
ed matter, engravings, bound or unbound, 
illustrated books and papers, maps, charts, 
music, music books, snumac, coil liver oil, 
crude oil, relined and crude petroleum At 
this point Representative \S ood moved to 
insert in the bill, to be placed on ttio tree 
list, wood pulp and all other puljw use. 1 in 
the manufacture of puper.

The sub-committoe of the Appropriation 
Committee huve completed tlie legislative 
bill and will report it to tlie full committee 
Monday. It appropriates $16,211,286, being
considerably under tlie estimates-----The
sundry, civil and general deficiency bills 
are well in hand, and may be reported to 
the House within tlie next ten days. A 
member of the Cabinet said Friday, in 
reference to Postmuster General Tyner, 
would be seriously considered in connection 
witli tlie prospective vacancy, He under­
stood Postmaster James would accept the 
position if tendered and the President had 
his appointment under very favorable con­
sideration-----The Treasury Department
will have no means available for tlie pay­
ment of gas and water bill for the public 
buildings after the 12th inst. Congress not 
yet having provided for the deficiency in 
the last Appropriation.

—rOn Sunday morning, May 2, a large 
party of Germans resorted, in accordance 
with custom, to Garrett Mountain, near 
Paterson, N. J., to greet the sunrise on the 
first Sunday of May. A farmer named 
Dalzell forbade their crossing his land. As 
they paid no attention to this, he fired on 
them, killing one young man. The 
crowd then chased Dalzell to his house, 
which they attacked with stones and fire­
arms. The Patersox police were called out, 
the local militia having no ammunition, 
and witli tlie help of a Sheriff ’s jioese at­
tempted to rescue Dalzell. The fight was 
kept up until 3 p. in., when Dalzell was got 
to a place of safety. During the melee some 
persons ia the crowd and all the policemen 
were injured in a greater or less degree, and 
two houses in which Dalzell took refuge 
were fired. ______________

—A boiler in an iron mill at Youngstown 
O., exploded yesterday, killing two men, 
one of whom was driven through a seven- 
inch brick wall.

—An Oshkosh woman who had a quarrel 
with the dressmaker and to spite her circu­
lated handbills derogatory to her character 
and advising people not to give her em­
ployment, kas been assessed $2,000 by a jury.

—The memorial theatre attached to tlie 
Soldiers’ Home at Dayton, Ohio, was burned 
on the night of May i. Only an hourbefsre 
(tie tire was discovered, tlie manager of the 
home received an offer from Kate Claxton 
to play in the theatre May 8.

—Telegrams from Colorado show that 
prospectors are moving on the Gunnison 
country, in the vicinity of tlie White River 
Utes, in large numbers, and that trouble 
may occur at any moment. Ouray ad­
vises that troops he sent out at once to 
keep the peace, as lie fears that bloodshed 
at this time would cause the repudiation of 
tlie agreement recently entered into nt 
Washington. Troops will be sent.

trine resolutions and went into a Commit­
tee of the Whole upon tlie Postoffice ap­
propriation bill-----An amendment was
adopted authorizing the l'ostniastor-Oeneral 
to use $350,000 of tlie $11,940,000 appropria­
ted for railway mail services in securing tha
necessary and special lacilities-----The
amendment increasing the appropriation 
for the railway mail service to $9,800,000
was rejected by a vote of 76 to 80---- Mr.

As filially 
agreed upon, the Commission is continued, 
but a proviso is inserted that no money 
shall be paid for salaries or expenses of tlie 
Commission——The morning hour being 
dispensed with, the House went into a Com­
mittee of the Whole on the I’ostoffice aji- 
propriation bill.

F riday—Consideration of tlie Postoftice 
appropriation bill was resumed at 10:30 
The House voted upon the amendment. 
The first amendment on which a separate 
vote was demanded was that authorizing 
tlie Postmaster General to use $.'150,000 of 
tlie $9,490,000 appropriated for railway mail 
service, to obtain and secure from railways 
the necessary and special facilities for postal 
service. This amendment was adopted,
yeas 110, navs GO---- The next amendment
was that all the star routes shall be relct 
after the first of October, 1880, on which 
the pay for expedition of schedule was or­
dered during the years of 1879 and 1880, 
shall exceed 50 per cent, of the contract 
price before such expedition; provided that 
this provision shall not pre /ail unless tlie 
present contractor desires to continue con­
tract as reduced. Adopted—118 to 57. This 
amendment now takes the place of the pro­
vision originally reported by tlie Appropri­
ation Committee to the State service clause 
of tlie bill

K x tra »  fo r  F a r m  I m p l e m e n t h.
That tlie price charged by manufac­

turers for pieces necessary to replace 
those that are broken or worn out by 
tlie use of farm implements are extor­
tionate most farmers are aware. The 
“extras” for which the most exorb­
itant prices are demanded are those 
necessary to reaping and mowing ma­
chines. The price asked for these 
machines is so high as to render the 
making of them  the most profitable 
branch of manufacturing in  this country. 
But the price demanded for “extras” is 
far in  excess of tha t charged for the ma­
chines themselves. I t  is generally 
cheaper to buy a now machine than to 
purchase half the pieces of which it is 
composed. There is some competition 
in the price of different machines, but 
none in  regard to “extras,” since the 
parts of a machine made at one manu­
factory will not fit a machine made by 
another. Farm ers will carefully com 
p:uc the price of different machines 
before they conclude which one to 
purchase; but they do not generally pay 
any attention to the price of “extras,” 
some ot whicli they are certain to 
require before they have used the im­
plem ent two seasons. The establish­
m ents that sell machines on long time 
generally demand tlie highest price for 
“extras.” They give credit on the entire 
machine, but dem and casli for each 
piece necessary to repair them . A gen­
tleman who had given considerable 
attention to the m atter recently express­
ed tlie opinion that certain manufacturers 
could afford to give their machines away 
if they could compel the persons who 
used them to keep them  in running 
order a given num ber of years by re­
placing the parts worn out bv “extras” 
made at the manufactory. The “extras” 
for fanning mills, plows and cultivators 
generally cost tlie purchaser twice as 
much as the same pieces do when 
bought as parts «t the entire implement. 
The writer of this article recently had 
occasion to procure a new share and 
lnndside for a plow made in this city 
The price demanded for tticm at the 
manufactory was $ti; but half that sum 
was sufficient to induce a country black­
sm ith to make them. Some of the local 
agents of agricultural implements inform 
fanners, blacksmiths and machinists 
that they are liable in a suit for damages 
if they make parts of a patented machine 
for tlie purpose of keeping it in  repair. 
This, however, is not the case. That a 
reform is necessary in the trade in 
“extras” is certain. I f  manufacturers 
of machines will not supply them at 
reasonable prices, machine-shops should 
be started for the express purpose of 
making them . A shop of th is kind 
would pay in nearly every county in the 
W estern States.

A delicate surgical operation was per­
formed a tew days ago bv Drs. Dickerson 
and Stark, of the Surgical Institute, Kan­
sas City, which, for the success attending 
it, we consider decidedly worthy of notice.

The lad hud for two years past been 
afflicted witli a diseased jaw-bone, which, 
in connection with the tinkering of un­
skilled practitioners, had grown so very 
bad as to endanger tire life of the child.
