Our respect for Governor Allan Shivers, Atrnr;
ney General Price Daniel, and the uthgr elected
Texas officials who did NOT attend last Saturday's
antics in Austin by the avowed Trumanites has been

When the loyal Trumanites applauded Secretary
of Agriculture Brannan for ranking Harry S. Tru-
man with George Washington, Thomas |efferson,
Andrew Jackson, Abraham Lincoln and _\Y oodrow
Wilson. they were giving evidence only of unus_u:l»l-
ly seaworthy stomachs.
