CONKLING AND CAMERG®N,

Tae Myndicate They Have in View and th
Object of It,
IMinois Staats-Zeitung,

There are appearing in New York and
Pennsylvania repeated indications of a
revolt against the rule of Mes:rs. Conk-
ling and Cameron. Both have been
successful in securing in the State Con-
ventions of the Republican party, though
by small majorities, the adoption of reso-
lutions to the effect that the delezates of
those States should vote in the Repub-
lican National Convention as a unit for
Grant. At first the opponents of Grant,
who found themselves in the minority,
felt disheartened at this resolution. The
slavish fear which the average American
politician has for the decrees of the ma-
jority shut his mouth, and even dis-
turbed his powers of thought so that he
could not see cleariy the boundless im-
pudence of such resolutions. But during
the last few weeks more and more voices
have been heard protesting against such
an overruling of the minority by the
majority, and declaring that the in-
structions which were intended to con-
strain the minority to vote against their
opinions were not binding.

Every thinking, reasoning man has
understood this from the outset, and the
only question is, whether the minority,
bulldozed by Conkling and Cameron,
will have the courage and energy to defy
their tyrants.

The National Convention of the Re-
publican party is not a representation of
States as such, but of citizens who claim
to belong to the Republican party. If
in any State the majority of the Re-
publican voters prefer a certain candi-
date, they have a perfect right to cast
for him all the votes by which that
State is represented in the National
Convention. But they have no right to
muzzle the minority who prefer some
other candidate, or to force them to vote
for a man whom they do not want.
Were it admitted that the majority had
such a right there would be an end to
all freedom of thought and election, and
the party, instead of being a free associa-
tion, based on concurrence of opinion,
would hecome a civic corporaticn, like a
railroad company or a manufacturing
company, and would be exposed to the
fate which has befallen so many corpo-
rations of being exploited by a ring, a
clique, a syndicate.

Conkiing and Cameron are working to
establish such a syndicate, and to secure
Benator Logan as the third member of
the partnership. If they succeed in this
they believe that they will have gained
their point. For the united votes of
New York, Pennsylvania and Illinois,
with those of all the rotten-borough
Southern States, which are nothing else
than sores on the Republican party,
since they cannot give its candidate a
single electoral vote, would be sufficient
to give the candidate—Grant in this in-
stance—a majority in the National Con-
vention. Whether he could be elected
in November would be a different ques-
tion. Conkling and Cameron, who are
to politics what Vanderbilt and Gould
arc to railroading, are much less con-
cerned about thispoint. They are more
interested in their syndicate than in the
election. of a candidate who is acceptable
to the people and whose election is cer-
tain,

Whether the plan of the syndicate
will succeed or not depends chiefly on
two questions: first, whether the Re-
publican opponents of Grant in New
York and Pensylvania have enough
cournge and strengh to defy the instrue-
tions of their State Conventions and {o
cast their votes in the National Conven-
tion regardless of them? and, second,
whether Gen. Logan will find it more
advantageous to be on good terms with
the syndicate or the people of Illinois?

If he is a fool, and wants to imperil
his political future, he will do the first.
If he is sensible and honest enough to
reject every thought of bulldozing, he
will do the last.

But even if he were to become the
third member of the Conkling-Cameron
alliance, and seek to make the attempt
to whip the Republican party of Illi-
nois into the Grant fold—that 1s, force
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the State Convention to adopt the unit
rule as an instruction for its delegates
to the National Convention—it is not
certain that the plan of the syndicate
would necessarily succeed. It may come
to grief in the National Convention it-
self, since there the decision of the pre-
siding officer in the Cincinnati Conven-
tion of 1876 still remains in force—a de-
cision according to which no delegate is
bound by the instruction of his State
Convention, but can vote as he pleases,
But should this bold move succeed, and
should the syndicate really force its will
on the Republican party, it would not
have assured the election of a Repub-
lican President, but the destruction of
the Republican party.

For this is not a party trained to blind
and dumb obedience to its taskmasters,
as the Democratie party was in the days
before the civil war, and as it yet is in
the South. It counts in its ranks the
purest, clearest thinkers of the country,
who will not allow themselves to be-
come hirelings with no minds of their
own, and they would take care that the
trinmph of the syndicate would be a
very brief one. They would do right.

For if the Republican party sinks from
a free association of energetic men of
progress into a mere band of mereena-
ries for a triumvirate, it loses all right to
exist,

We ask that
the Board look into this matter a
little, and put a stop to the wrefu-
gees being allowed to compete with
labor in this city and at the same
time being clothed, fed and housed
at the barracks. A man who has
employment should not be consid-
ered a pauper by that Refugee
Board, and should be treated ac.
