SC HOOLS HERE AND EI.SEW HERE
In last week’s Eaule there was not sufficient space 

to r- port in full the important speech that was maide 
( n September 2 by Goldthwaite School Superintend­
ent j. T. Jones before the Goldthwaite Lions Club. 
So we are printing here this week one or two of the 
points that were made by .Mr. Jones and that merit 
emphasis. They included:

1— Vi'ith the preponderant aid of State funds, the 
Goldthwaite Independent School District is spending 
an average of approximately #200.00 per year per 
pupil while the average for Texas lienerally is approxi­
mately #2oc.'X) per year per pupil.

2— So long as the tax rate of the Goldthwaite In- 
Jcpendent School District remains at only #1.00 per 
#:00.00 of rendition and so lunij as so much of what 
little money is raised locally must ko for servicing 
bonded indebtedness at relatively high rates of inter­
est. an enrichment fund of any consequence is not in 
prospect for the local schools. That is why. during 
the past two years, Goldthwaite has spent precisely 
nothing for new text books or for new books for the 
School Lihrarv which, as Mr. Jones indicated when he 
sDoke before the Lions Club, could do with a great 
deal of improvement.

In the course of his address Mr. Jones reminded 
the Lions that school administrators and teachers re­
main deplorably under-paid and that they work not 
for the financial return but because of their devotion 
to higher educational standards. He said that during 
recent years great strides forward have been made in 
public education in Texas and that the prospect is for 
continued progress. The Gilmer-Aikin law, Mr. Jones 
emphasized, places the stress on an even higher stand­
ard of public instruction but he pointed out that Texas 
suffers from a shortage of approximately 7,000 tea­
chers. .Many towns are meeting the shortage of teach- 
eri by operating double shifts in classrooms or by 
over-crewding classrooms.

.Mr. Jones deplored any operation that would 
make it necessary for any teacher to have to work in 
a classroom containing 50, 00 or more pupils.

As we reported last week, the budget for the school 
year in Goldthwaite is approximately #120,000.00 with 
only about #15,000.00 of that amount coming from 
local funds if ALL local school taxes are collected.

The facts of the address by Mr. Jones, including 
those that are printed here and those that were print­
ed in last week’s Eagle, speak for themselves. We 
know that they were eloquent so far as a number of 
the Lions and their guests were concerned. NX e heard 
several persons say, frankly, that it had been some 
time since they had thought of the extent to which the 
Cioldthwaite Independent School District is a major 
business operation. Along with such thinking there 
ought to be realization of something else that was 
pointed out .Mr. Jones — that in 97 per cent of the 
Counties of Texas the #1.00 tax rate is EXCEEDED.

better stand from the seed 
planted.

The supervisors of the Brown- 
Mills Soli Conservation District 
point out that the success or 
failure of the legumes that will 
be planted this fall will 'argely 
depend upon the precautions 
that are taken when sowing. 
Some of the more important 
precautions emphasized by the 
supervisors are as follow:

1— Select the type ol legumes 
best adapted to your soil condi­
tion. Farmers and ranchers who 
have experienced good results 
In legume plantings are contin­

uing to plant Madrid Sweetclov- 
er, Evergreen Sweetclover, Hu- 
bam Sweetclover, Hairy Vetch, 
Austrian Winterpeas, and Dixie 
Wonder peas. Many failures in 
legume plantings have been due 
to the .soli not being adapted to 
the legume planted.

2— Select the seed tlioi has 
the highest germination. Oood 
clean seed with a high germina­
tion Is the most desirable seed 
to plant.

S— Many of the legume fail­
ures are due to Improper In­
oculation of the .seed. Fresh in- 
oci'lant of the proper culture

. hould be used. Better results 
have been obtained by using 
sweet milk or a mixture of syrup 
and water to make the Inocu­
lant stick to the seed. The use 
ol Inoculant is good insurance 
any time a legume Is planted, 
but is always essential when 
a legume Is planted for the fiist 
time.

4— Legumes should be plant­
ed on a well prepared but llrm 
seed bed. Approximately two 
hundred pounds of 0-20-0 fer­
tilizer should be drilled when 
the seeds are planted. Best re­
sults have been obtained by

On March 1, 1845. a joint res­
olution of both houses of con­
gress, approved by the president, 
set up the conditions under 
which Texas could be annexed. 
Texas had asked the United 
States to assume the republic’s 
$lb,l0U,U0C debt in return for 
li:king over its public lands. This 
congiess refused to dc. It spe- 
c,.lcally stated that Texas would 
keep its public land.s and its 
public debt. These public lands, 
under the boundaries set up by 
the congress of the republic and 
recognized by the United States, 
extended 10>2 miles to sea.

Further recogmilon of Texas’ 
boundaries came when the Unit­
ed States paid Texas SIO.OOO.CHX) 
to relinquish Its title to territory 
extending north of the Pan­
handle.

Then, after the war between 
the United States and Mexico 
over the annexation of Texas, 
in 1848. both Mexico and the 
United States recognized In the 
treaty of Guadalupe Hidalgo 
the 'Texas boundaries extending 
10*2 mnes to sea.

Having paid the three cents 
postage due, the editor went 
back to work, blissfully believ­
ing that Mr. Gilliam was going 
to find the packaged bat in his 
mall box.

Thus, the Texas claim to Its 
public lands, including the tide- 
lands was well recognized and 
specifically established. Hence 
Texas today owns the public 
lands within its borders and has 
a land office to administer 
them In all the other 47 states 
the public lands are owned by 
the federal government and ad­
ministered by the Department 
of the Interior.
