The contract wn.s let to three 
men — a Mr. Peyton, who work­
ed In and supervised the dig­
ging of the well. Ben Cox, a 
furniture dealer, and Dud H 
Mayer, a grocery merchant. The 
tools used con.slsted of a pick, 
.shovel, drill and windlass with 
rope and bucket attached for 
lowering the workmen a n d  
drawing the dirt out.

At thirty or forty feet, dyna­
mite blasting was begun because 
of the hard formation. Too .soon 
after the blast, Mr. Peyton was 
lowered to fill the bucket. He 
was overcome by fumes from 
the blast Immediately Mr. Cox 
was lowered Into the well to 
rescue Mr. Peyton but he, too, 
wa.s overcome. Excitement ran 
wild ns the crowd gathered. No 
one .seemed to know what to do.

John L. Lewis, an Attorney, 
ran to Clements and Jame.s 
Drug Store, got a five pint bot­
tle of grain alcohol end threw 
the contents Into the well. The 
explo.slon forced the fumes out 
and Mr. Mayer was lowered Into 
the well. He got Mr. Cox out In 
time for the Doctors to save his 
life, but It was too late for Mr. 
Peyton — he was dead.

"Lest, we forget"—There Is no 
marker relating thi.s incident. 
Only a concrete slab covers the 
old well.

A.S a barefoot boy, I was an 
eyewitness to this tragedy.
