To please a man, learn how to 

make perfect hash—Juicy meat. 
silvers, fork-tender potato—the; 
whole enclosed In pan-browned 
perfection. You're likely to be 
rated a great woman as well as' 
a fine cook I i

Try some new Ideas as well as 
old favorites for a good hash i 
repertoire. A Syrian friend has 
worked over a lamb hash recipe | 
from her homeland, and offers | 
an amended version, the recipe 
for 4 !

Combine 3 c. chopped, cooked; 
lamb, 34 c. diced, cooked carrots, i 
3 tbsp. tnlnced onion, A4 tsp. salt, 
dash of paprika and 4  e. con­
densed tomato soup, mixing thor-1 
oughly. Heat 3 tbsp. olive oil in 
a .skillet, spread hash evenly In 
pan and cook slowly until well 
browned. Slide onto hot plate and 
serve with hot French salad 
dreasing.

East Indian Hash next, the rec­
ipe for 4.

Combine 3 c. chopped, cooked 
beef, 3 c. cold cooked rice, tsp. 
salt, dash cayenne, 3 tsp curry 
powder and 4  e. light cream; 
mix thoroughly. Heat 3 tbsp. fat 
or drippings In pan and cook 
hash slowly until bottom la

For a good hash quickie, cut 
one pound luncheon loaf Into 
one-lncb cubes. Melt 3 tbsp. but­
ter In aklllet. Ada 2 tbsp. minced 
onion and 3 tbsp. chopped green 
pepper. Sautd until soft. Add 
luncheon loaf cubes and 3 a  
whole kernel corn, cooked or 
canned. Sautd slowly for 30 min­
utes. or until lightly broemed, 
stirring occasionally. Serves 4.

For Roast Beef Hash to serve 4, 
combine 3 c. chopped cooked 
roast beef. 3 e. chopped, cold 
cooked potatoes and 4  c. finely 
chopped onion. Add 4  tap salt, 
dash pepper and 4  e. light cream.

Heat 3 tbsp. fat or drippings In 
a skillet, spread hash evenly In 
pan and cook without stirring 
until well browned on bottom. 
Fold omelet-fashion and turn 
onto hot platter. Serve with spicy 
tomato sauce or relish.

For a variation, spread hash 
In a greased pie pan. Bake at 
3S0* F for about 15 minutes. 
Then make 4 dents In the hash 
with the back of a spoon, and 
break an egg into each dent. Re­
turn hash to oven, baking until 
eggs are firm. Serve at once.

And for a good appetizer trick, 
prepare half the recipe of Roast 
Beef Hash as given, but omit the 
cream. Instead, add one slightly 
beaten egg. 3 tbsp. chill sauce, tsp. 
horseradish and 3 tbsp. chopped 
parsley. Mix well; shape Into tiny 
balls.

Roll balls In beaten egg, then 
In dry bread crumbs. Fry In shal­
low fat (375* F.) for half a min­
ute, until browned. Serve each 
hot hash ball on a toothpick. 
Makes about three dozen.
