The school board of Goldlh- 
walle Independent School Dis­
trict are all taxpaying citizens 
of the district and are Interest­
ed In giving the moist for the 
money spent that Is pouible. In 
taking the oath of office, every 
trustee swears that he will do 
the best possible to fulfill the 
duties of the office and to al­
ways feel the obligation of pro­
viding good and sound educa­
tion to the students of the dis­
trict. It Is upon this basis that 
the point of law that requires 
a board of equalization to sit 
annually and equalize the taxes i ^  
of the many tax payers of the 
district.

Raising valuations Is entire­
ly within the hands of the 
board of trustees through a 
board of equalization, B U T  
they preferred to have the citi­
zens themselves vote such a 
change, thus an election was 
called In which a majority of 
people voted favoring the rais­
ing of the rate from $1.00 to 
$1.50, the legal limit.

On a valuation which has 
been for several years $2.800,- 
OCO.OO In round numbers, the 
rate of $1.50 would give us 
$42.000.00 with which we can 
operate our school. This Is suf­
ficient and all that Is needed.
The thing that Is needed now Is 
ixjwer to place about $16.000.00 
annually In Interest and sink­
ing fund. We have a constitu­
tional limit of $0.50 on the hun­
dred dollar valuation that can 
be used to retire bonds and In­
terest. Our overall bonded In­
debtedness now stands at about 
$280,000 00 and requires a great­
er valuation lor raising the re­
quired $10,000.00. Before the 
Attorney General ol the State 
of Texas will approve the sale 
of our bonds we must show that 
we have sufficient value to re­
tire the bonds.

With both personal and real 
values coasldered, 90% collec­
tion will be an average on cur­
rent taxes. Now to raise the re­
quired $16.000.00 we would fig­
ure thus: 90% of $.50 is $0.45— 
this figure divided 4nto $16,000.- 
00 will give you $3,555356.00 
required valuation. If the value 
is raised the required 27% then 
the rate can be lowered by 27% 
thus giving a rate of $1.23 In­
stead of $1.50 and causing the 
taxpayer to pay the same a- 
mount of taxes he would have 
otherwise iiald.

Superintendent Jones and the 
school board are pleading with

the public to be considerate of 
the members of the equallza- 
tlnn board and not be critical 
of things done in keeping with 
the law. To those who think 
that the school board should 
have employed outside experts 
to have this Job done, it is point­
ed out that pre.sent means will 
mean a saving In expenses that 
Is sorely needed for repairs to 
pre.sent structures at this time.

The three men are only doing 
what Is required by law. The 
school board Is only perlarmlng 
a lawful function. Any person 
who has been paying their pro­
portion ."¡hare of taxes will not 

raised above what they 
wo’.iUl pay under the $1 50 rate. 
Ye.s, everybody will pay more 
than you did under the SI no 
rate but the voting public voted 
to do that.

"We are doing our best to do 
what Is right," declared a reso­
lution of the school board.
