Seed more than one generation 
removed from certified stock 
rrob:ibly will not have all the 
de.«lrable qualities needed for 
top production

Another r ’aim being investi­
gated is on seed reportedly 
treated with a “secret" chemical 
guaranteed to kill all cotton 
pests. It Is doubtful that such 
a ‘ miracle’’ chemical exists. Re­
search laboratorle.s have been 
trying to develop one but posi­

equipment with First Aid teams 
standing ready

The second unit was a kitch­
en and serving tent where cof­
fee and cookies were to be 
served Portable butane stoves 
were set up and at 1410 (2:10 
p m.i the aroma of hot coffee 
filled the air.

The next unit, also a kitchen 
and serving tent, was running 
a very close second, another 
team's cooks had hot chocolate 
and cookies ready to .serve.

Fourth and last unit was a 
new try in Scouting It was a 
ccmmunicatlons and messeng­
er .service unit. Scouts both on 
foot and on bicycles stood by 
to render any messenger service 
that might be needed.

Short wave radio equipment

Fir.'t Aid lent one me8.,?nger 
was sent to call the docior on 
the telephone while a second 
one left on his bicycle Not be­
ing able to locate a doctor, back 
came one of the mes.sengers 
with a nurse from the doctor's 
office (Good work! She looked 
tli»( patient over as well as the 
work already done by the First 
Aid crew and advised that the 
p.itient be taken to the hospit­
al Again the me.ssenger service 
went into action and In a f<“w 
moments the ambulance was on 
hand and the patient was Ir 
expert hands

This brings us up to three 
o’clock Sheriff Stubblefield put 
out a call for the police depart­
ment In Brownwood via Mobile 
Radio He established (contact 
with Policeman Jack Pike and 
requested him to get Dr O E 
Wlnebrenner and take him to 
the home of B A Huston at 
1512 (3:12 p. m.i. Amateur radio 
station W5RAB (B A » of 
Brownwood was heard calling 
WN5ZTB. after contact was es­
tablished At 15116 (2 16 p. m.» 
Dr O E Wlnebrenner. a long 
time Scouter and Vice Pre.sldent 
of the Comanche Trail CciincU. 
was on the air talking In the 
Scouts, who had grouped Them­
selves In front of the radio 
tent Dr. WTnebrenner's talk 
was on the value of Scouting to 
any community and about the 
opening of Scout Week.
