For the average person, the 
buying of a home Is the largest 
single transaction of his life. It 
Is al!-o. In most Instances, the 
most permanent or longest 
term Investment he will ever 
make Whether or not he 
bought «-Isely will be determined 
by his ability to resell without 
difficulty, or to enjoy the use 
ut the premises without an­
noyance or Interruption.

Pot^lbly the first legal pro­
blem you will meet will be when 
you are asked by the seller or 
his agent to sign a contract of 
sale or earnest money contract.

In connection with the latter, 
you will be asked to deposit a 
sum of money which would be 
forfeited to the seller and agent 
for damages in event you do 
not fulfill the contract.

Following this would be the

Incidental to your title pro- 
I blems is that of ascertaining 
I what restrictions exist upon the

lot >ou are buying and upon 
the neighborhood generally 
Municipal zoning ordinances and 
restrictive covenants placed up­
on the tract by previous owners 
or developers of the subdivision 
m.ay prove a protection or a 
hindrance, according to the 
plans you may have for future 
use or improvement of your 
property.

Other legal questions may a- 
rlse In arranging the method 
of payment for the house. The 
fact that most people need 
years in which to complete such 
payment makes this a matter 
to be considered carefully.

These are some of the major 
legal problems you are likely to 
encounter In purchasing a 
home. Of course, a number of 
others may arise In some cases 
due to peculiar individual cir­
cumstances.

Texas Will Accept Invitation From 
Court To File Segregation Brief

Austin, (Spec.) — Attorney 
General John Ben Shepperd 
last Wednesday announced that 
Texas wfll accept an Invitation 
from the United States Sup­
reme Court to file a brief on 
segregation In public schools.

’ ’After having given this mat­
ter several months of constant 
and exhaustive study, and har­
ing consulted with a wide cross- 
section of educators, teachers, 
legislators and State officials, 
we feel that we should file a 
brief In order to properly pre­
sent the Texas position on this 
question.” he said

Shepperd pointed out that 
the only States having the Is­
sue of segregation before the 
Supreme Court at this time are 
Delaware, Kansas. South Caro­
lina and Virginia and the mere 
filing of his “amicus curiae” 
(friend of the court» brief 
would not bind Texas In any 
decree resulting from these 
four cases.

■”The Texas segregated school 
system Is unique,” he said, 
"and mast Texas citizens think 
Texas should be allowed to 
work out her own problems. We 
will urge this view In our brief."

“We don't want what Is hap- 
enlng In West Virginia to j happen to our school children.” 

I he declared.
» West Virginia abolished seg­

regation following the May 17 
decision of the Supreme Court.

and the opening of the fall 
school term was marked by 
strikes, demonstrations and 
other civil disorders.

The Court held May 17 In the 
Delaware, Kansas, South Caro­
lina and Virginia cases that 
segregation In the public school 
of those State was unconsti­
tutional.

The court indicated then that 
It might set up machinery to 
hear evidence In Individual 
States Shepperd expressed 
hope that the Court would work 
out some such method for Texas, 
thus allowing this State to bring 
out all facts concerning her 
o«’n school system.

"This would allow time to 
study the experience of the 
four States now before the 
Court,” he said,” and would 
also permit a possible legislative 
solution to the problem.”
