There are just too many other 
people who follow the line of 
least resistance—let Oecr.ge do 
It. It Is they who mumble ex­
cuses, or fall to appear at a 
bloodmobile at their appointed 
time. It is also they who would i 
denounce the Red Cross, th e ' 
local hosDltal. and the world In 1 
general the most loudly If there i 
were not blood on hand to save I 
the life of a member of their I 
family. j

There are still others who can 
be labeled potential blood don­
ors. They are the persons who 
need only to be made aw’are of 
the tremendous scope and great 
needs of the blood program to 
become regular blood donors. It 
Is our purpose now to present 
some straight fads In an effort 
to promote understanding of the 
blood program on the part of 
the people It has been establish­
ed to serve, and upon whom Its 
success depends

The Central Texas Regional 
Blood Center should have at 
least 12.000 pints of blood an­
nually to meet emergency blood 
needs In 18 different counties. 
The ratio is based on population 
figures of 375.000 for the region.

Chances are that right now 
there is someone In our own 
hospitals who owes his life to Red 
Cross blood. Not only must a 
large quantity of blood be col­
lected each month, but its col­
lection must be geared to the 
continuous needs of blood. It de­
feats the very purpose of the 
blood program If there Is extra 
blood available one day and none 
for the next three days. In an 
effort to keep blood supplies 
steady. Red Cross bloodmobiles 
arc scheduled well In advance 
and the collections at each, esti­
mated wherever possible. It is 
quickly apparent what happens 
when a bloodmobile unit Is can­
celed, or a quota Is not met. The 
entire reelon suffers a lack 
which must be measured In 
terms of human life and human

position until his own sudden 
death from yellow fever at Pas­
cagoula. Miss., on Aug. 5. 1853.

The year following his death, 
the little mUltary post at the 
Pass of the North on the Texas- 
Mexlco border was named Port 
Bliss In his honor. After a five- 
year search, his grave was found 
week before last <Nov. 221 his re­
mains were brought to El Paso, 
and with ceremonies fitting his 
fame, were reverently Interred 
In the Fort Bll-ss National Ceme­
tery A monument, 20 feet high, 
erected by his wife will be 
brought later and placed In the 
cemetery.

VALLEY ESCROW PROGRAM  
SET UP

In four Rio Grande Valley 
counties where the pink boll­
worm menace Is a serious threat, 
cotton farmers recently voted 
2 to 1 in favor of an escrow 
program designed to assure com­
pliance with stalk destruction 
rules.

Under term.s of the program 
to become effective during the 
1056 season, cotton farmers In 
Hidalgo. Willacy, Cameron and 
Starr counties will post $7 50 for 
each bale of cotton ginned to 
be put In the e.scrow fund. 
Growers who fall to meet the 
cotton .stalk destruction dead­
line will be required to pay for 
plow-up of their fields from 
their escrow fund. In addition 
to penalties previously prescrib­
ed by law.

The First National Hank of 
McAllen, successful bidder to 
hold the multi-million dollar 
escrow fund, will return all 
money remaining In escrow to 
the growers 30 days after the 
plow-up deadline The only de­
duction will be «  cents per bale 
to the hank for salary, material 
and service costs.

I am per.sonally very pleased 
to see thl.s exerted effort bring 
put forth by our Valley farmers 
to make their cotton insect- 
free.

When the “disability freeze” 
provision became a part of the 
Social Security Act, It offered. 
In many Instances, substanti­
ally increased benefit amounts 
to disabled persons meeting the 
requirements. Until the freeze 
provision became operative, a 
worker who had no earnings for 
a prolonged period because of 
disability might find his social 
security benefits cut down con­
siderably or lost completely by 
the time he reached 05 and was 
otherwise eligible to collect 
them.

Under the new “ disability 
freeze” provision In the law, a 
worker who has been totally dis­
abled for 6 montlis or more with 
a disability which Is expected to 
continue Indefinitely, can apply 
to have his social security re­
cord frozen as of the time his 
disability began. Then when the 
time comes for figuring up the 
monthly benefits payable to him 
at 05. or to his family In case 
of his death, the years he has 
no earnings because of his dis­
ability are not counted against 
him.
