May Visit U. S. Next Year ! Big Anniversary in 1957

Special to Central Press Association
TASHINGTON —Queen Elizabeth and Winston Churchill may
“’ come to the United States next year to help celebrate the
350th anniversary of the birth of this nation.

And the president of France may also attend in recognition of
the major role his country played in freeing the English colonies
in America from British rule.

The occasion will be the Jamestown Festival of
1957, which will commemorate the first success-
ful and permanent English colony in the new
world. When English colonists landed at James-
town, Va, in 1607, it marked the beginning of
what was to become the United States of
America.

The festival, which will continue from April
through November, will also feature an Inter-
national Naval Review in June in Hampton
Roads in which the warships of 30 nations will
participate. Among them may be a Russian
vessel, possibly the famous cruiser Ordzhonikidze,

which carried Bulganin and Khrushchev to Eng-
land.

AUSTIN, (Spec.) — The new

PROPOSED CONSTITUTIONAL
AMENDMENTS TO BE VOTED
ON AT AN ELECTION TO BE
HELD NOVEMBER 6, 1956

HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION NO. 11
proposing an amendment to Article | of the
Constitution of the State of Texas by adding
thereto another section, to be designated as
Section 15-a, requiring medical or psychiat-
ric testimony for commitment of persons
of unsound mind, and authorizing the Leg-
islature to provide for trial and commit-
ment of such persons and for waiver of
trial by jury where the person under in-
quiry has not been charged with commis-
sion of a criminal offense.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEGISLA-
TURE OF THE STATE OF TEXAS:
Section 1, That Article | of the Consti-

tution of the State of Texas be and the

same is hereby amended by adding another
section thereto following Section 15, to be
designated Section 15-a, to read as follows:

“Section 15-a. No person ‘shall be com-
mitted as a person of unsound mind except
on competent medical or psychiatric testi-
mony. The Legislature may enact all laws
necessary to provide for the trial, adjudica-
tion of insanity and commitment of per-
sons of unsound mind and to provide for a
method of appeal from judgments rendered
in such eases. Such laws may provide for a
waiver of trial by jury, in cases where the
person under inquiry has not been charged
with the commission of a criminal offense,
by the concurrence of person under
inquiry, or his next of kin, and an attorney
ad litem appointed by a judge of either
the County or Probate Court of the county
where the trial is being held, and shall
provide for a method of service of notice
of such trial upon the person under in-
uiry and of his right to demand a trial by
ury.”
