.More than fifty per cent of all traffic deaths happen at 

night, even though a lot less driving is done at night than 
during the day

During an average year, if there is such a thing as an 
average year anymore, the Texas Safety .Association esti­
mates that the milewgr death rate is between two and 
three times as great at night as in daylight hours.

There are four reasons for this, that should be apparent 
to everyone.

First, you can't see as well at night, and you must see 
danger to avoid It.

In the second place, too many drivers try to maintain 
daytime speeds, yet even the best headlights Illuminate only 
a fraction of daylight seeing distance.

A third reason Is that night driving is more likely to 
result In fatigue, sleepiness and dulled alertness

Finally night is the time for sociability which, all too 
often means driving after drinking.

Figures, of the Texas Safety Association, support 
these claims by revealing that between sunset and sun­
rise sixty-three per cent of ail urban traffic deaths oc­
curred In rural areas. fUty-four per rent of the fatal 
accidents happened during the same period.

Ficure the heavy odds against you and don't gamble 
with your own life, or the lives of others who share the road 
with you. trusting In your common sense. Drive right 
. . . slow down at night.

It doesn't take brains or skill to send an automobile 
hurtling through a tunnel of blackness. It does take 
brains to soberly count the hazards beyond the prob­
ing finger of the headlight beam, and skill to be ready 
for the emergenry which may loom out of the dark­
ness at any moment.

Among Its best qualities are 
a high seedling vlror and abili­
ty to produce stands, a winter- 
hardiness. and a high average 
protein content. The good seed 
strength of the new variety ap­

The ndeoata grammas, as a 
species, are a “mid-grass " They 
cure on the stem better than 
tall grasses, but not as well as 
the short grasses. They an* 
deep-rooted drawing moisture 
from as far down as seven feet.

This last quality makes Colo­
nado. which admittedly was de­
veloped In Oklahoma, a good 
neighbor to thirsty Texas 
rangelands.

AUSTIN, Tex.—Texas' drouth 
relief program Is In high gear 
again. President Elsenhower 
announced a double-barreled 
shot In the arm for cattlemen's 
feed buying projects.

Oraln subsidies were Increas­
ed from $1 to 81 50 per hundred­
weight and the aid period ex­
tended 60 days to Dec. 31.

An additional 85.000.000 was 
allocated to the hay and rough- 
age buying program This had 
been stalled (or nearly a month 
after the original 81.000.000 
grant ran out. Certificates good 
for a 87.50 per ton subsidy are 
again available to eligible live­
stock ovmers through the Farm­
ers Home Administration.

To increase effectiveness of 
this project, officials said west­
ern railroads agreed to make a 
50 per cent reduction In freight 
rates on carload lots of hay sent 
to drouth areas. Reductions 
were to take effect this post 
weekend.

Both parties lost no time in 
making political hay with the 
new farm assistance. OOP Na­
tional Committeeman J a c k  
Porter said. “This will help 
•jreatly to win Texas (or the 
Republicans.”

State Agriculture Commis­
sioner John White, a staunch 
Democrat, expressed gratitude, 
“regardless of the political as­
pects.” But, he pointed out. 
help needed several months ago 
didn't come until Just before 
the election.

The Post Office Department's 
rural delivery service today 
serves more Americans than 
ever before In history.

This observation was made 
by Postmaster General Arthur 
E Summerfleld In calling the 
nation's attention to the 60th 
birthday of the Service.

Experimental rural delivery 
service began Oct. 1. 1896 with 
three routes at Charles Town. W 
Va., and two routes at Hall- 
town and Uvllla, near Charles 
Town.

These sites for the Initial ex­
perimental routes were picked 
by Postmaster General William 
L. Wilson, a native of We-i 
Virginia.

Old records show that In Its 
first week the three Charles 
Town routes provided for sur­
prised farmers delivery of 214 
letters, 290 papers, 33 postal 
cards and two packages. Pre­
viously, they would not have re­
ceived this mall until they went 
Into town to pick it up, often 
a matter of weeks or even 
months.

This was a far cry from to­
day's mall load handled by rural 
delivery carriers. For example. 
In a recent 12-month period, 
nearly 8 billion pieces of mall 
were handled for rural patrons.

Today, there are 31.888 routes 
serving 34.930.000 mail patrons 
over more than 1 million 
miles of routes that extend Into 
virtually all the counties of the 
United States, as well as Into 
territories and possessions of the 
United States. And, during the 
fiscal year ended last June 30 
alone there were 594,900 patrons

Service Schools 
Appointment Exams 
On November 20th

Senator Lyndon B Johnson 
has announced that Civil Ser­
vice examinations for Texas 
boys seeking appointment In 
1957 to the Army, Navy and 
Air Force service schools will be 
held November 20 at 71 cities 
nnd towiu throughout the state.

Senator Johnson uses the re­
sults of these examinations as 
a guide In making his appoint­
ments to he military acade­
mies.

Entrance requirements vary 
but all three academies require 
that appointees be United States 
cltlaens. In the case of appli 
cants to be considered by Sena­
tor Johnson, they must be resi­
dents of Texas. They must be 
between the ages of 17 and 21 
years upon entry, must be single 
and must pass a rigid medical 
examination and a physical 
aptitude test. Candidq^s for

the Air Force Academy must bo 
able to pass the medical exami­
nation for flying training and 
a pilot aptitude test.

Persons interested In taking 
the competitive examination on 
November 20 are advised to 
write Senator Lyndon B John­
son, Senate Office Building, 
Washington, D. C., not later 
than October 15.

Motor Vehicle 
Inspection« Are 
Reported As Slow

Texas motorists are exercising 
the old American custom of put­
ting off until tomorrow what 
ought to be done today and 
Col. Homer Garrison Jr., Di­
rector of the Texas Department 
of Public Safety has express^ 
some concern that the practice 
IS responsible for consldersbl'* 
lagging In the State’s motor ve- 
liicle Inspection program.

The first month of the new 
iaspeotlon period ended on Oc­
tober 15 and Oarrison noted 
:hat only 4% of the registered 
vehicles have been Inspected 
The period runs through April 
15, 1957.

The Inspection period em­
braces a full seven months," 
Oarrison said, "and that means 
that a minimum of 14% of the 
cars must be checked each 
month In order to avoid unnec­
essary rushes on the Inspection 
stations In the final weeks of 
the period."

Meanwhile, Oeorge W. Busby. 
DPS Motor Vehicle Inspection 
Division Chief, reported that a 
total of 3,883,000 cars were in­
spected during the year which 
ended last September 14. Of 
these, slightly more than 14 
million, or 43% needed some 
adjustment or repair before 
meeting the approved standards. 
Average cost for such services 
was 88 cents.

’The most common defect 
found by the State's more than 
1.200 licensed Inspection sta­
tions during the year was In 
29% of the cars which needed 
headlights adjusted or repair­
ed. Busby announced.

He said that the second most 
frequent mechanical deficiency 
was the 10% of cars which re­
quired adjustments or repairs 
of foot brakes. ,
