Webster Party Spirit.
Mr. Webster talked very freely for an 

hour, uud said he intended to speak in 
the Senate on the war question, and 
desired that I should report it. He 
said he should not speak upon tho ques 
tion until the close of the debate. I 
said ho seemed not to share the fears 
which other Senators had expressed, 
that if they could not speak soon the 
subject would be exhausted. You 
know, said Mr. Webster, we farmers 
have a fashion of going over a field for 
the gleanings after the harvest. Yes, 
suid I, and some could tiud m .re than 
others could at first. Mr. Webster 
said he did not wish to speak if the 
the rumors of a treaty then current 
should prove to be well founued. Ho 
had no idea of having it thus upset. 1 
asked him if he did not look forward 
with apprehension to tbe issue of the 
war aud the absorption of all Mexico. 
Ue said he did, that the future was en­
tirely overcast, and it was very ditlicult 
to see any way of safety. But, ho added, 
ho was not disposed to sit down in 
perfect dispair, as Mr. Calhoun had 
dot e, and say that he could see no fu­
ture for his country. Even if annexa­
tion of ull Mexico should take place, 
aud a dissolution of our Union should 
be tho result, still, said he, we of the 
North are on the safe side. We have 
tho wealth, tho numbers, the commerce, 
the enterprise. All the best elements of 
national power are on our side; we are 
the strongest portion, and in the event 
cf dissolution we must still constitute 
the great nation of the continent. We 
had, therefore, less to fear from this 
crisis than other poi tions of the country. 
I said that few public meu were willing 
to look the matter thus boldly in the 
face. He Baid he never alluded to it 
public'y, but these were the views he 
took of it in his private rejections upon 
tbe subject. In course of tho conversa­
tion concerning the notions prevalent 
iu regard to popular liberty I said that 
tbe time seemed distaut when men in 
this country should be governed by cool 
reason aud judgment iustead of preju­
dice and passion. He said yes, tuut 
the prospect was discouraging, because 
events were constantly occurring to turn 
the tide even when it seemed to be set­
ting well. Then came .laeksonism, 
which threw the whole into a boiling 
caldron of passion and excitement 
Then under Mr. Van Buren, the tone of 
public feeling, especially tho spirit that 
prevailed at Washington, greatly im 
proved, and continued to do so until 
Mr. Clay by his acrimonious course 
toward Mr. Tyler, again threw every­
thing into confusion, and now we are 
iu a condition certainly unpromising 
enough.

A Remarkable Accident.
Virginia (Nevada) Chronlole.

A most remarkable accident happened 
at the lU le  «fc Norcros mine last, week A 
cane witn six men was coining up the shaft 
ut eleven o ’clock—tho hour for changina 
the shifts. When about six hundred leet 
from the bottom,at a point where there is 
ai. uregnlar place in the guides, the cage 
suailenl.v lurched to ona side, throwing 
tbo men to the other. Patrick Holland, 
who wnsoii the outside, was crowded off. 
Instead o f falling to tno bottom nud being 
dashed *o pieces, ho was safely lodged on 
a wall-plate. The other men on tbe cage 
supposed lie bad fallen into the tump, of 
cturse. When thev reached tho surface 
thev got tbe usual sacks and boxes anu 
sturted hack to the sumo to gather up the 
tragmentsof the body. As they approached 
the place in the shaft where tbe man was 
thi own oil, they heard a voico below them 
tuiliug them to go slow. They did not 
know what to make of the sirange discov­
ery, never supposing it possible for H ol­
land to be any where else than at the ooi- 
tom. When they saw him safe on his 
narrow perch, they could scarcely believe 
their eyes.

Any one who lias ascended ashaft knows 
how rapidly the wall plates flit by wheD 
tho lantern is held so as to bring them to 
view. The cage from which Holland was 
thrown was coming up at the usnal rat 
ot speed, How tbe man could possibly 
have been lodged ou one o f these pieces ot 
timber without bemg jammed by the cage 
or knocked olt as it went past him is a 
wonder. The wall-plato is a square tim ­
ber, fourteen by sixteen inches, so that 
theii- was very little  standing room for 
Holland while he was waiting for the cage 
to come down and rosone him. I f  th. 
sbatt had been so light that ho coaid look 
down any considerable distance o f the six 
hundred feet between him and the bot­
tom, bo would scarcely have had the ner\ e 
<o cling to bis narrow footing. The dark- 
nessof all miningshafis is a point in favor 
of the miners preserving their coolness 
when placed in ticklish po-itions. A  
couple of pump men w ill throw a foot 
wido plank across a shaft ‘J.000 feet from 
the bottom and work upon it as though 
they were not live feet from tho bottom. 
The darkness o f the shaft prevents the 
thought o f the awful abyss below from 
being constantly present.

