An iniual 
series of shuts in the*first few months of infancy . . .w ith  the prescribed 
subsequent booster shots . ; . will modify or prevent the disease in most 
instances.
Totanus (lockiow )—a dangerous and frightening disease that frequently 
follows injuries occurring in childhfxxl —can l»e prevented with a series 
of initial injections and subsequent brxMter shuts.
As a matter of fact, three-way protection against diphtheria, whooping 
cough and tetanus is now provided in a triple immunizing agent, which
reduces the number of necessary injections.
Polio, o f course, it a disease almost evervbody knows about, but not 
nearly everybody hat taken full advantage of the vaccine that prevents 
occurrence of the dread disease in most people. T he doctors say threr 
shots— not just one—arc needed to provide maximum immunization, a 
fact that too many parents , , . perliaps you . . . arc overliMiking.
A nd  don ’t forgot that a smallpox vaccination will not last forever. 
Your vaccination, or your child’s, may not be fully effective now. 
Physicians these days are able to prevent children from getting most 
childhcKxi diseases.

Social Security Disability Benefits 
To Become Available Starting ]u ly

This coming July, Social Se­
curity disability benefits will be 
paid for the first time, accord­
ing to Maurice M. Chastain, 
Manager of the Social Security 
Office In Temple. Applications 
for such benefits may be filed 
now. Cash monthly benefits 
may be payable If the worker 
Is so severely disabled he can­
not work, and If he meets other 
conditions stipulated In t h e  
Social Security Amendments 
passed by Congress last August.

The worker must have been 
working In covered employment 
for at least S years during the 
10-year iserlod b e f o r e  he 
became disabled, and 1 and Vs 
years of that work must have 
occured during the 3-year per­
iod Just before disability. Fur-1 
thermore, he must have been! 
disabled for at least 6 months | 
and must have attained the a g e . 
of 50, I

Disabled workers who have | 
not yet reached age 50 should 
file a claim to freeze their bene­
fit rate; those who are already 
50 will want to file a claim now 
for the benefits. Chastain cau­
tioned all, whether filing .for

payments or the freeze, to file 
before July 1 if the disability 
occurred prior to July, 1956, or 
within one year of the disa­
bility If it occured after June 
30, 1956. He urged that all In­
terested parties write his office 
and ask for the disability leaf­
let. He explained that the li\- 
crease In the social security tax 
this year Is specifically for the 
purpose o f building up a disa­
bility trust fund, out of which 
disability benefits will be paid.

Earnings 
yver S1200 mean the benefi­
ciary may lose one or all of hU 
payments for the year, depend­
ing on the total amount of bis 
earnings and the number of 
months In which he worked 
during the year

This reporting provision does 
not apply to persons who were 
72 years oí age before 1854 The 
law sets no limit to earnings of 
ber.eficUries kgo are that age 
or over.
