ef 23 years we have spen  ̂ something like S12 billion on the fede­
ral farm-aid program He then says. "These (touts undoubtedly 
would be borne willingly If the program solved the problems, but 
the problem* have not been aolved." FYirthermore. he continues, 
all that spending has made "little or no contribution to the pro­
blem of low-income farmers. . . ”

The W all Street Journal, in a lengthy editorial based 
•n the Secretary's statement, sums up the varied reasons 
why federal intervention in agriculture ha.s been a failure. 
The most basic of those reasons, in its view, •'. . . is the 
a.vsumption of farm legislators and administrators over 
the years that they could defy, indefinitely and with im- 
pnnity, the laws of the market place." The classic ex­
ample of this was the continuation of rigid 94 per cent 
of parity price .sapports for basic crops long after the 
emergency conditiims brought on by World War II had 
paased. with the vast surpluses that resulted. Summing 
■p. the Journal saya ". • • the goal must be a gradual re­
turn to a free market in agriculture. No other conclu­
sion, indeed, is poMiible."

Even in this perlixJ of abrltrary and unrealistic price supports 
for the basic field crops, other major crops have moved In the 
free market to the advantage of all concerned The outstanding 
example la llveetock There have been seasons and years when 
livestock prices were lower than producers liked—Just as there 
have been seasons and years when meat prices were higher than 
consumers thought reasonable. But the prices, whether high or 
low, were determined by the natural iaw of supply and demand— 
not by fallible human betngs. The meat moved Into Nie channels 
•f consumption and was eaten—instead of moving Into storage. 
And the meat industry u on a sound and henlthy basis.

18S2. The orlftlnal brick walls 
of the 72-foot tower are covered 
with new plaster surface. The 
walls are four feet thick at the 
bottom, tapering to the top. In­
side there Is the original Iron 
winding stair with hollow cen­
ter core. Broken steps and 
gaps In the stair railing have 
been replaced There Is minor 
deviation from original con­
struction. This glass housing of 
the top has been heightened to 
afford more head room for vlsl- 
tora. A concrete platform has re­
placed a metal platform with 
slatted metal floor. This change 
makes It safe for more people 
to be on the platform and som- 
bats the sea-air erosion that 
In a century had eaten rods of 
three Inch square dimension to

pencil thickness.
Long known as the Beacon of 

the Rio Orande, the o\̂  Ugly- 
house was once at the hub of 
activity. Vessels guided by the 
light unloaded cargoes that 
were carried by ox cart into 
far parts of South Texas and 
Northern Mexico. Adventurers 
hurrying to Callfqrnla in the 
Oold Rush went to the head of 
navigation on the Rio Orande 
to shorten their overland trip 
to the Pacific. Oenera] Zachary 
Taylor made Port Isabel the 
supifly base for his campaign 
Into Mexico and fought the first 
battle near the lighthouse site. 
The last pitched battle of Civil 
War also was fought nearby. 
Both sites are marked and can 
be visited. Confederates seized 
the reflectors of the lighthouse 
and burled them In the Civil 
War. Re-instated after t h e 
war, th^ lighthouse was operat­
ed until 1888. It then was 
closed and again re-instated In 
1895 and again discontinued in 
1905. It now appears on Coast 
Guard charts as a private aid 
to navigation. It Is reached by 
turning off State Highway 83 
onto State Highway 100 at 
Russelltown. There is also a 
road to It from BrownsvUle.

CONTROLLING 
COTTON INSECTS

Cotton insects can be con­
trolled economically by the use 
of the proper poisons at the 
correct time. Poisons must cov­
er the plants to kill Insects. 
Plants usually are not protect­
ed from Insect attack on new 
growth or If the poisons are 
wa«h»*i off by rain.

The control program for 1957 
Includes three phases; early 
season control; late season con­
trol; and early stalk destruc­
tion and farm cleanup.

Fcr the early season Insects 
such as TTirlps, cotton flea hop­
pers. and boll weevils begin 
treatment »hen cotton Is In the 
4-leaf stage or earlier If neces­
sary. 7\vo to four applications 
may be needed, but regardless 
of number, stop treatment at 
least 30 days before boll worm 
usually appears, unless flea 
hopper or boll weevil Infesta­
tions are extremely heavy—this 
time allows sufficient time for 
beneficial Insects to buildup as 
an aid to bollworm control.

Spray applications may be 
made during wind velocities up 
to 12 miles per hour. Apply 
spray when leaves are dry. 
Poison "ru n -off" may occur If 
leaves are wet. For early season 
treatment with ground equip­
ment. one to two cone-type noz­
zles per row, placed six to nine 
Inches above the tops of the 
plants, are sufficient. The num­
ber of nozzles should be In­
creased to a maximum of 
three per row as plants increase 
In size. Sprays should be applied

at approximately 80 pounds 
pressure and two to eight gal­
lons per acre. As a safety mea­
sure, mount spray booms on the 
redr of the tractor. For com­
plete Information on what In­
secticides to use and amounts 
to apply, get Leaflet-218 Texas 
Guide for Controlling Cotton In­
sects from my office.

