County
Oats Testing 32-37 And Yields 
Of 40 To 80 Bushels Reported
Favorable Weather 
Important Factor 
In Saving Crop

The best grain crop In 10 
years Is being harvested at this 
time by Mills County farmers 
Harvesting got underway about 
10 days ago and la about 50 
per cent complete.

In some sections of the coun­
ty cutting grain got underway 
a few days earlier than others. 
Where they got an ^arly start 
due to maturity farmers' are 
several days ahead of other 
areas where grain is slower to 
ripen.

Oats, which comprises by far 
the major part of Mills County 
grain. Is reported from all over 
the county as the best quality 
in lO years A number o f farm­
ers retwrt oats with test of 32 
to 37 and yields have been re­
ported all the way from 40 to 80 
bushels per acre. Some small 
areas are reported as high as 
100 bushels.

County Agent George Reese 
and Editor Vk E. Koleber made 
a tour of parts of the county 
last Friday to survey harvesting 
In operation.

There are approximately 50,- 
000 acres of oats In Mills (toun- 
ty this year, out of a total of 
76,000 acres o f total cultivated 
lands. Wheat accounts for 2,- 
000 to 2.500 acres, according to 
ASC allotments and there Is a 
small amount of barley besides 
com. cotton and other row 
crops.

In some areas cutting grain 
got underway early as farmers 
started cutting and baling It 
for hay. This was due to fear 
of weather conditions and the 
possibility o f rust. In the 
meantime, cutting oats In wlr.i-

la estimated that about 20 per 
cent of the crop was cut in 
windrows and a small portion In 
shocks and baled hay while the 
major portion Is being combin­
ed

There are a number of reports 
of unusually good yklds fr<»B 
volunteer oats Some being the 
second year volunteer crop on 
the same acreage. (5n one field 
south of Mullln volunteer crop 
of oats Is yielding 40 to 56 
bushels per acre this year. The 
same field yielded 20 bushels 
of oats from volunteer crop 
last year. Much of the volun­
teer oats this year la due to 
weather conditions being too 
wet at planting time.

Hot dry weather the past 
two weeks has contributed 
mi’ch to the harvest. Not much 
rust Is reported except In some 
small areas.

Some farmers are selling their 
grain while some are placing 
theirs In government storage 
and others are placing It la 
government storage on the 
farm.

Many livestock and poultry 
producers are buying oats and 
placing them In storage to be 
used later for feed. Because e f 
the high quality It will be ex­
cellent feed for either livestock 
or poultry.

During the past week oata of 
top quality testing up to 38 
and 37 were being sold delivered 
In the bam for 55 cents per 
bushel. During the pest year 
many livestock and poultry pro­
ducers of Mills CHiunty were 
buying oats of lesser quality 
for $1.00 per bushel.

The weather has been play­
ing Into the hands of harvesters 
during the past ten days as 
combines were working some 
nights until midnight and hay

rows got underway as well as , baling operations were going on 
binding and shocking grain. It ! almost around the clock.

The chimes which arr a near duplication of the BIG 
BEN fame ring out as follows: four on the quarter hour; 
eight on the half-hour; IZ on the three-quarter hour and 
16 on the honr—pins the honr. So don't get confused or 
excited when yon hear it and report it as being all out of 
order. When it's onr o'clock It will chime sixteen plus one 
—for the hour. When it's eleven o'clock It will chime 16 
plus II—for the hour.

have found that for most plants 
approximately one-half of cur­
rent growth can be taken. This 
means leaving a stubble height 
on short grasses such as buffalo 
of 11̂  to 2 inches. Taller grasses 
like little bluestem and Indlan- 
grass should be grazed no 
shorter than 6 to 8 Inches above 
the ground

Properly grazed short grasses 
wlU produce approximately 1000 
to 1200 pounds of usable forage 
per acre In a year while the 
tsdler grasses will produce 2500 
to 3000 pounds of usable forage 
per acre. Proper use of the 
taUer, deep-rooted grasses will 
encourage their spread and In­
crease total production. The re­
maining forage Is not wasted, 
as is sometimes believed, but 
must be left to provide suffi­
cient leaves for the planU to 
manufacture food and stay In 
a healthy condition. The un- 
graKd portion also furnishes 
cover and Utter for soU and 
plant protection. This cover 
prevents excessive runoff and 
soU erosion. It Increases water 
Intake and storage and causes 
a better use of water by regulat­
ing soil temperature, reducing 
evaporation and adding organic 
matter to the soil. Soil Conser­
vation Service technlclsms have 
found that a minimum of 2000 
pounds per acre of air-dry for­
age Is needed for adequate soU 
protection.

