County wheat producers win 
poll their bslloU at the ABC 
Office from S a. m. to 7 p. ra.

“Eligible” growers, the Chair­
man explains, are those fann­
ers who will have more than 15 
seres of wh^st for harvest as 
grain In 1959; since grower* 
with 15 acres or less of wheat 
and those In the feed wheat 
program are exempt from mar­
keting quota provisions, they 
are not eligible to cast ballots 
on 1959 wheat marketing quotas.

Chairman Burkett points out 
that the vote 1* on marketing 
quotas for the 1959 wheat crop, 
not acreage allotments. Wheth­
er or not quotas are approved, 
wheat «creaue allotments will 
remain In effect as a means of 
determining t h e  Individual 
grower’s eligibility for price 
support.

Th» level of the available 
wheat .sunport will vary, how­
ever. according to the outcome 
of the vote If  at least twO- 
thlrds of the growers voting a p - 
orove the quotas, sunport will 
be available on the 1959 wheat 
crop at a national average of 
not less than 81.81 per bushel, 
or 75 per cent of parity If  
quotas are not approved by the 
nece.ssary two-thirds of the 
votes, .'«iipoort for the crop will 
be available at about 81.20 per 
bushel, or 50 per cent of parity.

Mr. Burkett says that If mar­
keting quotas are In effect, 
there will be penalties on “Ex­
cess” wheat produced on acre­
age In excess of the larger of 
15 acres or the farm acreafc 
allotment The penalty will be 
45 per cent of the wheat parity 
price as of May 1. 1959.

Growers who have any quea- 
tlon about the wheat program 
are urged to get In touch with 
the County ASC Office at Gold- 
thwalte.

Data 
from the local surveys will be 
used to obtain national estimates 
of employment and unemploy­
ment for June.

The June Current Population 
Survey wUl Include two special 
Inquiries. In addition to the reg­
ular questloiu on employment 
and nnemi^oyment— (1) on child 
care arrangements of working 
mothers, and (3) on place of 
marriage of recently married 
couplet.

The child care Inquiry Is be­
ing made at the request of the 
Children’s Bureau, U 8. Depart­
ment of Health, Education, and 
Welfare, to determine the kind 
of arrangements working moth­
ers make for the care of their 
children during working hours. 
The Inquiry will cover May, the 
last full school month, and will 
relate to mothers who work full 
time (35 hours or more a week) 
and who have children unoer 13 
years of age. The data obtain­
ed from the child care questions

will be used In measuring the 
quality of care received and es­
timating the need for additional 
group care facilities in different 
kinds of communities.

At the request of the National 
Office of Vital Statistics, the 
June survey will obtain Informa­
tion about the residence history 
of couples married since Janu ­
ary 1, 1955, to find where new 
couples settle down after mar­
riage In relation to where they 
were married or were living at 
the time of marriage. The re­
sulting data are needed for an­
alyses to help Improve current 
statistics uu marriages.

The Current Population Sur­
vey information will be collected 
locally by Nella P. Casbeer of 
Lampasas, Texas.

disablUty protection as soon as 
he has been unable to work for 
six months and It appears that 
his condition will continue In­
definitely. If  he cannot call at 
a social security office In person, 
he should write or phone for 
Infoimstlon. If  he waits, he 
may lose some benefit checks. 
When he makes his claim, the 
social security representative 
will ask him about the date he 
had to stop work, his work his­
tory during the previous ten 
years, and names of doctors and 
hospitals which have treated 
him.

Question—Should he take 
medical reports with him when 
he goes to file his application?

Answer—Only If he already 
has them. When a i>erson files 
an application fur disability pro­
tection, the social security of­
fice will give him medical re­
port forms to be completed by 
tbe doctors or hospitals which 
have treated him. These com­
pleted medical reports will be 
considered along with his ap­
plication In deciding whether 
he meets the requirements of 
the social security law for dis­
ability protection.

In 1940, farmers and ranchers 
made up about 34 per cent of 
the United States population. 
Their supplier.i made up only 4 
per cent. Their processor-dis­
tributors made up only 7 per 
cent. Today, farmers and rane­
é is  malte up only 13 per cent 
of the population, their suppli­
ers 10 per cent, their processor- 
distrlbuturs 17 per cent.

