The little log cabin where I 
was born, 100 yards from the old 
Austln-Fort Phantom HUl crou- 
Ing on Bull’s Creek; the big 
white house where my grand­
parents settled In 1859; the 
clump of giant oaks, one of 
which, perhaps, the highest oak 
tree In all America, which stood 
just north of the Big House; 
the half acre patch of hore- 
hound nearby, where the guin­
eas stole away to make their 
nests in the scooped out basins

they fashioned In mother earth. 
I shall never forget the well, 
with Its bountiful supply of 
cold water; nearby was the gar­
den, where Ben, the Mohler 
boys—Carter and “Chlbblns”— 
and I would feast on Winter 
shellots, a f t e r  soaking our 
squares of cold combread in 
water dipped with a long hand­
led goard dipper from the old 
oak bucket at the well—never a 
festal board so good as that.

The prettiest landscaping I 
ever saw in Mills was the prem­
ises at The Mohler home. Cap't.

My mother rigged me up, fit 
to kill.” except for my hat.

er Ben's which had “ gone to 
seed ’’ I had a new blue with 
white polkadots waist — (up 
North they called them round­
abouts)—and a brand new pair 
of JEANS BRITCHES, with 
down-swinging handy flap In 
the back, barn loft-door effect, 
which buttoned onto my waist. 
(I must digress just here for 
the benefit of the last two or 
three generations to say: the 
modern day use of the word Is 
a travesty on the word Jeans 
Overalls of today arc duck or 
heavy drilling, with not a speck 
of jeans in them). Jeans cloth 
was a glggery stuff, made of 
heavy cotton warp with woof 
of SHODDY. Shoddy Is made of 
Phredded RECLAIMED woolen 
rags which some damyankee 
had learned to manufacture 
and pungle off on us Dixie boys 
as “ poure" all woolen—“all wool 
and a yard wide.” they said.

31. 1959, U the final day when 
reports are due and social se­
curity taxes are to be paid on 
their 1958 employees, according 
to Maurice M. Chastain, man­
ager of the Temple DUtrlct Of­
fice of the Social Security Ad- 
mlnUtratlon.

Chastain mentioned that not 
all farm employees come under 
the law. One of two tests must 
be met for covera«e; (1) the 
cash remuneration paid by the 
farm owner to the employee 
must amount to 1150 or more In 
a calendar year; or (2) the em­
ployee must perform agricul­
tural service for the employer 
In at least 20 different day« 
during the calendar year for 
cash remuneration computed on 
a time basis (hours, day, or 
week»

Chastain said that only cash 
remuneration can be used In 
determining If the amount paid 
for agricultural service In a 
calendar year Is subject to so­
cial security taxes Cash remu­
neration Includes checks and 
other monetary media of ex­

change, but does not include 
such Items as board and lodg­
ing, clothing, etc.

The employer must keep all 
necessary records pertaining to 
those farm workers who are to 
be reported, and he should de­
duct 2 1/4 % of the gross, cash 
wages from the worker’s pay up 
to a total of $4.2(X) for a worker 
for the year 1958. The employer 
contributes an additional 2 1/4 
%. The report should be made 
and the total 44%  social secur­
ity tax paid to the Director of 
Internal Revenue no later than 
January 31, 1959, for all report­
able 1958 farm workers. For 
1959, cash wages up to 84.800 per 
worker must be reported The 
tax will be larger on wages paid 
in 1959 24*4> should be deduct­
ed from the employee’s wages, 
and the employer will match It 
with a similar amount. Chas* 
t.'iln further mentioned that It 
Is extremely Important that 
each employec’a name and so­
cial security account number 
appear on the report.

Complete reporting Instruc­
tions may be obtained from any

Social Security Office or In­
ternal Revenue Office.

Cole, County FHA Supervisor. 
Farm Housing loans are made 
to eligible applirants to con­
struct, Improve, alter, repair, 
replace, or relocate a dwelling i 
or other e.s.sentlal farm dwelling 
on the farm This Includes the 
purchase and transfer of an ex­
isting dwelling or other building 
to the borrower’s farm Loan 
funds may also be Included to 
provide a ivater supply for 
dwellings and other farm build­
ings, Including such facilities ns 
wells, pumps and farmstead dis­
tribution systems, which are es­
sential to tbe health and safety 
of the family or necessary to 
the aucceasful operation of 
livestock enterprises

