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Thousands of ducks and geese 
now are working their way back 
up the Central Flyway to the 
Beating grounds in Western 
Canada

We didn’t kill nearly all of 
them In Texas during the hunt* 
Ing season lust recently dosed. 
In fact, there were many hunt> 
era who dldnt do too well on 
ducks Others, however, got 
their fair sha'v

There was considerable disap­
pointment In far southeast Tex­
as. Here, with Federal Aid, the 
state purchased some t.OOO acres 
o f marshland for a wildlife re­
fuge. It was opened to hunters 
five days a week But the hunt­
ers got very few ducks.

As a result, not nearly so 
■uuiy hunters took advantage 
o f the permit shooting as had 
originally been planned. For­
tunately, there was a good an- 
■wer for the absence of the 
ducks, which should be under 
control by next season.

This land was purchased only 
•  few weeks before the hunting

season opened. It had not been 
managed land. There was Insuf­
ficient food on the area for the 
ducks. Resting areas had not 
been provided.

A management program Is un­
derway now, and by the tlma 
the 1859 season rolls around, 
there should be some excellent 
shooting In the area. This, of 
course, providing a good hatch 
come back dowti the flyway 
from Canada.

Duck stamp sales were heavy 
In the United States In 1958. In 
the 10 Central flyway states 
there were 555,535 stamiM sold 
at $2 each. Texans bought 167,- 
383, or more than twice the 
number of any other state. Ok­
lahomans bought 50,033, and 
10.207 were sold In New Mexico

In the Mississippi flyway 
states they purchased twice as 
many licenses as In our flyway, 
but no state equaled Texas In 
fact, California, In .the Pacific 
f 1 y w a y, with 183.011 duck 
stamps sold, was the only state 
exceeding Texas (Alaska sold 
only 9,798 stamp«!)

Proceeds from the sale of 
duck stamps are used to finance 
Federal waterfowl refuge and 
law enforcement p r o g r a m s ,  
■very Individual. 16 years or age 
and over, who hunts migatory 
waterfowl, is required to have 
such a stamp.

The price this year, has ad­
vanced from $3 to $3, with the 
added money set aside to fin­
ance an enlarged refuge pro­
gram.

The 1958-80 stamp was de­
signed by Maynard Reese, Des 
Moines. Iowa He won the de­
signing award, with a drawing 
featuring a Labrador retriever 
carrying a mallard drake. ThL 
Is the third award he has won

In addition to the purchase of

duck stamps, hunters and fish­
ermen also paid more than $20,- 
000.000 In excise taxes on out­
doors equipment last year.

Under apportionments from 
this federal excise tax. 'Texas 
will receive $207,027.78 for fish­
ing and $820,000 for wildlife 
development.

The funds are expended In 
Texas under the direction of the 
Game A  Fish Commission Each 
Item must be projected by the 
Commission In advance, and ap­
proved under the federal pro­
gram.

Texas, fortunately, has been 
able to provide the necessary 35 
per cent matching funds from 
Its own license aaJea. With a 
program like this. It looks like 
well have good hunting and 
fishing for a long time.

This also shows conclusively 
that the people who hunt and 
(Lsh are not only paying their 
own way, without general tax 
funds, but are providing for pro­
tection of renewable wildlife re­
sources for everyone 

The wild game and fish of 
Texas belong to everyone. There 
can be no harvest of either 
without the fullest cooperation 
of the landoa’ner and the man 
who buys the license. Texas has 
done a remarkable Job.

More Water Means More Fish
Speaking of remarkable jobs, 

Howard Dodgen, executive sec­
retary of the Game A Fish Com­
mission, was on the program of 
the meeting of the Texas Preu 
Association In Austin recently. 
In describing the department's 
activities, he made a significant 
statement. "We have more fish 
today than the Indians had," he 
told them.

Those of us who have been 
thinking of fishing back In the 
so called "good old days" must 
agree with him. Perhaps we 
might have had more fish In the 
Indian days If we had had as 
much water as we have today. 
With all our lakes and streams 
now heavily stocked, our fish­
ing Is good. We are told that 
It will continue to be good be­
cause legal fishing pressure 
cannot reduce it

Dodgen went on to explain 
the work of the Commission In 
keeping the studies going on 
these lakes to furnish even bet­
ter fishing {or those of us who 
find s little time to wet a hook.

Fishing definitely has in­
creased a great deal within the 
last few years In the first place, 
fishing Is a sport anyone can 
participate In and enjoy.

Incidentally, there la a 120,- 
000 fishing contest going on In 
the Corpus Christl area Last 
fall the North Beach Women's 
Club sponsored a program for 
tagging a bunch of fish In the 
Corpus Chrlsll Bay These tags 
are worth from 810 to 8500 each 
If they are caught and returned 
to the club group

The contest, which started 
last November. wUI end April 1 
of this year Two of the more 
than 1.000 tagged fish are worth 
8500 each; 10 of the fish are 
worth 8100 each, 50 are worth 
150 earh; 100, 825 each, and 
900, $10 each The contest Is 
limited to tourists only.

