economic fact Is that cotton is 
Initially produced by the farmer 
for the benefit of the farmer 
and, of course, to provide fiber 
for ooruumer goods. Growth 
and profit of other facets of 
the cotton Industry which fol­
low the farmer are Important, 
to be sure, but their growth and 
their profit are a by-product of 
the farmer's work, and they can 
not exist for any other purpose.

The price of the farmer's cot­
ton bale today la more or less 
stablllxed. But his expense In­
volved In producing and getting 
It Into the bale Is not stablllacd. 
Nowhere In our country has In­
flation become more real than 
In agricultural production costs, 
and no crop has been harder hit 
by Inflated production coats 
than has cotton. If costs con­
tinue to rise at the present rate 
of Increase, a cotton crop wont 
put a dollar Into the farmer's 
Jeans, and then no one else In 
the Industry can hope for a 
dollar either.

While the Texas farmer's 
chances for an equitable prof­
it from cotton production have 
lessened, he has at least been 
given a provisional opportunity 
to try his luck at coming out on 
a larger production volume. The 
change In acreage allotment 
rules allowing for Increased cot­
ton acreage under a lowered 
support price could possibly give 
cotton farming a boost In some 
areas where production Is most 
economical such as In South, 
Central and West Texas.

This alternative to a higher 
support accompanying acreage 
Is hailed by many farmers who 
are more willing to work unin­
hibited on a slxeable crop and to 
take their chances on getting a 
fair price. With the Soil Bank 
gone—and rto one In Texaa has 
expressed extreme regret at see­
ing It go—the prospect of In­
creased or renewed production 
will likely bring to front the 
farmer's enterprising spirit to 
face even the challenge of pro­
duction costs.

In varying 
forms, Is being expressed by leg­
islators struggling to write tax 
bills to fill the yawning holes 
In the state's money supply.

People who come before the 
Legislature to oppose a money- 
raising proposal usually get a 
tart Invitation to come up with 
a better one.

Opponents of a tobacco tax 
plan got short shrift before the 
House Committee. "If  you come 
criticising, don’t you think you 
should come up with some sol­
ution to the tax problem?" ask­
ed Rep H J  Blanchard of Lub­
bock.

Similarly, anyone who comes 
to push a money-spending bill 
is challenged to produce a 
money-making bill to match It.

Rep Don Gladden of Fort 
Worth drew cheers from fellow 
House members when he criti­
cised the approach of a teach­
ers’ letter writing campaign. 
Gladden said the teachers had 
been liutructed to ask for high­
er pay but nukke no statement 
on what taxes they would favor.

Bscky Bead—Overall, the tax 
picture Is still “all shook up."

Rep. Jamie Clements’ bill to 
remove the tax exemption on 
cigarettes sold on military bases 
was sent by the House Taxation 
Committee to Atty.

An omnibus tax measure In­
troduced by Rep* R L Strick­
land of San Antonio and Wes­
ley Roberts of Lamesa would 
tax a raft of things not pre- 
vlou.sly hit. but avoid the label 
"general sales tax." It Is regard­
ed as a possible compromise be­
tween Oov. Price Dantel's tax 
program and Rep Prates Seellg- 
son's general sales tax, neither 
of which have attracted wide­
spread support

Strickland and Roberts esti­
mate their proposal would raise 
from $200.(X)0.000 to $300.000.000, 
an Impressive sum even In the 
face of current huge needs

New tax sources It would tap 
Include sales of real estate, 
b o n d s ,  debentures, corporate 
stocks, transportation of per­
sons and commodities, occu­
pancy of a retail establishment, 
hotel and motel use. and trad­
ing stamp.*«. It would increase 
the natural gas production tax 
and raise sales taxes on new 
cars, cosmetics, playing cards, 
radios and TV sets and raise 
taxes on telephone and tlegraph 
companies.

"Strings" attached to the bill 
are that after the state deficit 
Is paid off, the money raised 
could be used to provide school 
teachers a $600 a year raise, add

No Hurry—In terms of deci­

Trinity River Authority was 
Joined by Dallas, Fort Worth 
and other Upper Trinity towns 
in howls of protest over Hous­
ton’s ’’water-grabbing.” T R A 
filed a petition asking that 
Houston’s application be dis­
missed and also filed an appli­
cation for the same permit 
Houston is seeking.

A hearing on Houston's appli­
cation had been set for April 6, 
but the North Texans are ask­
ing lor delay. Indications are 
that such a set-to between Tex­
as’ major cities probably can­
not be settled for some time.

Higher Tuition Asked—Com­
mission on Higher Education Is 
recommending the Legislature 
adopt a new system of auto­
matic tuition Increases for state- 
supported colleges

By the Commission's formula, 
tuition would be in proportion 
to the college’s spending If leg­
islative appropriations to the 
college went up. so would tui­
tion.

It WS.S estimated the formula 
would raise present tutltlon for 
In-state students from $100 a 
year to about $125 to $137 50

Many students protested that 
the hike would be an undue 
hardship on the 65 per cent who 
earn part or all of their college 
expenses.

It's a long way from Texas 
to Michigan, but a story comes 
from the Canadian border that 
should make a few Texans shed 
tears It Is estimated that some 
50.000 whitetall deer are facing 
starvation in that state, closed 
In by snow, and with Insuffi­
cient feed for the terrific herds 
that have been built up.

