® ECONOMIC OUTLOOK — Some government economists are
becoming a little restive over recent economic developments,

The nation's over-all production dropped three per cent last
month - its first significent decline since the 1957-58 recession.
Even before this was announced, the stock market reversed a
Jong-time trend and has been dropping sharply and sporadically
in recent weeks,

There is a tendency among economists and others who watch
national business trends to blame all reverses on the lengthy
steel strike. It is true that some of the reduction in national
business activity is attributable to the steel strike, but some
observers feel that there may be other causes,

They note that some of the production drop obviously occurred
before there was any real pinch in steel supplies; and they also
point out that the stock market was in a technically weak posi-
tion at the time the strike began several months ago.

When the steel strike s settlied and the economy has been
given a chance to regain its equilibrium, the long-term trend will
be easier to assess. To economists this period may be just a
pause in a long upward trend, or it may be a temporary ceiling
which will not be ulluned again for mlny months to come,
