W ithin the Brown-Milla Soil 
Conservation District lies many 
watershecUi. A num ber of these 
small watersheds are In the pro­
cess of developing a full scale 
conservation program

Before any works of improve­
m ent can be planned, conserva­
tion treatm ent must be present 
on the immediate watershed 
Conservation farm  and ranch 
plans must be applied on a 
large per cent of the  drainage 
area above any planned s tru c ­
ture

This brings us to the second 
step in a complete conservation 
program which is the conserva­
tion of w ater by surface deten­
tion Pits, ponds, and dam s are 
not substitutes, but ra th e r sup- 
plim ents to conservation land 
trea tm en t measures Flood de­
tention dam s have proven to be 
th a t extra step needed in order 
to realize a large measure of 
protection against undue losses

to land, roads, bridges, fences 
and livestock Shortages of wa­
ter do not come from lack of 
rainfall, but from m an's neglect 
of using water wisely.
