The U S News piece is based on an official study made by a 
uivtsiua of the DeparUnent of ComuiCTce. Tills Is ttie first such 
government study of its kind, so no exact comparisons can be 
made u’lth past times However, Commerce says that the move­
ment of industry into the smaller communities has steadily in­
creased in recent years And one plant-location specialist reports 
that more than 90 per cent of all the new factories built since 
World War II ended have gone into communities In the under- 
50,000 population bracket. While this has been happening, he 
adds. " . the large traditional manufacturing cities of the U.
S have lost ground rapidly **

The magasine gives a number of specific examples of 
the trend, based on checks of business executives and in­
dustrial authorities.

A large part of the answer can be given in one 
word—*‘Co8ts.** An expert says, “More and more Industries are 
rinding that their costs—for labor, transportation, fringe benefits, 
plant overhead and utilities—are often lower in smaller com­
munities than in big cities ** On top of that, smaller communities

This does not mean that the big city is due to wither 
on the vine industrially.

'Dimes Opens First Birth Defects Center
A  birth defects study 

center, the first of its kind 
designed to combine clini­
cal treatment with research 
and teaching, has just been 
officially opened at Colum­
bus, Ohio. It is supported 
by funds from the New  
March of Dimes, which is 
now engaged in its January
canmaign for contributions 
to fis
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ight three major crip­
pling diseases including, 
besides birth defects, ar­
thritis and polio.

Medical experts ssy that 
birth defects are the biggest 
unmet childhood medical prob­
lem in the United States today. 
There are more than 600 differ­
ent kinds of birth defects, or 
"congenital malformation^ as 
they are called by doctors. They 
range all the viray from harelip 
and clubfoot to mental retarda­
tion.

Some 250,000 Am erican  
babies are bom each year with 
one or more significant birth 
defects; and about half of this 
number are doomed to a life­
time of serious illness or crip­
pling. About 34,000 infants each 
year are stillliom because of 
these afflictions, oi die within 
the first month of life. Medical 
science as yet has few clues 
to the causes of these disorders 
that occur before birth; and 
there are few known methods 
of prevention.

One is to push some of the 
more prosperous countries to begin their own foreign aid pro­
grams and thus relieve the United States of a portion of this 
continuing burden.

Another la to cause some of these countries either to 
Strengthen their own defense forces or contribute to tho support 
of American forces in their territories,

A  third is to require that United States loans to other coun­
tries should be spent in this country wherever possible.

content and In different forms, 
such as blocks, cubes, cakes, 
pellets, dry and liquid bulk. The 
form makes little to no differ­
ence In cattle performance.

There are, however, some fac­
tors which should receive at­
tention, points out Thompson 
Labor required for feeding the 
supplements is an important 
consideration and leas is needed 
with some of the forms avail­
able. The cost per pound of 
protein should be considered. 
Cattle do well on a single source 
protein, says the specialist. 
Their protein requirements are 
available In the protein from 
cottonseed, soybean or linseed. 
Consideration should be given 
to the cost per poupd instead 
of how many different sources 
of protein are In the supple­
ment

The amount of supplement to 
feed will vary with is protein 
content. Under most Texas 
range conditions, the feeding 
should be based on two pounds 
of a 41 per cent crude protein 
per brood cow per day. A pro­
tein content of half this amount 
would mean doubling the feed 
In order to meet the dally pro­
tein requirement.

W INTERKILL OF SOME CROPS
Winterkill Is Influenced by 

unbalanced fretlllser use High 
nitrogen levels without ade- 
qutoa potash will, over a period 
of years. Increase the haxards 
of winterkill o f Coastal Bermu­
da grass and small grains, says 
John Box, agronomist for the 
Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service

In tests conducted by scien­
tists of the U. 8. Department 
of Agriculture In cooperation 
with the Georgia Agricultural 
Experiment Station, Box says it 
was found that winterkill of 
Coastal was most severe on 
plots which had received com­
binations of high nitrogen fer­
tilisation and low potassium for 
the past three ytart.

As the amounts of nitrogen 
Increased, winterkill caused 
progressively more damage, e-s- 
peclally on plants receiving no 
potash High rates of nitrogen 
stimulate vegetative g r o w t h  
with the subsequent drain of 
natural phosphorus and potas­
sium even on soils which are 
relatively high In these nutri­
ents.

Potash Is effective in harden­
ing the plant material, thus 
counteracting the effects of the 
nitrogen and making the crop 
more hardy. These Georgia 
tests, point up the need fo^ 
keeping plant nutrients in bal­
ance Damage ranged from 35 
to 02 per cent to Coastal stands 
in the spring o f 1958 following 
the severe winter In the Georgia 
area.

Clementine Wilmeth Briley Writes 

From Temporary Home In El Paso
By CLEMENTINE WILMETH BRILEY

This Is New Year’s Day, 1960. 
El Paso’s Oala Day. ’The day of 
the Sun Carnival. The midnight 
whistles were blowing before we 
went to bed last night, so we 
weren’t very early risers this 
morning. The parade was to be 
at ten o'clock. All cars were 
headed for as near Montana 
Street — the parade street — as 
they could get. We went down 
Wyoming bumper to bumper, 
four lanes deep. When at last 
we could go no farther, all cars 
parked In the street. We must 
walk a few blocks to reach the 
two - story brick apartment 
house on the north side o f Mon­
tana Street where lives our 
good friend, Mrs. Crooks. Here 
a group of church friends watch 
the parade every year.

I was carrying a pan of cup 
cakes. So was Grace. Johnny 
was carrying a blanket Besides 
their cameras Bill and Billy 
were carrying chairs for Grace 
and Johnny.
