Of course, this repre­
sents commercial fish, but act­
ually the average might not be 
much different from the con­
sumption by the sports fisher­
man.

It Is significant that S3 per 
cent of last year's commercial 
catch came from the Atlantic 
seaboard, which Includes the 
Oulf of Mexico

Also It Is significant to note 
that Pascagula, Mississippi, re­
ported the processing of 164 
million pounds of menhaden 
and other Industrial fish. These

Incidentally, we are glad that 
this Industry Is In Mississippi. 
Smelly menhaden plants could 
ruin a lot of good recreational 
areas on our Texas coast.

Texas Is making raiMd strides 
In betterment of Its commercial 
fishing conditions. In the first 
place, the fishing Industry has 
come to the realization that It 
must abide by certain man­
made laws, or fall with the eco­
nomic laws They realize that 
unless reasonable controls are 
placed, the Industry may soon 
die for the lack of fish

Fortunately, tne Texas Game 
Sc Fish Commission, during the 
last few years, has been making 
rapid strides In its coastal 
studies. Even with these con­
stant studies on the part of our 
state commission, the Bureau of 
Fisheries, and the University 
Marine In.stltute, we still know 
so little about the real condi­
tion of the gulf waters and 
coast fishing.

Biologists constantly are at 
work mapping the movement of 
fish, studying their spawning 
and nesting grounds, and at­
tempting to learn more about 
their productive habits. It's a 
big job, and one that tak^s a 
lot of time and money.

Unfortunately, there is con­
siderable strife between com­
mercial and sports fishing. Each 
has Its place and neither can 
claim the exclusive right to 
fishing. But each must consider 
that certain laws of nature 
must be complied with If we are 
to continue to have fishing on 
our Texas coast.

We have been able to make 
much more progrew In our 
Inland fishing potential. Biolo­
gists are making rapid strides 
In their efforts to whip the 
rough fish situation.

In some places a complete kill 
is necessary before a lake can

be cleaned and good fishing re­
stored. This was the case in the 
Rio Grande Valley not to long 
ago, when Llano Grande was 
given the works by a corps of 
Game A Fish Commls.slon biolo­
gists. They went In with every­
thing known to science and kill­
ed out the fish by the ton.

When the dead fish were 
gathered up they proved what 
the biologists already knew. The 
rough fish had taken over the 
impoundment. They took gars 
more than 6 feet long; carp, 
buffalo and other undesirable 
fl.'rh were there by the millions.

Gnly a handful of edible fish 
was taken from the water. This, 
despite the fact that frequent 
stockings had been made from 
state owned hatcheries.

Other lakes to receive treat­
ments In Texas within the past 
year have Inillratad that better 
fishing results almost immedi­
ately.

Technical Improvement of 
methods is making possible a 
better handling o f the whole 
rough fish situation Unfortun­
ately it is Impossible to disinte­
grate the desirable from the 
undesirable fish In any reason­
able extent. The biologists have 
f o u n d  that with certain 
strength c h e m i c a l  treatment 
they can kill off some of the 
rough fish. But they must hold 
down their dosage In order that 
they will not kill off the desir­
able fish.

Local clubs and authorities 
are cooF>erating in this Inland 
program of curbing the rough 
fi.sh and making fishing condi­
tions better In their waters. As 
a result, sports fishermen are 
profiting.

And speaking of sports fish­
ing, it has been picking up 
around Rollover pass near Port 
Bolivar. The Game Commission 
ha.s completed its cut through 
the peninsula and water now Is 
flowing between the bay and 
the gulf.

There Is fantastic fishing on 
both sides.

And for once, the highway de­
partment has recognized fish­
ing. It has built a walkway on 
the side of the bridge across 
the pass so that fishermen 
won't be blocking traffic. Let's 
hope the engineers do the same 
thing at Aransas Pass, where a 
new multi-mlllion-dollar cause­
way is being built.

locker plants throughout the 
state and deliver them to L. M. 
Rathbone, Austin UxldermUt, 
He In turn will pass the hides 
out to tanneries.

San Angelo will pick up the 
hides there and route them In­
to Austin.

The entire operation is on a 
cost free basis, to provide the 
hides which will be used by 
patients in mental hospitals 
and special schools for hand 
crafting.
