Gradually they have come to
advise “permissive feeding” dur-
ing the infant's first few weeks,
with the assurance that he will,
with a little assistance by the
mother, gradually adapt himself
to a somewhat flexible sched- |
ule soon thereafter; and this
plan seems to make some sense

jut mothers also have been led
to suppose that if the infant
hasn't helped to derive a sched-
ule by the time he is several |
months of age or older, there is |
nothing to worry abouf |
False Advice

Along with the delightful re-
Jease of the mother from worry
over schedules for the child be- |
fore he is 18 months or two
years of age, has arisen another
assurance: Don't worry if he
doesn't choose to eat a balanced |
diet. Jut keep offering him
what he should eat and, if he
doesn't want some of it, give|
him something else he will like. |

give him substitutes in fish, |
cheese and the like to provide |

A field upon which applica-
tion for Iinspection is made
must show evidence of good
management. The Texas De-
partment of Agriculture ap-
proved inspector must inspect
for isolation varietal purity,
other crop diseases, weed and
noxious weeds. The field must
meet high standards for each
of these factors. Seed eligible
under the Certification Pro-
gram must pass high laboratory
standards for pruity, other crop
seed, inert matter, weed seed,
noxious weed seed, and germin-
ation.

The Texas Department of Ag-
riculture inspector draws offi-

cial seed samples from tagged
Foundation, Registered and’
Certified seed for testing by
the department’s seed labora-
tories as a further means eof
checking to see that such seed
meets with seed certification
standards.

Question: I have a cleaning
woman who works for me one
day a week. I pay her $5 plus
her carfare and also provide her
lunch. Should I be reporting
her wages for social security?

Answer: Yes. If she works for
you every week, her cash wages
over a three-month period will
amount to more than $50. Any
household worker who is paid
$50 or more in cash wages by
one employer during a calen-
dar quarter of the year is cov-
ered by social security. The em-
ployer is required by law to
file a return, reporting the
amount of wages paid to the
employee, and to pay the so-
cial security taxes due on those
wages. If you give her cash for
her carfare, it counts as part
of her cash wages. Car tokens
do not count, nor does the lunch
you serve her.
