He was burled with a 
Remlngton-Beais, 44 - caliber 
cap and ball revolver (such as 
used by the U. S. Army), an 
Army officer's metal belt buc­
kle, a scalping knife, a leather 
saddle bag. remnants of a bridle, 
an Iron bit. an antler flaking 
tool, and a two-quart Army is­
sue kettle of copper or brass.

This young adult male Indian 
was buried Comanche style, 
with hU valuables and orna­
ments. These Included a copper 
ring, ornamental bone breast­
plate, and a pouch of cinnabar 
(mercury ore) for painting the 
face and body.

There is much debate whether 
the Indian was an Army Scout 
or was with a hostile tribe.

News About 
Sccial Security

Texas has been added to the 
list of states who may divide 
their retirement systems for so­
cial security purpose.s. This ap­
plies to employees of the state 
and local government Including 
school districts. The change was 
made by the 1980 amendments 
to the Social Security Act. ac­
cording to Maurice M Chastain, 
district manager of the local so­
cial security office.

It is now possible for a local 
government unit whose em­
ployees are under a retirement 
system to enter Into an agree­
ment to cover for social secur­
ity benefits only those em­
ployees who want to be covered

This change Is especially im­
portant to Texas school dist­
ricts. Chastain pointed out. 
School boards can now take ac­
tion to give social security cov­
erage to those teachers desiring 
coverage w i t h o u t  Including 
those who do not want It.

Local government bodies en­
tering Into a coverage agree­
ment this ]rear may set as the 
effective date of coverage any 
date as early as January 1, 1958 
or later. If a retroactive date Is 
elected, the retroactive taxes 
will, of course, have to be paid, 
Chastain said
