AUSTIN. TEX.—House mem­
bers astonished many observers 
by giving, for the first time In 
recent memory, a favorable vote 
to a general sales tax.

A 2 per cent retail sales tax 
by Rep. Charles N. Wilson of 
Trinity was approved 75-to-65, 
on second reading and 76-to-62 
on final passage. It Is now in 
the hands of the Senate.

Food, feed, farm machinery, 
seed, fertilizer, medicine and 
medical needs are exempt from 
the bill. Its tax yield is variously 
estimated at fiom $127,000.000 
to $140,000,000 a year.

Before the bill was given pre­
liminary passage, Wilson staved 
o ff efforts of sales tax oppon­
ents to put on amendments to 
make the bill also Include a 
corporation Income tax, gradu­
ated Income tax and graduated 
oil revenue tax.

Governor Daniel announced 
his opposition to the Wilson bill 
before It came up on the House 
floor. After the House vote, the 
governor refused to say whether 
he would veto the measure If 
it should be finally passed by 
both Houses.

New Teacher Pay Approach— 
A teacher pay raise plan design-1 
ed to offer more incentive for 
heads of families and career 
teachers has been proposed by 
Rep. Jack Woods of Waco.

Wood’s bill would provide a 
lower raise In the basic mini­
mum than Is recommended by 
the Texas State Teachers Asso­
ciation, but It would offer high­
er Increments (increases for ex­
perience) than ’T8TA  asks.

Wood's bill would provide an 
across-the-board raise of only 
$234 a year compared to TSTA’s 
$810. But under the Woods bill, 
a teacher with 10 years’ experi­
ence would make $4,950 a year 
compared to $4.554 under the 
TSTA schedule. Wood’s bill 
would also make special provi­

sion for teachers, either men or 
women, responsible lor the sup­
port of a household.

138 million decision for or acslnst Texas motorists will be made 
In Congress between now and midnight, June 30 A number of 
Texas Congressmen hare been frank to say they will stick by 
the promise Congress made two years ago when It raised the 
federal gasoline tax from three cents a gallon to four cents — a 
$38 million a year Increase on Texas gasoline users. The promise: 
to cut the tax back to three cents June 30. 1981.

This promise can be carried out without slowing down the 
big federal highway construction program. All Congress has to 
do is insist that some $800 million a year In various automotive 
taxes- -paid by the same taxpayer who pays gasoline taxes— be 
spent on highways rather than for general governmental pur­
poses.

These chemicals can also be ap­
plied aa a foliage spray in late 
evening when the plants are 
actively growing. In general, 
spraying will give quicker re­
sults but will not last as long 
as proper soil application. Ap­
plications of large amounts of 
well rotted compost at regular 
Intervals are also recommended.

Bereral questions directed to 
McBee’s office concern NK-37, 
a seeded variety of Bermuda 
grass developed In Arlaona. Ex­
periment Station tests and nu­
merous field trials supervised by 
county agricultural agents re­
veal generally good results dur­
ing the first growing season. 
First year yields may surpass 
yields of Coastal, but It is usu­
ally a different story during the 
second growing season, the pas­
ture specialist says. NK-37 
showed a high degree of suscep­
tibility to  leaf spot disease, and 
attacks often were severe by 
mid-summer.

HEALTHY ORNAMENTALS

Chlorotic plants are found In 
all sections of Texas, but are 
more prevalent In areas with 
alkaline, calcareous soUa, ats we 
have In Mills County.

Chlorosis or yellowing of 
plants results when the green 
coloring matter falls to develop 
or Is destroyed. Affected plants 
range from light green to yellow 
to almost white.

The loss of color Is most o f­
ten due to lack of Iron In plants. 
The diseased condition may also 
be due to viruses, deficiencies 
of sulphur, manganese or nitro­
gen, poor drainage or aeration.

Lack of Iron Is most common 
la apple, apricot, arborvitae, 
ash, catalpa, cedar, cherry laur­
el, Chinese tallow, c i t r u s ,  
grasses, magnolia, o l e a n d e r ,  
peaches, p e c a n ,  pyracantha, 
rose, strawberry and many oth­
er shrubs and flowers. Most 
soils on which Iron chlorosis 
occurs are well supplied with 
Iron, but It Is In a form unavail­
able for plant use.

Iron chlorosis Is controlled by 
adding iron sulfate (copperas) 
or Iron chelates to the soil. 
These chemicals can also be ap­
plied as a foliage spray in late 
evening when the plants are 
actively growing. In general, 
spraying will give quicker re­
sults but will not last as long 
as proper soil application. Ap­
plications of large amounts of 
well rotted compost at regular 
intervals are also recommended.

Questions And 
Answers About 
Social Security

Question: I  have heard that 
the amount o f my social secur­
ity benefits will depend upon 
my earnings. Does the Social 
Security Administration k e e p  
any record of what I  have been 
earning?

Answer: Yes. I f  you work In 
business or Industry, your em­
ployer reports your earnings, as 
well as your name and social 
security number, every three 
months, i f  you are self-employ­
ed. your report o f earnings for 
social security credits Is made 
as a part of your Federal In­
come tax return.

