banks were helping farmers and
ranchers with $509 million in
loans, 21 per cent more than a
year previous. This total in-
cluded $430 million in produc-
tion loans and $79 million in
farm mortgages. At the same
time, $344 million in farm loans
was held by life insurance com-
panies; $263 million by the Fed-
eral Land Banks; $135 million
by Production Credit Associa-
tions; and $69 million in non-
real estate loans plus $54 million
in real estate loans by the Far-
mers Home Administration.
About 68 per cent of the produc-
tion credit extended by lending
institutions to Texas farmers
and ranchers came from banks.
