Austin, Texas — Capitol talk 
is centering around Texas’ new 
double-standard for voter quali­
fication.

There’s a lot of speculation 
and some concern In political 
circles.

Ratification by South Dakota 
will place Into effect a Federal 
constitutional amendment ab­
olishing the poll tax as a re- 
requlrment for voting in future 
federal elections:

1. Texans who want to vote 
for state and local, as well as 
federal officials, still must have 
poll tax receipts or appropriate 
exemptions.

2. Those who are content to 
vote for president, vice presi­
dent, U S senator and con­
gressman only, won’t have to 
pay. But still they must get a 
free poll tax receipt from their 
tax collector.

The new “registration” re- 
i qiurement for federal electlona 
j  tikes effect after the U. S. Oen- 
I eral S e r v i c e s  Administrator 
I certifies that the amendment la 
officially part of the federal 

' constitution.
j  Thirty days will be allowed 
I voters, after the amendment 
I goes Into effect to obtain the 
I special receipts stamped “poll 
I tax not paid." These “ tickets’ ’
I admit one to vote In federal 
elections. After this year, they 
must be obtained during the 
regular poll tax period of Oc- 

; tober 1-January 31.
I For t IX collectors and elec- I tion officials these additional 
j  headaches will be presented;

Separate poll lists must be 
compiled for those who have 
paid the poll tax and those who 
have not; non-paying voters 
must get a ballot containing 
only the offices and proposi­
tions which they are eligible to 
vote on; all propositions except 
federal offices must be “ locked 
out" on voting machines; and 
election returns must show 
sep irately those voting on free 
receipts.

Legal experts think the state 
law passed In anticipation of 
the federal amendment’s ratifi­
cation takes care of most m w g- 
encies and will prevent chaos, 
¡; not confusion. Detailed In­
structions soon will be sent to 
county tax collectors by Secre­
tary of State Crawford Martin.

Oov. John Connally, mean­
while, warned Texans that fail­
ure to pay the poll tax commits 
them to “only half a vote In the 
1964 elections " Connally Joined 
groups on all sides of the polit­
ical fences In the final week’s 
campaign to pump up lagging 
payments.
