Modernisation of the post of­
fice building at Ooldthwalte, 
Texas, was further advanced 
yesterday with the announce­
ment by Postmaster General 
John A. Oronouskl that a con­
tract has been awarded to Mr. 
and Mrs. Oscar T. Burns to re­
model and lea.se the building to 
the Post Office Department un­
der terms of a 10-year lease, 
with optiotis to renew the lease 
for an additional 20 years.

"Although we are continuing 
to build new post offices where 
they are needed," Mr. Oron­
ouskl said, "we are constantly 
re-assessIng our lease construc­
tion p r o g r a m  to determine 
whether present buildings can 
be altered or remodeled to take 
care of our expanding volume 
of mall. In this instance It was 
determined that a moderniza­
tion process would be more ec­
onomical to the Government 
and still satisfy the needs of 
the Postal Service In this area.

' The construction program Is 
being concentrated In those 
areas where the need is urgent 
and suitable space cannot be 
obtained except through new 
construction.

"We now have about 45.000 
post office locations throughout 
the country, handling a volume 
of 68 billion pieces of mall a 
year. By 1970 it Is expected to 
rise to 90 billion. It Is clear, 
therefore, that we must re­

double our efforts, not only in 
expanding our capacity but also 
in devising new postal techni­
ques to meet the demands of 
our growing population."

The Department's capital In­
vestment Is limited substanti­
ally to postal equipment, while 
the building remains under 
private ownership with the 
owner paying local real estate 
taxes

"This formula,” Mr. Oron­
ouskl said, "utilizes the resour­
ces and investment funds of 
private enterprise for needed 
postal buildings."

The remodeling Is expected 
to be completed early in the Fall 
of 1964. It will Include air con­
ditioning, fluorescent lighting, 
etc.

1964 Feed Grain 
Program Offers 
Advance Pay

Growers who take part In the 
1964 feed grain program may 
receive a part of the diversion 
payment in advance, E. L. Bur­
kett, Chairman, Agricultural 
Stabilization and Conservation 
C o u n t y  Committee, has an­
nounced. As last year, the pro­
gram will be available for com, 
grain sorghum, and barley.

Up to one-half of the estimat­
ed total diversion payment may 
be made In advance, at the par­
ticipant's request, at the time 
of signing up or as soon as pos­
sible after that time, the Chair­
man explained. The rest of the 
diversion payment and all of 
the price support payment of­
fered by the program will be 
made next fall.

'The advance payment provi­
sion should be of substantial 
benefit to growers who can use 
some extra ready cash during 
the spring planting season.

As In 1963, the 1964 feed grain 
program offers participants a 
payment for diversion of eligible 
cropland to approved conserv­
ing uses, and a price support 
pa3rment on the normal produc­
tion of the 1964 feed grain acre­
age. Participating growers will 
also qualify for price support 
loans or purchase agreements 
on their entire production from 
the feed grain acreage.

The acreage of corn, grain 
sorghum, and barley has been 
combined Into one total feed 
grain base for each farm, and 
a producer may divert one or 
more of the feed grains In the 
total base. His diversion pay­
ment will be made at the per- 
acre rate applying to the grain 
diverted. ITie minimum diver­
sion under the program will be 
20 per cent of the farm's feed 
grain base acreage.

While participating in the 
1964 feed grain program Is vol­
untary, the price support pay­
ment and loans—as well as the 
diversion payments — will be 
available only to growers who 
carry out the program's provi­
sions.

Signup for the program will 
continue at Mills ASCS County 
office through March 27.
