The State Highway Depart- I 
ment traditionally has been ac- | 
live In promoting tourist travel , 
in Texas. The Department op-  ̂
erates seven hospitality centers | 
on key highways entering the 
state and publishes and dls- | 
tributes travel-oriented litera­
ture, Including the official Tex­
as Highway Map.

Lt. Oov. Smith promised to 
ask other lieutenant governors 
to petition Congress for a re­
view and "practical relief.” A 
s i m i l a r  resolution may b e ' 
brought before presiding o ffi­
cers of House of Representatives 
by Texas House speaker Byron 
Tunnell. However, It Is doubtful 
how congress could Interevene 
except by submitting a consti­
tutional amendment spelling 
out authority for states to have 
real bicameral (two-house) leg­
islatures If they x-ant to.

A Texas legislative committee
