Four Millionth 
IH Tractor Sett 
Production Record

A new tractor production rec­
ord was established recently 
when the four millionth tractor 
produced by international Har- 
vaster Company rolled off the 
production line.

The only manufacturer in the 
world to accomplish this feat, 
IH produced Its first tractor In 
1908.

Interestingly, It wasn’t even 
known as a tractor then, but 
was Identified as a “gasoline 
traction engine,” later shorten­
ed to “ tractor,” according to 
Norman Duren, Duren Equip­
ment (Company, IH dealer In 
Ooldthwaite.

Total production that first 
year was 14 tractors, Mr. Duren 
said. Nine of these first 14 were 
only 13 hp.

In comparison, the four mil­
lionth tractor off IH production 
lines was a Farmall 808, a new 
model introduced last year, and 
one of the most powerful farm 
tractors in the field today with 
94.9 hp at the power take off.
