Each year the amount of
left over after all expenses of
operation have been met is al-
located to the members in pro-
portion to their total bill. This
money which is left over is not
called a “profit” because it does
not belong to the cooperative
it belongs to the members. For
this reason, it is called the
“margin” and is shown as be-
longing to the member in the
ledger accounts of the Co-op.

The refund of $37,000 was
mailed to the members in time
for Christmas and gave an ad-
ded boost to the economy of
the entire area. There were
over 3,000 individual checks and
the amount represented 15% of
the total electric bills paid dur-

ing the period 1944 through
