Producers Favor Deductions To Too Late To CIsm

Promote Mohair And Its Products
The U. 8. Department of Ag 

rlculture announced today that 
preliminary returns show pro­
ducers have approved deduc­
tions from payments on mohair 
to finance the promotion o f mo­
hair and fte products. In a mail 
referendum which ended Feb­
ruary IT, 80J per cent o f the 
producers voting, who owned 
78.8 per cent of the Angora 
goats represented tn the refer­
endum. favored a proposed s- 
greement between the Secretary 
of Agriculture and the Mohair 
Council of America. Inc. The 
agreement authorizes deduc­
tions for the promotion pro­
gram.

To become effective, the a- 
greement had to be approved by 
either two-thirds o f the produ­
cers. or by producers o f two- 
thirds of the production, repre­
sented in the referendum. The 
preliminary results show 5,184 
producers voting o f whom 4,158 
voted for the agreement and 
1,026 voted against It. The pro­
ducers voting for the agreement 
owned 1,901,015 Angora goats, 
from which mohair is shorn, 
and those voting against the a- 
greement owned 512.058 goats. 
O f the 5,184 ballots cast, 4,486 
were by producers located In 
Texas. The remaining votes 
came from producers In Arl- 
sona, Colorado, Michigan, Mis­
souri, New Mexico, Ohio, Okla­
homa, Oregon. Utah and West 
Virginia.

The proposed agreement au­
thorizes the Mohair Council, an 
organization of mohair produ­
cers, to conduct an advertising 
and sales promotional program 
for mohair and Its products 
similar to the promotion pro­
grams for wool and lambs which 
have been In effect since 1956. 
To finance the promotion pro- 
STsm, it authorizes deductions 
from payment under the Na­
tional Wool Act on mohair mar­

keted during the 4 years. 1966 
through 1969. The deductions 
may not exceed cents a 
pound of mohair marketed. > 

The final voted will be an- | 
nounced about mid-March after j 
the final results are received,' 
and a later announcement will 
be made on the signing of the 
agreement.
