Uahed yield In the 1987 pro­

3 For small farms (with a 
base of 25 acres or leas, a diver­
sion payment will be available 
at 30 per cent of the toUl sup­
port rate times the farm yield 
for the first 30 per cent acreage 
diversion, and at the regular 45 
per cent payment rate on the 
remaining acreage diverted to 
a conserving use

4 As In 1987, producers with 
com-aorghum base acreages up 
to 125 acres will have the option 
of temporarily reducing this 
base dowm to 25 acres and still 
be eligible for the small farm 
provision provided that no com 
or grain sorghum la planted for 
harvest on the farm and the 25 
acres are diverted to a conserv­
ing use.

5 Price-support loan levels 
under the 19M program will be 
the same as In 1987—for com. a 
national average of $105 per 
bushel: for sorghum, a national 
average of $161 per hundred- 
wrelght.

7 Barley la not Included In 
the 1988 feed grain program, 
and producers of this crop will 
be eligible for barley price-sup­

8. Price-support loan levels for 
feed grain crops not covered by 
the feed grain program are na­
tional average of 90 cents per 
bushel for barley, 63 cents a 
bushel for oata, and $102 a 
bushel for rye.

Mr. Tabor said that further 
program details will be announ­
ced prior to signup time. The 
qucstlorts atlU to be answered 
concern the availability of ad­
vance payments, the production 
of substitute crops on diverted 
acreages, and whether soybeans 
may be planted on com-sor- 
ehum acreage In 1988 as In 1987 
without loss of the feed grain 
price-support payments.

Signups for participation in 
the 1968 feed grain, wheat, and 
cotton programs will take place 
concurrently during February 
and March 1988.
