A Word From 1RS 
On Credit Cards 
For Income Tax

The Internal Revenue Serv­
ice announced today that It has 
not entered Into any arrange­
ments with banks or others (or 
the payment of taxes by credit 
card or through any other cred­
it means. The 1RS said It will 
not accept credit cards and that 
any credit arrangement for the 
payment of federal taxes Is 
strictly between the taxpayer 
and his bank or other credit 
company.

On the other hand, if a check 
or other document Issued by a 
bank or credit company and 
used by a taxpayer In payment 
of Uuces is acceptable by the 
Federal Reserve District con­
cerned as a negotiable instru­
ment for banking purposes. It 
will be accepted by the 1RS, ’The 
1RS said, however, that if a 
check or similar Instrument is 
not honored by the bank on 
which It Is drawn, the taxpayer 
may be subject to penalties.

The tax laws provide a pen­
alty of one per cent of the 
amount of a n y  dishonored 
check and a minimum penalty 
of $S.(X).
