In the seventlei. blight os 

those years may appear, we will 
be entering a crisis — a world 
crisis far greater than either of 
the world wars or the Korean 
or Vietnam conflicts.

ThU disaster Is beginning to 
show Itself now.

Even 
today two-thirds of the world’s 
population go to bed hungry. 
We os Future Farmer* cannot 
escape the bleak realities that 
look us in the eye.
