patient care. The Instructions 
started June 15 and sessions 
were completed last Wednes­
day.

The Instructor for the course 
was Mrs. Clyde (Sue) Cockrum 
Jr.. B. S. R. N.. who has spent 
the past year working In the 
coronary care unit at Seton 
Hospital In Austin.

Instructions covered two- 
hour clast sessions on Monday, 
Wednesday, and Friday o f each 
week along with actual coron­
ary patient care. Instructions 
also Included demonstrations 
and practice o f mouth-to- 
mouth resuacltatlon and cardiac 
massage with ‘*resusi-anne,”  a 
life slse manikin doll vrlth arti­
ficial lungs for training pur- 
poaes.

New coronary patient care 
facilities were Installed recent­
ly In ChUdreas Hospital and are 
now In full use taking care of 
heart patients. The equipment 
Includes Osclllascope . central 
monotorlng station located at 
the nurses’ station. The unit, 
when It was Irutalled. had two 
monitors. The third has recent­
ly been added and the fourth Is 
on order. The unit which In­
cludes and Electrocardlagram 
printer, has a capacity for six 
monitors for direct contM t be­
tween the nurses’ central sta­
tion and the Individual patient 
rooms Each monitor haa a di­
rect line to the room where 
electrodes are taped to the pa­
tient for monitoring the pa­
tient’s heart reaction ’This In­
cludes heart rate measurement. 
puUe rate count, etc. There Is 
also a monitor In the patient’s 
room where patient's condition 
may be observed by nursing 
s ta ff members on duty.

The facilities also Include 
cardiac craah cart equipment 
with a full line o f emergency 
drugs and supplies, emergency 
oxygen, cardiac board for heart 
massage, and other supplies. 
This cart and contents, are 
checked dally to see that all 
supplies are In place for any 
emergency call or need In the 
hosplUl. Also, the Defibrillator 
machine equipment for emerg­
ency treatment of cardiac ar­
rest cases. Including shock to 
stimulate heart beat.

I t  was Installed just three 
months ago and the Defibrilla­
tor has been used five times 
during this period, according to 
Dr. M. A. Childress.

Delivery Service
Congressman Omar Burleson 

this week annouiKed that near­
ly 20.(M0 families —  about 80.000 
individuals — have been provid­
ed with mail delivery service lor 
the first time under a recent 
order from the Postmaster Gen­
eral.

At Mullin. 7 fam ine« and 26 
individuals have benefited from 
this new delivery service order.

The order benefits those per­
sons served out of about 17,000 
first, second or third class post 
offices that do not have citv 
delivery services.

Where they live more than a 
half mile away from  the post 
office they have been eligible 
for rural delivery services all 
along. However, under this new 
order, they will need to live only 
a minimum quarter m ile away 
to get the service.

Many additional persons aiC 
qualified but service has not yet 
been extended because the ad­
vantages o f the new program 
are not fully understood in some 
communities. For this reason, 
the Post O ffice Department has 
distributed Information on the 
program widely.

Under the new order, those 
desiring the service in qualified 
areas need only contact their 
postmasters.

A total o f 841 post offices have 
already provided mall deliver­
ies under the new liberalized 
standards.