The First Act of S cession In tbe 
United States.

One of ihe most curious facts in 
American history is thus briefly told: 
After the War of Independence the 
original thirteen States claimed juris­
diction over tho Western Territories. 
To assist the General Government in 
the payment of its debts, it was deemed 
best for the States to cede their terri­
torial possessions to the Goverment. 
North Carolina ceded its western lands 
now embraced within the limits of 
Tennessee, to the Government, bnt as 
Congress haa passed no laws for tbo 
government of its new possessions it 
hesitated to aooept cession. This left 
the Territory without law—cast off by 
North Carolina and not accepted by 
Congress. The Territory was soon 
overrun by criminals and fugitives from 
justice, while the Indians became ma­
rauders and the people were at the 
mercy of both. Three counties in the 
northwestern part of the Territory— 
to-wit: Washington, Greene and Sulli­
van—embracing the most populous part 
of the Territory, sent delegates to a 
convention which met at Jonesborongh 
in August, 1784, which, after a long de­
bate, seceded from and declared them­
selves independent of the State of 
North Carolina. After a variety of 
misfortunes a full State Government 
was organized and named the State of 
Franklin, in honor of Benjamin Frank­
lin. The first Governor of the State 
was John Sevier, a Virginian by birth. 
8evier fought hard for the new State, 
but tbe odds seemed to be against it. 
North Carolina soon claimed jurisdio* 
tion over the Territory. After three 
years no Legislature could be assembled 
whose duty it was to elect a Council; 
and, as the Legislature at its last ses­
sion failed to elect a Council, tbe State 
of Franklin was without executive pow­
er. Judge Campbell, Chief Justice of 
tho little State, was bought over by n 
lucrative office in North Carolina and 
the Governor was left alone in his offi­
cial dignity. His term of office expired 
by constitutional limitation on the 1st 
of March, 1788, and it being the consti­
tutional fnnotion of the Legislature to 
sleet a Governor, and there being no 
Legislature to perform that duty, the 
Utate of Franklin ceased to exist on 
tbat date. Sevier afterwards became 
Governor of tbe State of Tennessee, 
and was for many years member of 
Congress from tbat State. This was 
the first act of secession and its result.

T he  southern California orange crop 
his vear will be a small one, but the 
quality will probably be good and the 
prioes satisfactory.

The residence of Cowles Crocker, situ- 
ftteil ou the very pluaele of California 
Street Hill, is one of the magnilioeut 
palaoes buttt by tbe four railroad kin****, 
Stanford Hopkins, Colton and Crocker. 
The outside of the massive bulldiug real- 
ed by Mr. Crocker is open to the luspee 
lion of every one; u favored tew only ever 
gaza upon the rich and luxurious lnn^i 
iuiuistuugs, aud lor this reason it is ne­
cessary to convey to the public as vivid,y 
as Words cau uti idea of its elegance. Tbe 
house U constiucted In the French Re­
naissance style of architecture, there be­
ing «  mixture of decoration in the details, 
and has acooiding wings ou the east auo 
west shies, and a third vvlntr on the north­
east. The site Is the halt block between 
Leaven wot th and Junes, California aud 
Sacramento btreetp, the grounds consist­
ing of four tlfiy-yard lots, l'he area for 
the house is 2So feet t quare, ral-ed slight 
ly, and the grounds sloping to the streets. 
A low, solid wall, wrtn heavv coping ol 
Ferny tin grauite, relieved with posts of 
the same material partly polUhed, unit 
au lion railing surrounds the grounds on 
every side. The mansion consists ol three 
etoi lee, exclusive ol the basement, which 
is above the ground, the upper story in­
clining to the mansard pattern, and on the 
Calfornlt street facade a io * e r  rises 
tWcDty or thirty feet, surmounted by a 
rail parapet and flagstaff t he basement 
is built of brick, and ibo upper stories oi 
timber. From the lower and upper win­
dows the view Is a most extrusive one. 
T o  the west is the Golden Gate, leading 
out into the rolling ocean, eud resembling 
a white roadway; to tbo southwest, the 
barren hills surrounding Lono Mountain 
cause that green spot to look like an oasis, 
which gradually reaches the pine-fringed 
hills this side of Belmont; to the east, is 
the biue bay, thickly dotted with snips 
moving or lying at anchor, and bevond 
clusters the Alameda aud Contra Costa 
hills, with Mount Diablo lifting Its head 
like a grim boutiuel guarding the small 
army of mountains around it; to the north 
is a vast expanse of rolling count! y, shut 
In by the faint outlines of tbo 8 menu 
Mountains and all around is ‘ he panorama 
of the busy city, anil all above the limit­
less blue sky.