If used In excessive amounts 
or if handled careles.sly most 
cotton insecticides are harmful 
to man and animals. They can 
be handled and applied safely 
If common sense precautions 
are followed Special care should 
be exercised and recommenda­
tions strictly followed in hand­
ling und using all insecticides. 
Demeton, EPN, guthlon, methyl 
parathion and parathlon are 
much more toxic to warm­
blooded animals than most in­
secticides used In cotton insect 
control and should be handled 
with extreme caution.

Ing the trunk and larger limbs, 
stationary insects on the trunk 
and branches, larvae feeding 
inside the twigs and insects 
feeding externally on the foli­
age and twigs. This bulletin 
gives individual control for 
each of these Insects as well as 
a general control to be used on 
a monthly basis.

Injurious Insects p o s e  a 
threat to stone fruit production 
In Mills County, but effective 
control program can be used 
to lesson damage and improve 
fruit quality.

Next month the Texas Egg 

Law goes Into effect, regulating 
handling and sale of eggs and 
providing for licensing of cer­
tain egg dealers and handlers.

Following is a summao' ot the 
law, its reijuirements. exceptions 
and the means of its enforce­
ment:

1. All eggs offered for sale 
must be handled properly and 
in a sanitary manner. Inedible 
eggs, or those unfit for human 
consumption, must not be sold.

2. All eggs sold to consumers 
must be graded; or, if not 
graded, the word ‘ ungraded ’ 
must appear on the>carton.

3. An egg below Grade A 
quality cannot be sold or ad­
vertised as fresh, yard, selected, 
cage, or words of similar im­
port.

6. The Coirunlssloner of Ag­
riculture. administrator of the 
law, and his agent, may take 
samples of eggs for inspection 
and may enforce a "stop sale” 
order on eggs held in violation 
of the act.

7. Licensing; Retailers, deal­
ers, wholesalers, processors and 
brokers must be licensed to buy 
and sell eggs. The retailer pays 
no fee. Dealers, wholesalers and 
processors pay fees according to 
their volumV of business A 
broker's fee is S5. Producers, 
hatcheries, restaurants, hotels 
and food manufacturers are ex­
empt from licensing.

8. Licensees must keep on file

demeanor and carries penalties 
of from *50 to »1 000 in fines.

10 The act creates a nine- 
member Egg Marketing Advisory 
Board appointed by the Gover­
nor with the Commissioner of 
Agriculture as Chairman.

Ehcemptlons: Producers sell­
ing >)nly the production ol their 
flocks are exempt from the tfet 
unless they claim some kind of 
grade. If a grade is claimed, 
producers must conform fully 
with the aot.

The Texas Egg Law becomes 
effective August 22. Deadline 
for obtaining licenses is Oct. 
20. Actual enforcement of vio­
lations will begin after Feb. 17.

Nubian milk goats are the 
latest U. S. good-will ambass­
adors to the Central American 
Republic of E] Salvador.

The Christian Rural Over­
seas Program, nondenomlna- 
tlonal branch of the National 
Council of Churches, has re­
cently announced the arrival of 
31 Nubian goats in El Salvador.

CROP provides church dlrect- 
ed-rellef throughout the world 
by collecting cotton, rice, wheat, 
and other commodities such as 
the Nubian goats for overseas 
shipment to help improve the 
agricultural programs In fore­
ign countries. It is known as 
the food and fiber program of 
Church World Services.

The goats were purchased 
from H. F. Felght, Rochelle; 
Grover Dalton, Mullin, and 
Keith Randle, Granbury.

Nubian improved milk goats 
might be termed the goats of 
Biblcal times. Their outstand­
ing characteristics Include con­
vex faces and long ears, often 
reaching as much as two Inches 
below the chin. Their color 
ranges from black to white, and 
they are sometimes spotted. One 
color seldom predominates any 
one herd.

The goats will provide a basic 
dairy herd for three pioneer 
farm communities. N u b 1 a n s i 
were chosen because of their 
high milk yield. The doe's milk 
Is high In butter fat. Although 
she does not produce as much 
milk as some other breeds, one 
official record shows a Nubian 
producing 1945 8 pounds of milk 
and 103.048 pounds of butter fat 
during a 10-year period.

The Nubian breed usually 
beds down with the kids In a 
compact group. The does then 
lie down, with thedr heads 
pointed outward, surrounding 
the kids. The king of the herd 
then circles the group and acts 
as sentinel by giving a snort as 
a signal for intruders.

A mature buck stands ap- 
proxlmaitely 35 inches high at 
the withers and weighs 175

pounds. The doe stands about 
30 inches high and weighs 130.

Nubians are said to be more 
generally hornless, and ardent 
admirers even go to the ex­
treme of claiming that the Nu­
bian buck is free from odors.