Question: I am totally dis­
abled for work but am only age 
42 I know I can collect dis­
ability benefits from my social 
security account when I  become 
age 50. but should I do anything 
about It now?

Answer; Yes, you should take 
action before June 30, 1958, to 
have y o u r  earnings record 
“ frozen.” By establishing your 
disability now and “ freezing" 
your account, you are protect­
ing your rights to social secur­
ity benefits In the future wheth­
er you eventually recover from 
your disability or start receiv­
ing benefits at age 50.

Question; I have been told 
that I will lose my social secur­
ity benefits If I make over $100 
per month after age 65. is this 
true?

Answer: It Is not entirely
true. You will lose some benefits 
If you earn over $1200 per year 
before age 72. The amount you 
earn each month Is not Import­
ant If your total yearly earnings 
are not more than $1200. You 
could earn the entire $1200 In 
three months and still collect

Rcrlcultural Stablllxation and 
Committee, declared laat week

“Axlde from a choice between 
a nmrketlng quota program and 
DO marketing quotas, the big 
iaene to be decided by the June 
30 vote will be the level of price 
suppcrt available for the 1959 
wheat crop, the chairman stat­
ed. “ Acreage allotments will 
remain in effect no matter how 
the vote goes, as a means of de- 
termlnlng eligibility for sup- 
port-

As announced on May 1. price 
support for the 1959 wheat crop 
will be available In the com­
mercial wheat area at a nation­
al average of at least $1.81 per 
bushel, or 75 per cent of pari­
ty, if maiitetlng quotas for the 
19S9-crop of wheat are approv­

ed by at least two-thirds of the 
growers voting in the referen­
dum. This minimum will not 
be reduced, but may be in­
creased if a combination of the 
wheat parity price and wheat 
suM>ly relationships as of July 
1, 1959 indicate a higher sup­
port price.

I f  quotas for the 1959 wheat 
crop are not approved by at 
least two-thirds of the voters, 
however, the support level In 
the commercial wheat produc­
ing area will drop to about $1.20 
per bushel, of 50 i>er cent of 
parity, as directed by law. Com­
pliance with allotments would 
continue to be a condition of 
ellglblUty for the lower price 
support.

Thoae farmers who vote in 
the referendum will b* the ones 
who decide whether or not 
marketing quotas will be In e f­
fect for the 1959 wheat crop. 
All farmers are eligible to vote 
If they will share In the 1959 
wheat crop from a farm In the 
commercial wheat area on

which the wheat harvested for 
grain in 1959 will exceed 15 
acres and provided they do not 
take part in the 1958 wheat 
program.

A good home garden can be 
a source of much pleasure and 
reducer o f the family food bud­
get.

My observation Is that a State 
Senator In the Legislature can 
achieve worthwhile rcsulU 
through cooperation with hU 
colleagues, by exercUlng a prac­
tical, common sense approach 
to every problem, maintaining a 
consistent, frank, and straight­
forward attitude, and pursuing 
a policy of falmess, Justice, and 
consideration for the welfare of 
all. My efforts will be directed 
toward achieving this standard 
of performance, should you 
elect me to serve In your law­
making body.

5. Better old age pensions 
based on need; rehabilitation 
services to handicapped per­
sons, humane conditions and 
proper facilities for mental pa­
tients, tuberculsrs, deaf, blind, 
orphans, and others in state 
hospitals and homes

5. An efficient state adminis­
tration which keeps the gov­
ernment close to the people and 
Interferes as little as possible 
with their everyday Uves.

I  consider the legislative de­
partment to be the most Im­
portant branch In any govern­
ment. It la the division which 
Is close to the i>epoIe, where 
their needs and wishes may re­
ceive direct attention

My three years in military 
service during World War II 
gave me renewed interest In 
and appreciation for our system 
of government.