W h a t  of tomorrow? The 
trend says Texas AAM s spec­
ialists shows every indication 
of continuing In all probability, 
ire can expect the shrinking 
farm and ranch population to 
make up only t  per cent of the 
future total.

Bagwsrms Have Arrived—Or­
namental plants Infested with 
bagworms must be treated 
while the worms are small if

effective control of the pests is 
to be achieved. Chemicals ap­
plied after the worms are grown 
give no control. The worms 
hatch in the late spring or early 
summer and the larvae feed on 
the f o l i a g e  of ornamental 
plants. The young worm spins a 
silken sack and attaches bits 
of leaves to it as it feeds. Tbe 
bag is carried by the worm as 
it moves about. A full grown 
worm may produce a bag from 
one and a half to two inches 
long and once inside tbe bag, 
tbe srorm becomes most dlfti- 
cttlt to control.

The female bagwotm remains 
in the bag and dies after de­
positing her eggs. The bags 
should be picked from infested 
plants and burned because the 
eggs for next season's worms go 
through til*  winter iruide the 
bags.

Use either Chlordane or toxa- 
phlne as a 10 per cent dust. For 
a spray. 40 per cent chlordane 
emulsion concentrate or a 60 
per cent toxaphlne emulsion 
applied at the rate of one to 
two tablespoons per gallon of 
water will give good control if 
used while the worms arc 
small Lead arsenate used a t the 
rate of one to two table^>oona 
per gallon of water is a good 
spray

In 1939, when World War U 
broke out In Europe, American 
farmers produced a 2Vk billion 
bushel com  crop on 88 million 
acres. Last year, they produced 
32 per cent more corn on 17 
per cent leas land. Since 1939, 
the national wheat crop has 
risen from 740 to 940 million 
bushels, but harvested acres 
have gone down from 52^  to 
43H million. Compared with 
1939, farmers last year reduc­
ed cotton acreage by 45 per 
cent, and still produced 95 per 
cent as much cotton.

In 1958, dairymen 
nearly 3 million fewer cows than 
In 1940, but each cow produced 
two-thirds of a ton more milk 
For every two eggs a hen laid In

supported only 83 million head.

A pig crop of 90 million In

Figures on manpower requir­
ed to do the Job alao are alg- 
nlfleant.

thing eUe too—be eliminates 
the problem of where to store 
the boat and trailer. Also the 
problem of traasportlng trailer 
and boat from home to lake.

Loading and unloading a 
boat, at bast. Is no easy nutter. 
I t  requires a t least two persons 
to do the Job. even for the 
smallest runabout. And osuslly 
It neceasltataB leawing your car 
In a not too desirable location 
—ertth the added possibility of 
theft or damage to car and 
trailer.

Also well worth considering Is 
the posslblUty of danuge to the 
beat while losullng and unload­
ing, as well as In transportation 
to and from the boating loca>e.

TIME ELEiMENT IS 
IMPORTANT

Important to most of us is the 
fact that It takes far more time 
to get aboard—from the moment 
you decide to go boating—If you 
have to be bothered with hitch­
ing and unhitching a trailer, 
and unloading and reloading the 
boat. A boat already In tli" 
water Is ready for Instant use 
—or almost so—depending on 
whether you first have to re 
move a tarp and tidy up a bit

Then there's the malntenanc» 
problem of the trailer—small 
but ever present.

Finally, and as Important as 
any feature to most of us. is 
*he m atter of finance . . . the 
cost of buying a trailer, an an­
nual license, and Insurance

Now, let's look at the other 
side of the picture . . . the ad­
vantage of having a trailer . . 
and not keeping the boat In the 
water all the time.

In the first place the cost of 
building a dock, ar the expense 
of stall rental eventually would 
pay for the trailer.

Another mighty Important 
point to consider la the advan­
tage of moving the boat from 
one lake to another. In Texsis 
with Its many lakes and rivers 
and the Oulf Coast area, avail­
able for fishing or boating, this 
U a highly Important point In 
favor of trailer ownership.