In addition to financing ma­
jor construction, the loan funds 
can help a farm owner repair 
and up-date buildings. For ex­
ample, he may wish to add a 
bathixiom Including a waste dis­
posal system, modernlae the 
kitchen, add an extra bedroom. 
Improve the heating. Insulation 
and electric wiring, and cement 
floors In service buildings, or 
paint the house and service 
buildings

An eligible applicant must: 
(1) Own a farm which Is large 
enough to be considered a farm;

;2- Hail ufflclcnt farm and 
other Income to pay farm oper­
ating and family living expen- 
fj>. and meet payments on ex­

isting debts Including the pro­
posed farm housing loan; <3» 
Have the ability and exjierlencf 
necesfary to carry out planned 
farming operations and other 
hou.sing loan requirements, (4> 
Be a citizen of the United 
States; (5) Unable to secure ad­
equate credit through the banks 
or other regular credit chan­
nels

The Interest rate on farm 
housing loans Is 4 per cent per 
year on the unpaid principal. 
Loans are .scheduled for repay 
ment within the shortest time 
consistent with the borrower’s 
ability to repay In no case will 
the repayment period exceed 33 
3rears Each loan will be ade­
quately .«ecured by a mortgage 
on the farm, subject to any ex­
isting prior liens

Mr Cole states that over 
$100.000 was loaned through the 
PMA office In Lampasas for 
real estate during the last six 
months of 1958, most of which 
was for construction of farm 
dwellings

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"Lyndon Johnson: How Does He Do It?”
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uncle, Mr. and Mrs. E. 
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There are some who arcue 
that Senate majority leader 
Lyndon Baines Johnson U In 
fact, If not In theory, the coun* 
try's most powerftU man . . . .  
because he loves to exercise 
power and President Elsenhower 
does not.

So reports Stewart Alsop In 
an article entitled "Lyndon 
Johnson: How Does He Do It?" 
In the current (January 24) Is­
sue of The Saturday Evenlni 
Post, in which the obeervatlon 
Is made that the Texan has 
little chance of becoming Presi­
dent of the United States.

Alsop comments that It would 
be silly to suppose that a man 
in Johnson’s position, with his 
Instinct for power and will to 
succeed, would not want to be 
president.

He says that while Johnson 
has repeatedly and vehemently 
denied that he Is or ever will 
bt a candidate, the vehemence 
may derive from the fact that 
Johiuon Is capable of consider­

ing his own situation with 
shrewd objectivity and is well 
aware of the way things stand.

"The Northern liberal-labor 
groups In the Democratic Party 
are strong enough to exercise 
veto power over the presidential 
selection,” Alsop writes. "In any 
presently foreseeable circum­
stances, they will veto Johnson.

"In a way this Is grossly un­
fair—but then, politics Is the 
unfalrest business In the world. 
Most knowledgeable observers 
would agree that Johnson Is 
probably the ablest politician In 
the Democratic Party."

Alsop finds that Johnson has 
been true to his New Deal or­
igins—within the limits Impos­
ed by his Texas origins.

But, he adds, those limits are 
such as to make a Northern 
liberal labor veto of a Johnson 
candidacy almost automatic. A 
Texas politician has no choice 
but to take positions—on the oU 
depletion allowance, for exam­
ple—which fly In the face of

But, points out the 
chemist, the addition of organic 
matter, such as compost or 
barnyard manure, and commer­
cial fertiliser will make the good 
garden soil even better.

Bennett suggests that all gar­
deners take a soil teat to de­
termine the exact amount of 
fertiliser needed by the lawn or 
garden.

PRICKLYPEAR—
Good or Bad? This u a ques­

tion In the minds of many 
ranchmen who often ask If 
prlcklypear should be controlled 
or kept as an emergency feed 
reserve.

For over a century prlckly­
pear has been used for livestock 
feed. On Texas rangelands It 
usually Is considered an unde­
sirable plant but does have some 
economic value as supplemental 
forage for cattle and sheep 
during winter and drouth per- 
I o d a. Frequently, ranchmen 
burn prlcklypear for a supple­
mental roughage for cattle dur­
ing winter.

The Texas Agricultural Ex­
tension Service has published a 
bulletin entitled "Prlcklypear— 
Good or Bad ’• The bulletin con­
tains discussions of prlckly- 
pear’s forage value and its ad­
vantages and dlsadvantage.s as 
a range plant. It also has sec­
tions devoted to control meas­
ures and what management 
follows control. This publica­
tion, B-806, is available free of 
charge from my office.

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Ijtft year’s harvest o( wild* 
life resources In Texas was the 
greatest In the memory of many 
old-timers.