The Texas coast Is Ideal for 
tourists during the winter 
months If one should catch one 
of these 8500 fish, he'll be double 
lucky, for he's just plain lucky 
to be there in the first place.

ZONING TO PROTECT 
FAR.MS AND FAR.MERS

The familiar technique of 
sotting city land for special 
use* Is moving Into the country.

Already, many states are pro­
tecting their productive agri­
cultural lands by putting fertile 
areas In farm sonlng districts 
and designation poorer land for 
Industrial use* and road rlght- 
of- way*. Wisconsin, Michigan 
and Minnesota were among the 
first states to create zoned dis­
trict* for forestry and recrea­
tion. Other states have followed 
suit and some Texas farm or­
ganizations are studying the 
poBsIblllties of such a move.

In California, agricultural 
districts have been created 
where all uses other than agri­
culture and related activities, 
such as food processing, have 
been excluded The result Is to 
channel urban, suburban or In­
dustrial activities Into areas 
well suited for them but not for 
farming.

One aim of agricultural zon­
ing has been and should con­
tinue to be to find alternate 
areas of less fertile soils than 
can be used satisfactorily for 
non-farm purposes—preserving 
the best soils for agricultural 
production The trend of giving 
over some of our richest soils for 
suburban developments and su­
perhighway* should be avoided 
when possible, many expert* be­

lieve.
Rural land Is rated by agri­

culturists In eight broad classi­
fications. Lands In Classes One 
through Four are considered 
suitable for cultivation. Yet a 
recent survey shows that about 
17 million acres In these four 
classes were diverted to non­
farm uses during the past 15 
years. About one-half million 
acres of these fertile land* are 
being taken over by non-farm 
projects each year.

Much of the land taken has 
been the flattest, least erodlble 
and most productive farmland 
In the area. Where possible. It 
Is this type of permanent loss 
that sonlng regulation* are at­
tempting to prevent.

Zoning ordinance.* are an ex­
ercise by local governments, 
generally. S t a t e  legislatures 
have passed enabling acts giv­
ing sonlng powers to about half 
of the nation's 3,000 counties. 
Before undertaking a farm zon­
ing program, county officials 
should check to see if they have 
the zoning powers needed. If 
not. It may be neces.*ary to re­
quest the State Legislature to 
furnish them.

Question: I am a minister, 
and in addition to my salary, 
I am furnished a home by the 
church. Do I Include the rent 
value of the home In my gross 
Income?

Answer: For taxable years
ending on or after December 31,

1195?, you should Include the 
rental value of the home In your 

j gross Income.
Question: I operate a small 

beauty shop In my home, and I 
am the only operator. Can 1 pay 
social security tax on my earn­
ings of $950; and if so, how do

I pay the tax?
Answer: If you are self-em­

ployed and your net earnings 
are $400 or more In a year, you 
must report your earnings and 
pay your social security self- 
employment tax each year. 
Your social security tax Is fig­
ured by using Schedule C to 
determine your net earnings. 
Schedule C is part of the Income 
tax form which must be filed 
with the Director of Internal 
Revenue by April 15 of each 
year.

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s  OUR SOIL A  OUR STRENGTH S

There is a place for a water­
way on practically every farm 
in the District. V ditches with 
excessive grade have no place In 
a coordinated conservation pro­
gram.

A waterway provides a means 
of safe disposal of excess run­
off water on cropland Many 
waterways are natural depres­
sions and need only to be seed­
ed or sodded to an adapted, 
sod-forming, perennial grass. 
In a few cases, a rea-'onable a- 
mount of shaping is necessary 
to avoid gulleylng and soil ero­
sion. Just as a chain Is no 
stronger than Its weakest link, 
a terrace system Is no better 
than the outlets provided. Ter­
races which cannot empty on 
permanent grassland should be 
provided safe outlets into a 
grassed waterway.

Many objections to water­
ways, through the middle of a 
field, are voiced by landowners. 
They say this Is the best land

on the farm and that It should 
be cropped to obtain high yields. 
Chances are If it will produce 
good crops. It will also produce 
abundant grass and convert an 
erosion problem Into aoU stabil­
ity and economic gain, The 
problem of Inflation In this live­
stock area has brought about a 
feeling among farmers and ran­
chers of mure security in abun­
dant grass than In money In 
the bank.

Grasses suitable for waterways 
are numerous, but best results 
are likely to come from K R. 
bluestem or bermuda grass. 
Coastal bermuda Is gaining rap­
idly In acceptance from this 
rainfall belt and East. Accord­
ing to Scott Lanford, Brown- 
Mills Soil Conservation District 
supervisor, "practically every 
farm In the District has small 
areas where coastal bermuda 
will do well. Forage production 
Is considerably higher than that 
of common bermuda and Indi­
cations are that It Is somewhat 
more drouth reslatant.