Fortunately Texas ha.<i had no 
real cold weather during the 
past winter months If we had. 
perhaps we'd have had a heavy 
loss. too. When we think of the 
work that has been done to 
produce 50.000 deer In any one 
state, and of the hunters who 
will be robbed of their right to 
harvest such animals, it Is sick­
ening

This Is just another reason 
why we must turn to our re- 
.search programs and do every­
thing possible to bring about 
the proper balance of nature,

The 50.000 dying deer are In 
the forests of Michigan. Snow 
has blanketed the low browse 
and there Ls nothing for the 
animaLt to eat. The .same thing 
can happen ea.slly In our own 
east Texas, but for another rea­
son In much of our forestry 
program In Ea.st Texa.s we have 
Ignored the hardwoods, which 
furnUih most of the food for 
the deer They practically live 
on the acorns and browse When 
we cut out the hardwood en­
tirely, we are robbing posterity 
of the wildlife to which It Is 
entitled

Too few of us pay enough at­
tention to the necessity of pro­
ducing feed for the wildlife we 
expect to harvest. We had a 
typical example In several areas 
of Texas during the past win­
ter. Thousands of quail literally 
starved to death. Not all of this 
can be blamed on the lack of 
feed. There was a tremendous

Increase In rat population, a- 
long with an Increase In quail. 
The rats got to the food first 
and the quail perished.

All of which Is a very good 
/reminder that right now we 
I should begin our program of I providing more feed and cover 

for this year's quail crop. For­
tunately many landowners have 
found that wildlife Is a crop 
and can be harvested for prof­
it. As a result they are putting 
In more habitat all the time 
to take up som e of the loss we 
are getting In other areas.

Unfortunately In the process 
of civilization It Is necessary to 
eliminate many natural re­
sources A bulldozer knocking 
down trees to provide for city 
.streets can destroy more wild 
life habitat In a day than we 
are likely to build up In a year. 
De.stroyed also are water holes, 
leaving no water for birds or 
animals to drink

There Is an opportunity this 
year lor every landowner In 
Texas to do something about 
wildlife habitat and feed If you 
don't know what to do. call In 
your game warden. He In turn

can get biologists who can tell 
you Just what to plant and 
where.

By doing this, we can have 
another bountiful quail crop. 
Perhaps another year the rats 
won't be so bad. We are making 
tremendous headway In killing 
them off. If  we have plenty of 
food and cover for the quail we 
can have a bountiful harvest 
again In 1959.

From all Indlcatloiu there was 
a heavy carry-over of both 
doves and quail from the 1958 
season. In some areas the birds 
perished, but this always hap 
pens when nature Is not prop­
erly balanced.

If we have favorable weather 
conditions this spring, we will 
have another good crop of birds, 
providing we have the feed and 
cover for them.

One fellow recently said he 
plans to set aside one acre of 
millet, not too far from a well 
on his ranch. He thinks this 
acre will go a long way toward 
feeding the three coveys of 
quail left on his place.

Many other landowners will 
plant multiflora roses down 
their fence lines. They'll leave 
brush In the corners. Some will 
plant some extra grain sorghum 
to leave standing Others will 
just do nothing Those who do 
try to provide for their birds 
will rind It a profitable busi­
ness

The Oame & Fish Commission 
will operate Its hatchery again 
this year, with a new brood 
stock of wild birds These quail 
will be available for stocking 
purposes In areas where they 
are needed. The price again will 
be 50 cents per bird, which Is 
about half the cost of produc­
ing them

If you want some of these
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quail for restocking your place, 
write to the commission In Aus­
tin. or contact your local game 
warden.

While on the subject of birds, 
let us remind you that right 
now Is a good time to kill off 
a lot of crows. During the past 
few weeks they'e really been 
taking over. There Isn't too 
much food for them right now, 
so they are destroying every­
thing they can get their dirty 
beaks to.

Crow shooting is a real sport. 
You can pot them off with a 
rifle, or call them In shooting 
range for your shotgun.

Most landowners will be glad 
to give you permission to kill 
crows on their places They 
may specify whether you can 
shoot a rifle on the place or not.

So many landowners now 
have valuable livestock they 
don't want killed that they will 
not permit rifle shooting. How­
ever, you can have as much fun 
shooting them with a shotgun 
It you don’t believe it, get an 
Imitation owl and a crow call. 
Put that owl on a fence post 
and hide back In the brush and 
give a few calls The crows 
will come In. That's a fine place 
to burn up a few of the shotgun 
shells you had left from last 
season.

Another Interesting way to 
get crows Is to shoot them at 
passes in the late evening, when 
they are headed for their roosts. 
You can kill them by the dozens 
and every crow you kill now 
will help to save quail eggs lat­
er In the season.

There are many conservation 
measures that can be put Into 
practice by everyone. Those who 
have forests can leave some 
hardwood browse for the dser. 
Those who own farms can plant 
some feed and cover. And those 
who hunt can cooperate with 
the landowners, and have game 
for a long, lung time.

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Agricultural Conservation Practices 
Help Solve Mills County Problems

Farmers have solved many of 
M i l l s  County’s conservation 
problems through work they 
performed under the Agricul­
tural Conservation Program on 
their individual farms, says Lee 
W. Tabor, office manager of the 
Mills County Agricultural S ta­
bilisation and Conservation Of­
fice.

Under the 1959 ACP 230 farm­
ers In the county carried out 
one or more conservation prac­
tices. These conservation prac­

tices protect the soli and water 
resources. In the county, the 
major conservation practices 
carried out under the 1959 ACP 
Included tanks, terraces, wells 
cross-fences, control of brush 
and seeding perennial grasses 
and legumes.

Through the ACP Nationally, 
the government pays about half 
the cost of approved conserva­
tion practices. The farmers pay 
the other half.