Question: It looks as If I 
should have filed a repiort of 
earnings from farm self-em­
ployment for the last five years. 
I  did not know at the time that 
I had to fUe. Is there any way 
that I  can get social security 
credit for the years before i960?

Answer; Even If your tax re­
turns are late, the law gives you 
a limited amount of ex»rs time 
In which you can get i/icial 
security credit for yourself- 
employment Income. (Farm as 
well as other types of business). 
This extra time runs out after 
April 15. 19S1, for the year 
1957, so It Is Important that re­
turns for 1957 be filed before 
that date. Credit cannot be 
given for 195S or before, on the 
basis of a return filed now.

Texas is a great stat« for 
hunters seeking lesser scaup 
and for fishermen angling for 
channel bass, spotted weakflsb 
and cobia.

I f  you’re an outdoorsman and 
these names don’t ring a fami­
liar bell don’t be alarmed. They 
are not new species Introduced 
to the state. They are species 
that have been here for a long, 
long time. You know them well 
—but by other names.

Actually you know them by 
their sectional names rather 
t h a n  their common proper 
name«.

The leaser scaup Is the blue- 
bill; the channel bass Is the 
redflsh; the spotted weakflsh Is 
the speckled trout; and the 
cobia Is the ling.

For many, many years there 
has been considerable confusion 
over the common names of fish, 
birds and animals. With Texas’ 
population growing, that con­
fusion has spread Into the Lone 
Star State because many of the 
folks now residing here came 
from other sections of the 
nation.

All fish, birds and animals 
have scientific names. But few 
people can pronounce these 
Latin names, much less remem­
ber them.

In a scientific name, the first 
name Is the genus and the sec­
ond name b> the species. At 
times there will be a third name 
which Indicates a .sub-species.

We won’t go Into the scien­
tific names applied to our wild­
life. but let’s consider the prop­
er common names — and sec­
tional name.s or nicknames — 
applied to some o f our birds 
and fish.

Let’s first consider some of 
the freshwater fish common to 
the state. Listed below are the 
proper common names o f fish, 
followed by the sectional names 
or nicknames:

Large Mouth Bass — Black 
bass ,  btgmouth, bronzeback. 
southern trout, green trout and 
llnesides.

White Bats— Sand ban, silver 
bass, striped bass, trljier, sandy 
and barfish.

BlneglU—Blue bream, blue- 
mouth, sunfish, bream, copper­
head bream and doUardee.

White Grapple—TTiU fUh has 
more sectional names than any 
other fish. Just a few Include: 
bride perch, bachelor, campbel- 
Mte, papermouth, Mc-a-lalte, 
lampllgbeter, chinquapin perch 
and goggle eye.

Saltwater fish common to 
Texas hare their share of nick 
names. Here are a few:

Chanael Ban -Redflsh, red 
drum, bronseback and spot-tall.

Spotted WeakfUh — Speckled 
trout, speck, spotted sqneteague, 
saltwater trout and yellow- 
mouth trout.

CeMa—Ling, lemonflsh, ser­
geant fish, Ilngcod and buoy- 
tender.

Now let’s try the same thing 
with eome o f the waterfowl 
that winter in our state:

Canada Geese Honker. Ca­
nadian honker, rlngneck goose, 
whltecheek, northern goose and 
winter goose.

Snow Goose — White brant, 
wavy and galup goose. It should 
be pointed out here that the 
true brant doesn’t come to Tex­
as. It  Is found strictly on the 
Atlantic and Pacific coasts and 
then In very limited areas. Any 
true brant that comes Into 
7>xas Is a non-conformUt.

FintaH—Sprig, spike, duck, 
splke-tall duck, gooseneck duck 
and whistling duck.

Dlallard — Oreenhead, north­
ern mallard, winter mallard 
and puddle r.

Leaser Scanp — Bluebell, raft 
duck, blackle and blackheads.

Ruddy Duck—This duck has 
33 nicknames. Just a few In­
clude: masked duck, robber
duck, fantall duck, blackcap, 
blackjack, ruddy and splketall.

It sounds odd that the ruddy 
duck should be called “ fantall" 
and “splketall." But here’s why. 
When the duck Is flying, the 
tall does look like a spike. At 
rest on the water the duck 
spreads Its tall like a fan.

Some time ago the Outdoor 
Writers Association o f America 
compiled a list of American 
sports fish, using one name 
only to deslgnat« each species. 
Although OWAA released the 
list several years ago, moat 
writers continue to use the most 
common name used In their 
respective areas.

So It looks like we’ll have to 
live In a world where many 
names will be applied to the 
same fish, bird or animal--re­
gardless o f how confusing It 
might be.

Just because a fellow call* 
a fish by a name other than the 
one you apply to It, don’t  take 
the guy for a foreigner or a 
dunderhead.

It  Just might so happen that 
he kni}ws more about the fish 
than you do, even If be does 
refer to It by a different name.