Entering by tho iron gateway, passing 
along the marble walk, and up the mass ve 
granite steps, the wide front doors are 
thrown open, and admittance given into 
the mam vestibule. L  Hiking thence di­
rectly down the passage acuoss the main 
hall to the foot of the grand mahogany 
stall case, the attention of the guest was 
attracted to the rar e gooo taste, simplicity 
and richness o f the Moral decorations. 
Many of these were arranged by the fan- 
hands of the ladies of the Ciocker family. 
Near the door, on either side of the vesti­
bule, aie two life-slzi b ro iz t figures ol 
lnuUn warriors, each holding ulo t a heavy 
chandelier of cut glass anil go d, from 
which depend baskets of variegated 
1! iwers. At the base ot the stutues stuud 
pots of earthenware Uiled wlih choice 
exotics. Next are two big wire wickers, 
placed opposite one another, at the inter­
section ot the vestibule with tho hail, fair­
ly lauen with Mowers hhu plantsof vm i >us 
scents and colors. Uuder one o f these 
wickers crouches a 'awn, while at the base 
of the other lies a (log. Full-length 
French-plate mirrors, encased in rosewood 
frames, were the articles next in order, 
and In the arch dividing the vestibule from 
the ball, hung a fresh b iovu  canopy 
Below It were two Moral swords, with red 
hilts and Write blades, crossed; above 
them a golden horseshoe, emblematic of 
good luck. Just below tho swords was 
tbe word “ Welcome,’ ’ in letters oi Mowers, 
formed upon a ct escent- shape J
wire framework, at either eud 
and from the center o f  
which depended baskets trailing with emi- 
lax, dahlias, ferns, Iucllslas, honeyeuckl* s 
pinks, violets, roses, lilies,geianimus (red 
and whit*), heliotropes, acacias, etc., etc, 
Uuderueaih tills canopy, amt ou each side 
ot the vestibule, stood two J tpauess vases 
six feet iu height, and as costly as they 
were uiagidMcent. A Pompeiian marble 
mantel holding ciffireiit Moral ornameut- 
uud statuary, w»b at the base of each ol 
the minors. luslde tiie trausvoiso coril- 
dor were two large aud beautiful Parian 
marble statues, mounted on giautte bases, 
decorated wi h garlands, wreaths, etc. 
The ewells at the footed  the initii sttlr- 
way were each suimounted by a bronze 
statue holding a spiral gas J-t profusely 
decorated withrrulUx, aud bnglil M iwers. 
The balustrades leading to the second 
story were entwiued with garlands thickly 
studded with red aud whberores. Direct- 
y over the bronz' ewells, and reaching 
half way to the floor, hung luj glace- 
ful folds a large American flig. 
The hall, vestibule and stall case thus dec 
orated and furni-bed, were splendid, spa­
cious and regal lu thdr geneial appear- 
mice, and atti acted the universal auuiiru 
tlon of the guests.