I kept a 14-foot, fiberglass 
fleetform boat In the water lor 
a year before buying a Little 
Dude trailer, so I speak from 
some experience when I say that 
keeping a boat in a public dock 
has It worries, even though th^ 
dock be well guarded. While 
there Isn't as much fear of 
someone stealing your boat or 
motors from a public dock, as 
from a private dock located In 
some remote spot on the lake, 
there is the ever present worry 
about pilfering.

If you are going to have your 
beat readily accessible so that 
you can take your friends and 
business acquaintances boating 
on a moment's notice, you must 
leave In it all the necessities of 
boating. Namely gas tanks, a 
battery, several life preservers 
and a couple of oars.

In addition, a fellow should 
take along a few extras. For 
Instance, I never go out day or 
night without an emergency 
spotlight with a bullt-ln red 
blinker—a Burgess Radar-Llte— 
and I've been mighty glad on 
more than one occasion that I 
had It along. Ever present Is an 
extra Ioiik coll of rop., «n an­
chor with rope attached, several 
bumpers, and at least two 
mooring snubbers.

In toto that's not much. But 
they are "loose" items, and they 
can be stolen. All of which adds 
up to the fact that pilfering 
Items from a boat 1s a constant 
worry unless the dock is well 
guarded. I have heard of more 
than one person who has lost 
a motor, not to mention the 
smaller Items.

BEWARE OF "BORROW ERS"
Then there's another prob­

lem. The temptation to Joy 
riders Every so often one reads 
of thrill seeking kids who. out of 
sheer devilment, "borrow" a 
boat. Some are not too careful 
with them either. It was only 
last year that four boys com­
mandeered a brand new run­
about and, after a wild midnight 
ride, finally sank It In Lake 
AusUn. The boat was less than 
24 hours old, and the kids were 

I less than 2 1  years.

More and more outboards are 
coming equipped with keys. But 
a youngster bent on borrowing 
can short one out in short ord­
er. Sort of like locking your 
motor to your boat. If they are 
going to steal it, a lock won’t 
make much difference.

There Is another kind of 
"borrowing” too. The honest 
kind. Some people think noth­
ing of asking you to loan them 
this or that. How valuable It 
is makes no difference No man 
likes to loan his boat. But your 
borrowing friends are more like­
ly to ask for the loan of your 
boat if It’s already In the water.

A regular problem of all motor 
boat owners is “gassing up.” You 
gotta have the petrol to perco­
late Some of the lakeside gas 
stations are virtually inaccess­
ible to all but the expert boat­
man. Far too many are In dif­
ficult to reach locations.

With our trailer, however, we 
lust drive up to a Humble sta­
tion. gas up the car, tell ’em to 
put White gas In the boat’s 
tank «along with outboard mo- 
♦or oil» and roll on our merry 
little way. Sure lots easier than 
trying to fill up while In the 
water.

Not all stations carry outboard 
oil and white gas. But most 
Humble Nations do. If not, 
they do have regular gas. I t ’s 
next best. But avoid the high 
octane, treated stuff. It tends 
to gum up your motor, especially 
after long periods of Inactivi­
ty.

There’s something else to 
consider. If you leave your 
boat In the water, keep your 
eye on the weather. Heavy rains 
may fill your boat. And a sud­
den rise in the lake level may 
cause you plenty of trouble, 
even sinking.

Once a year every boat owner 
should take his boat out of the 
water and give It a good clean­
ing. Scum will collect on the 
bottom of any boat—fiberglass, 
metal or wood. Some boats need 
painting every year. All boats 
and especlaHy the motors, need 
at least an annual examination 
If you own a trailer this Is a 
relatively simple matter. Other-

Local Activity 
in Farm Housing

More farm construction—with 
better homes for farm families, 
better shelter for livestock and 
Improved storage facilities for 
machinery and grain. That’s the 
proepect in coming years says 
Aston W. Cole, county supervisor 
for the Farmers Home Admin­
istration.