Thanks to good wildlife man­
agement, areas that were “shot 
oaf* 25 years ago had top hunt­
ing in 1958. The woods were full 
of deer. Quail were more nu­
merous perhaps than ever be­
fore In Texas. And the duck and 
goooe population from Canada 
was very good.

This all gets back to manage­
ment. Naturally It had to start 
with control. Limits had to be 
put on the bag, and seasons 
had to be set. All of this, how­
ever, would have been to no 
avail without land management.

We have in Texas a rather 
paradoxical situation. The game 
belongs to the pepole—you and 
me and everyone else. The land 
on which it lives, for the most 
part, belongs to the individual 
landowner. There is very little 
pobllc domain in Texas, and it 

falls under controls.
Every Texas landowner is in­

terested in having some wild­
life resources on his land. Most 
landowners like to hunt and 
fish a little. But it doesn’t take 
too much to satisfy them.

Hunters must remember that 
fanners and ranchers have to 
grow crops or raise cattle to 
make a living. They build fences 
to keep their livestock In. . . 
and to keep people out. Occa- 
liosially someone posu:hes and 
kills game that belongs to one 
laadowner, but has taken up 
rmldence on another man's pri­
vate property

As a result the poacher finds 
himself confronted with the 
Jostlce of the peace, who slaps 
a fine on him, usually amount- 
inc to forty some odd dollars.

With population growing it 
became the problem of those 
who placed controls on wildlife 
to find a way for every man to 
hunt First the sportsmen got 
together. They dldn t have all 
the answers, so they began to 
look to science Biologists were 
brought into the picture 

They looked around and .saw 
that much of the cover was be­
ing destroyed from the land 
There wasn't smple feed and 
wlldhfe was starving to death 
or moving to some other place 
that was more inviting 

Biologists approached th e  
landowners, who asked the nor­
mal question of “why .vhouid

we?” It was then up to the 
biologists and the sportsmen to 
convince the landowner that 
wildlife can be harvested the 
same as any other crop.

Some landowners had known 
this for years. That didn’t stop 
them from overgraxing their 
land, however. They’d lease a 
pasture to some unsuspecting 
deer hunter for $50 a gun and 
there wouldn’t be anything but 
a few old does around. So the 
hunter was unhappy.

Unfortunately there is no law 
covering It, but the man who 
knowingly takes money for a 
hunting lease, with full know­
ledge that there isn’t sufficient 
game on the place to give the 
hunter a fair shake, is just as 
crlnUnal as the fence crawlers.

Convincing th e  landowner 
that he should put his holdings 
under a management program 

! wasn’t the easiest thing In the 
first place there were conflicting 
ideas by some of the experts.

For Instance one group of 
government officials told the 
landowner to knock down all 
the pesky mesqulte and cedar 
on his land. Another group told 
him to save some for cover for 
wildlife.

Also there are examples In 
Texas where some very large 
and Influential landowners have 
absolutely destroyed wild game 
habitat without regard for Its 
future. Now they are sorry.

As a result most owners today 
are finding more answers before 
they destroy everything on their 
holdings.

To show whst land manage­
ment can do, the Game A Fish 
Commission, with funds from 
hunting and fishing licenses 
and from excise tax on equip­
ment, bought a number of areas 
where wildlife restoration pro­
grams were put into effect.

A study was made of the 
carrying capacity of the land, 
what would grow well and what 
wildlife would thrive best. As a 
result some findings have been 
revealed that will help hunting 
and fishing through the re­
mainder of time

Adjacent landowners, watch­
ing the program, now are be­
ginning to adopt many of these 
management practices As a re­
sult they are providing food and 
cover They are balancing their 
deer herd sex ration by allow­
ing the taking of does

Other landowners have done 
he same thing with small game 

Thf7  have provided cover for 
blrd-s, and food for them to eat 
Their fence rows have multi- 
flora roses "They are not cutting 
all the brush They are leaving 
cover at the end of the turn 
rows And they are careful. In 
harvesting their crops, not to 
destroy nests.

In addition many of them are 
planting birds. For example, 
there is a state bird farm at 
Tyler that produces several 
thousand quail each year These 
are sold to landowners at a 
fraction of their cost, for re­
stocking purposes

Naturally If a farmer spends 
money for a few birds, he’s go­
ing to provide adequate food 
and cover for them As a result 
he'll have good shooting He 
will be entitled to ask a fee from 
bie teiends In town to hunt on 
his property After all, when he 
goes to town he must pay for 
what he gets

There still are some die* 
hards. They think they know 
more about wlUUIfe than the 
men who study It every day In 
the year and compare notes 

On the other hand, the ex­
perts admit they don’t know 
everything, and there ts a lot

What form shall I use for my 
1958 federal Income tax return?