To the left of the hall, In the western 
side of the buhdlmr, Is the drawing-room, 
a large apartment 37x25 feet, having (loots 
opening Into the ves lbule aud uit gallery. 
The finish of the room In the to o  re a id 
windows Is in white enamel, akin tp Ivory, 
with black ornament lulald. The panel- 
are black, with white ornament—all or this 
work executed by baud very carefully, 
and the designs from ornamentation In the 
Plttl Palaoe, at Florence. The lurnllure 
tso febon v, with white floilatlon inlaid, 
and the upholstery a most beautiful Nde 
green basket satin, showing the texture

freely. Tho carpet Is quiet, but o f e x - ! 
ceodlugly line quality, aud the gasaller In 
flue taste. A splendid mirror ornaments 
the room, but its most stiiking ornate 
feature is a table, regarded as a master­
piece of work. The top of this table is of 
black Belgian marble, and on it s bevelled 
edge It Is very artlstlcal'y carved In alto- 
rell-vo, with allegorical designs repre­
senting the signs of the zodiac and ortho 
dox cosmogony Iu the centre is a won- 
nrously beautilul slab of Mexican onyx, 
procured with a nice ] idgment. In the 
western end of the room stauds a massive 
statue, mounted on a gra ilte  base, en­
titled ihe “ Labt D tys of Pompel,“ nud de 
p cting the escape of a half-nude Hunan, 
ids wile and Infant, from the Java-deluged 
city. In the centre of the room, depend­
ing from the ceding, is a large prismatic 
ohiiudeller, and last evening tt was trimmed 
with a modest garland of smiiax, thickly 
studded with loses, pinks aud honeysuck­
les. The mantles were profusely decor­
ated with bi quels, and over the whole 
apartment there was au air of luxury and 
comfort comporting with the elegant sur­
roundings. Tne drawing-room faces on 
California street. The billiard room has ab 
entrance from the art gallery, and also 
from the transverse corridor. I t  has a 
large deep teceesed window facing the 
north, is richly festooned and ; apered in 
gold. The room is softly carpeted and 
beautifully waiuscoated, and tire cue-rack 
exhibits very haudsome carving. Although 
usually furnished with a billiard table, that 
piece of furuituro was removed last even 
lug to make room for the guests. The 
chandelier was trimmed with smiiax, aud 
the bronz* ornaments of the mantel and 
the cue-rack were strewn with floral offer­
ings. At the east end of the transverse 
c u il lo r  Is the boudoir of Mrs. C ocker. 
The walls of the room, which is the most 
degant Imaginable, are frescoed In bright 
color, and contains an*extremely handsome 
man tel- piece iu Mexican onyx, with orua- 
mentatlou of sllvoi and gold. Tho fres­
coing o f the bed room is singularly beau 
tllul. A  web of l»ce is designed t v T  the 
whole ceiling, ga'hered at the comers, 
(lowers pointed in tne centre, atnl at the 
east and west ends designs on cauvas em 
blemattcul of morning and night.

The tlbraiv opens to the right of the 
••oetlbule. Its decorations are B-naB- 
sunee; tho walls frescoed iu imitation ol 
paper, ami llguics introduced from Tt jet- 
u's biuon. Tne ceiling consists of iu is- 
-tvn i -anels of mahogouy, end in the centre 
Is nil allegorical picture o f neat design. 
Bunk-cases of dark colored Wood, inlaid 
wltn lighter material, extend all around 
ilie loom. The chandelier was trluiund 
with garlands, as was also the mantel auo 
nook-cases. Ou the second il ior, ovei 
the library, Is Mf=a Crocket ’a room, finish­
ed in while and gold. Painted on the cell 
ing there Is a portrait of Mts. Crocker, b\ 
i’i Jetll. Over the entrance is what i- 
'euned the Japanese room, qu lot, bn' 
stiikingly • ffectlve iu decoration; aud ovei 
the drawing room is a large chamber or 
(lately Mulshed, horn apartments being oc­
cupied by sous of Mr. Crock*-r. Tne room 
over the ('illlaid saloon i»  Mulshed w th lu 
laid woods, iu the style ctlled French 
dial queterle. This, with live or six ulhei 
apur-ments. is regarded as a guest cham­
ber. The Mindard toof is at tbe disposal 
ol the set v  mts. Iu the basement an 
storerooms, wine cellar, engine room, and 
hall for tlie sci cants.