Recently, as an anti-recession 
measure, his agency expanded 
Its farm housing loan program 
to the fullest extent poeeible 
under existing laws set up by 
Congress. To be eligible now, an 
appUcant must own a farm that 
Is In agricultural production and 
must plan to produce at least 
$400 worth of commodities for 
sale and home use, based on 1M4 
prices. Many part-time farm ­
ers who previously were Inelig­
ible can qusdlfy for loans under 
the expanded program.

The loan bears 4 per cent In­
terest on the unpaid balance 
and may be repaid over a period 
up to 33 years.

In addition to financing major 
construction, the loan funds can 
help a farm owner repair and 
up-date buildings. For example, 
he may wish to add a bathroom 
Including a waste disposal sys­
tem, modernise the kitchen, add 
an extra bedroom, improve the 
heating, insulation and electric 
wiring, and cement floors In ser­
vice buildings, or paint the house 
and service buildings.

Mr. Cole reports that the

wUe It is a problem of borrow­
ing a trailer, or renting one, or 
paying for transportation and an 
inspection -overhaul.

To put It briefly, we like the 
trailer Idea. But If yours is a 
big boat, or an Inboard, leave It 
In the water. It's a big Job to 
move a large boat! So If It's 
an 18-footer or over, better let 
'er float.

Formation of the Council was 
the starting point for a cam­
paign which, for the first time, 
brought the official power and 
prestige of state government to 
bear on a growing problem For 
some years Texas vehicles and 
their drivers had been outgrow­
ing highway facilities and out­
distancing law enforcement ag­
encies by sheer «■eight of num­
bers. In  1958 Texas had an ap­
palling all-time high of 2,811 
motorcldes.

Governor Daniel called It a 
public emergency.

With only a skeleton organi­
zation, the Council hammered 
away through 1957 at tighten­
ing enforcement, organizing 
holiday safety campiSrns By 
the end of the year the toll had 
dropped by 72

In February of this year the 
governor appointed the stale’s 
first full-time traffic safety di­
rector. He 1s Brad H. Smith, 
veteran South Texas newspa­
per, radio and television man 
and past president of the Texas 
Press Association, who has for 
many years been a volunteer 
worker In traffic safety.

First move was to acquaint 
Texans with the enormity of 
the problem. In this Smith says 
he’s had unstinting help from 
mass news media and volunteer 
a.sslstance from every type of 
civic group.

In April Governor Daniel 
climaxed publicity efforts with 
a statewide broadcast calling 
for a “crack down" on two ma­
jor traffic evlLs—speeding and 
driving while Intoxicated. Sim­
ultaneously, local traffic safety 
councils were formed In 190 
counties. An estimated 5,000 
people participated.

Meanwhile, the battle Is be­
ing pushed on other fronts. A 
survey of traffic-controlling re­
sources resulted In recommen­
dation of a 7-polnt program to 
bring Texas up to par:

1 A statewide program to 
bring greater public coopera­
tion.

2 More rigid enforcement of 
present laws.

3. Adoption of the Uniform 
Driver’s License Law.

4 A law to permit police to 
use chemical tests and other 
scientific aids to detect drunk­
en drivers.

5 Development of strong, 
fair, effective traffic courts.

8. A State Highway Patrol 
double Its present size.

7 Universal driver education 
in public schools supported by 
state aid.

Besides the state agencies 
working cooperatively through 
the new Council, other groups 
are part of the crusade A ma­
jor source of help Is the 20- 
year-old Texas Safety Associa­
tion, a pioneer group which fi­
nances Its efforts on a volun­
tary basis.

Texas Legislative Council is 
studying traffic problems and 
will report to the 58th Legisla­
ture.

Bringing new weight Is the 
Governor's Highway S a f e t y  
Commission. Scores of promin­
ent Texans aswered Governor 
DanleTs call to give citizen sup­
port to official efforts. First 
Commission meeting Is set ten­
tatively for Fbll.

Results thus far are encou- 
aglng. For the first 23 weeks ot  
this year the toll was down by 
101 persons, about 11 per cent, 
from last year. There were 183 
fewer deaths, down about 17 
per cent, from *M.