You have a choice. Form 
1040-A, short form 1040 or long 
form 1040.

The card return form 1040-A 
for 1958 filing has been revised 
to (jover employees wltSh In­
comes up to $10,000.

The new card form may be 
used by any individual with to­
tal Income of less than $10,000, 
consisting of wages reported on 
form W-2 and not more than 
$200 In dividends. Interest, and 
wages not subject to withhold­
ing.

Husband and wife may also 
file a joint return on form 1040- 
A 11 their combined Income does 
not exceed these limits.

By using form 1040-A, you 
automatically claim the stand­
ard 10 per cent deduction al­
lowed by law for personal ex­
penses such as contributions, 
interest payments, medical ex­
penses, and the like. If your 
allowable deductions for these 
Items is In excess of 10 per cent 
of your Income you must use 
the regular form 1040 to claim 
them.

Taxpayers with Incomes un­
der $5.000 may figure their own 
tax or have Uncle Sam do It 
for them. If you owe some tax. 
this Is a good way to get some 
extra time In which to pay It 
Since the law does not permit 
this choice to be extended to 
Income up to $10,090, taxpayers 
having $5,000 or more Ineome 
must figure their own tax and 
remit with the return 1040-A.

If your adjusied grosa In­
come U more than $10,000 and 
your Itemtaed deductions are 
leas than 10% of your adjusted 
gross Income, you should use 
short form 1040.

Does the Pelleting of Roujrhages help make the Feeds More Digestible??? 
When Ground Peanut Hulls are added to a Feed, do you receive Full Value 
for your Money when comparing Actual Lbs. of Food to Other Feeds???
The above two queatlon* are veir important to you if you are Interested in reduclna the total amount of money 
you spend for feed. We thina the answers to the above questions should be "yes" and believe if you will read tha 
followlnd you will agree.
With reference to "pelleting,” the University of Illinois at their experiment station did some very good work on the 
effect that ixlleting would have on hay as a feed for steer calves. T^ey found that calves fed chopped hay free 
choice gained only O.M lta. per head per day, but that similar lots of calves fed the same hay free choice in 
pellet form gained 1.73 lbs. per head per day.
Hence, the dally of gain on hay was nearly 3 times as great in pellet form as it was on the same hay in chop­
ped form. To achieve this remarkable result, the calves ate 47% more pellets than chopped hay. It took 1722 lbs. 
of chopped hay to produce 100 lbs. of gain but took only 90« Ib-s. of that same hay in pellet form to produce 100 
lbs. of gain. Obviously, pelleting has tremendously upgraded hay as a feed. These results were achieved on hay 
which was not of particularly good quality being 2/3 timothy and 1/3 alfalfa Figuring cost of the chopped 
hay at $20.00 per ton. the University reports that feed costs were $17.22 per lbs. of gain when chopped hay 
was fed.
Allowing $10 00 for the coat of grinding and pelleting, the cost of the hay in pellet form becomes $30 00 per ton. 
At $3000 per ton for pelleted hay, they reported cost of gains at $13.5» per lbs. when pelleted hay was fed. It 
Is readUy apparent that pelleting the hay not only upgraded the hay as a feed to a remarkable extent, but re­
duced cost of gains even after $10 00 per ton was added tor grinding and pelleting. (This is excessive when think­
ing of our Topper feeds because we only charge 30c a hundred lbs for our xrtiund peanut hulls and in setting 
our prices on pelleted feeds, we add $2 00 for the actual pelleting process).
in another article taken from the "Feedstuff’ magazine, a national publication. Dr. L W. Pope of Oklahoma SUte 
University states that probably no development in feed processing has caused as much stir during the pa.'it few 
years as has the cubing or pelleting of feeds. Dr Pope states that results up to date indicate that pelleting of 
single grains may Improve feed efficiency but have little effect on performance, however, pelleting of high- 
roughage mixtures In which less palatable roughages are used may greatly improve performance and feed effi- 
rienry — apparently due to Increased feed Intake and a reduction in energy expended in digestion and assimila­
tion of the nutrients in the feeds that are pelleted With good quality roughages, little improvment from pellet­
ing has been shown, (end of quote).
Ground peanut hulls as well as cottonseed hulls, corncobs, and most of the grass hays are considered to be low 
quality roughages while most hays such as alfalfa, pea nut and (»ther legume hays are considered to be the high 
quality roughages.