Of the lurulmic ot the house It may be 
sid i generally that all has been selected 
wlm a view to harmonize each room with 
its architecture and decorations. Mucliol 
the mateiial was brought from K nope, 
aud Hourly all from the Erst. In no 
case Is tt room either gaudy or rx'ruva 
gant, but all Is subdued, lu excellent taste 
and of exquisite richness mid elegance. 
L'iio material used In decorating the rooms 
last evening eucompassod the choicest ant 
most expensive in the floral kingdom 
Besides me gardens of smiiax, many hun­
dred dollars worth of dahlias, l'erua, fu- 
chlae, honeysuckles, red ai.d white gera­
niums , pinks, violets, roses, Miies, rhodod- 
eudrums, tuberoses, verbena-, bed.lea the 
emblem of friendship aud welcome, the 
oweet scented acacia, were Used by the 
decorators. Dlff-rent florists took chaige 
ot different rooms, and thus there was a 
uiveieity in the floral embellishments 
pleasant to contemplate, and no two gar 
lands resembled each other, except in 
color mid length.

The handsomest room in the Crocker 
mansion, and one which ri fleets ereuit up­
on the tv -thutic tastes of the proprietor, is 
tho A il  Gallery. I t  Is located lu the wesi 
wing, with u window looking on Califor­
nia street. It la entered from the main 
hull, unU has also two doors communica­
ting respectiv ly with th bllilnid room on 
the north, and the drawing room ou the 
so ith. it is an apartment at once simple, 
unique, eli gunr, of graceful shape, and as 
pure and beautiful to the eye as a poet’s 
dream. Crossing the portal lit the end of 
the hall, tho visitor is ushered into a little 
aluove. Ou either side of this passage are 
music stauds, enclosed by railings. Im ­
mediately acj fining is the gallery proper. 
A polished liuald floor of oak, ash, umnzi- 
nila, etc., or light and da k colors, in 
equate and diamond shaped figures, Lper- 
heps the humblest of the features of the 
giaoelsl aud refined picture. Tue gallery 
is well lighted by three eisylights, at equal 
distances apart, In the centre of the cell­
ing. From each o f these skylights de 
pends a large mid costly cut glass chan­
delier, connected one with the other by a 
tastefully looped and curving garland of 
evergieens, smiiax and roses. At night 
the t fleet of the pilsmutic lights of the 
chandelier upon the red and green flowers 
’«  wuening and wondrous. Around the 
oara, purple w ills  of the room are hung 
he wmks o f some of tne most noted na 

live mid foreign masters. The fiuishtng is 
iu d.uk, stone-colored mahogouy aud rose­
wood. Golden-stilped pillars rise near the 
several doorways and arches, 1 nparting to 
tue soilness and symmetry of the sur­
roundings an air of strength aud majesty. 
lu through the western wa 1 of the gal erv, 
loirned by a lofty arch. Is a smaller com 
pariment of circular form, lighted by a 
-k> light in a hull and handsome dome 
H-ielu are two admirable statue-", Viz : 
‘F lb , "  un allegoiteal design. > ho wing » 
young muliJeU with upturned face,cU-plug 
a ci ucitix, communing with G->d; aud “ i be 
Sib- ot L  we," representing V-nus appai 
eutly lu the act of selling at auction a 1<> 
ot little cuplds, as she bolds them up lu 
tier hand. The wa Is of the gallery at e 
Homed with Japanese vases, supported 
upon bracket- upheld by bionzeand glided 
cnerubs. uud glittering si le chandeliers ot 
crystal and sever. Tne (1 >or 1- uneucum 
beied by anv articles ot furniture, save 
a f.-w nece-aary chairs and softs for the 
nte of la les and gentlemen who m >y de. 
-Ire to rest owl discu s the merits of the 
many artistic treasures around them. The 
wainscoting Is ot superior workmanship; 
also, the pialudng nod Ire-oolng of the cell­
ing. The frieze especially, Illustrating as 
It does, the progress ot art, History and 
ei lence, meri't a short description. In the 
first group of the frieze is represented the 
mythological origin of mankind. Hie child 
P.omotheus Is contemplating the clay Im­
age of n mm without uhluiaflnu or life. 
From the eggs ot a stork appear uthei dg- 
ures in human shape, which are sheltered

by (he wings of the bird. The lire and an­
imation lacking In these primitive figures 
are suppUed by Pallas Athene, who holds 
In her hand a butteiliv—syml/ol of the 
soul. Tne figures become Imbued with 
life, and look curiously upon oue another; 
then a serpent, holding In Its mouth an 
pple, comes upon tne scene, flubse- 

q lerrtly an ape, who preceded them, holds 
out Ills arms lu an attitude of welcome to 
the new visitants.

“ Tne Founding of the Homan Empire’ Is 
the next subject, showing a wolf suckling 
the embryo warriors, Uomulus and KemuB 
and a shepherd watching the result. “A 
Duntli g  Soene“ illus’ rates the next phase 
of exlsteuoe, and is followed by the 
“ Dawn of Culture In Egypt," in which 
prayers end presents are being offered to 
IbIs aud O (Ins, who are kissing lu the ca­
lyx of a flower. “ The Birth of Music, 
Sculpture and Painting, in Greece,” lathe 
next group Is represented by Pan, tho svl 
vau deity, with the cloven foot plavlng a 
lluto, Apollo carrying a lyre and Z ;uxls 
painting a bunch ot grapes so true to na­
ture as to deceive the birds. Next Is the 
“Homan Empire* showing Cw-ar crowned 
with laurel seated lu his tiiumphalchariot, 
tho horses of which are guided bv Fame, 
who trumpets tire glory of the Emperor. 
“ The CbiUtinn Era" is typified by the 
crows throwing out rays of light. A  crown 
of thorns and a serpent—emblem of er- 
ulty—attracts tho affrighted attention of 
two Roman soldiers. “Necessity” is illus­
trated try two figures—one with a nail iu 
its head, a fire-brand in one hand, au 1 a 
sword in the other; above f-lts a fox. 
Nemesis leaning on the wheel of fate sym­
bolizes the downfall of the Homan Empire. 
“ S b-nce" la shown by au astronomer 
studying the moon through a telescope, a 
telegraph wire, and a lett* r carrier, while 
near them a boy Is lonklug through tbe 
p tges of au eucyclopie lla. li  ght-winged 
Mercury hastens on, while a child mariner 
-ouuduig tho depths of the sea Indicates 
the birth of commerce.

The ut x and last group is illustrative 
of the events of history depicting the in­
cursion o f northern bar bat tans, the totter- 
i g reign of Augustus, the passage of the 
Kublcou, the oil vau ce of Cnrlsttaulty, the 
Crusades, the hanks of the Jordan, the 
contests of the Middle Aires, astronomy 
'he horrors of the Inquhi ion, the German 
U formation, aud Humboldt. The last, 
figure in the filezs hae a laurel wreath of 
fame, to bestow upou the great men of all 
nations distinguished by their good 
works.

Among the noticeable figures, land 
-rape and matlne pain tings to be seen In 
'he gallery, are, “ B ilia l Vail Fall,” by 
Hill; “ The Re-cue,” a sea scene, by Ed­
ward Moran; “Pr-nelope," looking out uo- 
■il the blue Meulterraueau, from ouoof the 

Grecian (sles, lor Ulysses, by Au x. Oa 
nand; “ An Australian Blllaboug !n the Co 
•>urn V a le y ,”  by Johnstone, and other 
q iuliv celebrated woiks by Simon Dur- 
uid, Meyer Von Bremen, L  u, Yibtrt, 
llasel'luc, Bauqutet, etc. lu snort, the 
irt gallery has a hundred ludefiuable at­
tractions to the oul ured visitor who 1- 
raln to linger wl hla Its walls, and to leave 
with great reluctance.

Columbus l.atter to Cleveland Leader.
Happening to m eet Governor Denni­

son in the State-house to-day, and refer­
ence being made to the impending Sen­
atorial contest, ho gave me the follow ing 
history o f Ben W ade’s first election to 
the Un ited States Senate, from which 
it w ill be seen that without being a can­
didate iu any sense for that position, he 
was, through circmstances apparently 
acoideutal, and through the inatrumen- 
tallity in a large measure o f Governor 
Dennison, made a successful candidate. 
The history, though brief, shows how 1 
uncertain are Senatorial candidates, as j 
in this case o f Judge W ade, w ith ou t' 
personal acquaintance with any W h ig  
member o f the Legislature, not liv ing 
on the Reserve, aud with hardly any 
State reputation is mode Senator at the 
most important and anxious period in 
the histery of the country. I  leave it 
to the theologians to  determ ine how 
much o f Providence there was iu this 
event. Certain it  is that in the great 
struggles in the Senate during Judge 
Wade's term o f office he was the Heron- 
le- of that body, and rendored service 
that entitled aud Las secured him the 
gratitude o f every patriotic man iu the 
Uni oh. G overnor Dennison told the 
story subtantially as follows: “ Judge 
Wade was elected Senator in 1851. I  
had been a member of tbe Senate for 
two years preceding, but was not at 
that time. W hen the question came the 
W h ig  nominee w s Hiram  Griswold, of 
Stark county, and the Democratic H en­
ry  B. Payne o f Cleveland, with a num­
ber o f votes being scattered from time to 
tim e as the nominations were changed 
fo r  Thomas, Joshua R. G iddings, Sher­
lock J. Andrews, Tom  Corwin aud oth­
ers. Twenty-four ballots were cast be­
fore Judge W ade’s name was presented 
to the Assembly, and on the twenty- 
seventh ballot ho was elected. The 
Legislature was so constituted that nei­
ther the W b ign o rth e  Democratic party 
could elect without the assistance of the 
Free So il or anti-slavery members, who, 
for the most pari, were more favorable 
to the W o igs  than to tho Democrats. 
A fte r  considerable balloting for Sena­
tor, without result, Seuator Converse 
o f Musk'ngum, and Vtnal o f Clarke, 
called upon me for consultation as to 
what tho W higs should do, they both 
having been my colleagues in the pre 
ceding Legislature. They represented 
that it  was impossible to elect the W h ig 
nominee or any other W h ig, however 
eminent he m ight be, unless he could get 
tbe votes o f the anti-slavery members 
o f the Legislature, and said to mo, iu that 
connection, that Judge W ade o f Ashta 
bulacounty bad bceu suggested as a fit 
caudida’ e for tho W higs to vote for. It 
so happened there was uo W h ig  member 
o f tho Legislature o f tho reserve who 
knew him personally. They wanted mj 
advice as to what they should do iu the 
premises. I  replied that I  would con 
aider the matter and let them know in 
the course o f au hour.

“ On our m eeting at my ofjjoe at the 
appointed time, I  told then my personal 
acquaintance with Judge W ade was lim ­
ited to a single in terview  with him at 
Ravenna during the Presidential cam­
paign in 1818, when, being a member ot 
the W i i g  (State Central Committee, I  
w en t»o  the roservo to meet Mr. cord, 
then W h ig  candidate for Governor, and 
other gentlemen in the intorest of 
General Taylor, then our candidate for 
tho Presidency, and it  was on this sub­
ject that I  went to Ravenna to see Judge

Converse and Vina!, that so forcibly was j 
I  impressed with Judge W ade’s manli­
ness in my conversation with him, that 
I  whs prepared to sdvise them, and tell 
my W h ig  friends o f the Legislature, to 
g ive him their hearty support for the 
Senate. A t  their request I  called im ­
mediately upou the leading W h ig  mem­
bers and urged them so to vote. Some 
hesitated because o f their fear o f bis ex­
treme anti-slavery views. T o  this I  re­
plied, that without any authority from 
Judge W ade, and without any special 
knowledge on the subjects to which 
they referred, I  would take the respon- 
sibilty, as far as one conld take tho re­
sponsibility under tho circumstances, 
that i f  Judge W ado was elected he 
would do and not do certain things, aud 
I  further said that I  would communicate 
to Judge W ade immediately the pledges 
I  had mado for him, leaving it to his 
sense o f honor to  redeem the pledges, 
and this was accepted by the objecting 
members as sufficient.

“ The result wan, from these assur­
ances aud other influences common on 
such occasions, that Judge W ade was 
im mediately elected by the combined 
votes o f the W h igs aud the Freo boil 
members o f the Legislature. I  wrote 
immediately to the Judge, who was then 
holding court at Akron, inform ing him 
in detail o f tho circumstances connect­
ed with the election aud o f my pledges 
iu his belmlf, to  which he promptly re­
plied, making mo his thanks and saying 
that had he been ou the grouud he 
would have made every pledge directly 
that I  made for him. I  would only add 
tha1 h ) faith fu lly redeemed every pledge 
by lu* votes aud acts in tbe Beuate of 
the U n ited  States.”
