The grass is greener on both 
sides of the fence now and with 
a little luck, we can go Into the 
winter with some grazing. After 
the good rains that we have 
had. It is hard to imagine that 
anything bad could come from 
It. However, If caution is not 
taken with our livestock, especi­
ally cattle, a large number of 
livestock could be lost to prussic 
acid poisoning.

After the extended dry weath­
er which we have just had and 
then the sudden change with 
rainfall and cool cloudy weath­
er, prussic poisoning is very 
likely In the new growth of 
Sudan, Johnsongras.s, and other 
hybrid sorghums. If livestock is 
being grazed on a field and not 
taken off, the possibility of be­
ing affected is not as great. 
Livestock turned in on new 
growth is the dangerous situa­
tion.

There Is no fast, economical 
means of detecting prussic acid 
poisoning. I f  an Individual has 
a field with new growth of hy­
brid sorghum or Johnsongrass 
and wants to turn livestock in 
on it, precaution should be tak­
en. After a rain and cloudy 
weather as we have had, a wait­
ing period of 10 days to two 
weeks should be observed before 
turning cattle Into a field such 
as mentioned. Then as a pre­
caution, one or two head should 
oe turned In by themselves sort 
of serving as guinea pigs.

I f  they grLze for an hour or so 
and do not become sick, the 
field Is presumed safe. Ordinar­
ily, cattle with prussic poisoning 
will die within 5 to 15 minutes. 
.Another safety measure for In­
dividuals Is to have Sodium 
Fhlo-Sulfate on hand which can 
save the life of livestock in 
many cases affected by prussic 
poisoning if it is injected into 
the vein of the cattle immedi­
ately.

Livestock producers should 
keep in mind prussic acid pois­
oning. Profit margins in live­
stock are slim enough without 
loss due to careless manage- 
.ment. One individual in East 
Texas recently turned in on new 
growth late one evening. Next 
morning, out of 24 head, he had i 
lost 17 head with prussic p>ois-1 
oning. I

John George Berry, son of 
John Don Donaldson Berry and 
Amelia Walk Berry, was born 
December 19. 1882 in Burnet 
County, near Lampasas. Texas. 
He passed away In Scott and 
White Hospital. Temple. Texas 
on July 22. 1971.

John was the third child In 
the order of birth of eleven 
children. The family moved to 
the present area of Mills Coun­
ty when John was an Infant. 
His parents were descendants of 
two pioneer families of the Re­
public of Texas.

John Berry's first visit, as a 
lad. to the new town of Goldth- 
walte was with his father, to 
deliver a load of oats to the 
teamsters who were building 
the Santa Fe Railroad from 
Temple to San Angelo, Texas.

His first public work was as 
City Marshal under the late 
Mayor W. H. Trent. From 1914 
to 1922. he served as supervisor 
of a street building program.

From 1924 to 1939 Mr. Berry 
was connected with the Texas 
Highway Department, w h e n  
that part of the State Govern­
ment was acquiring land for the 
Texas system of highways and 
organizing districts; he served 
first as supervisor of Mills 
County road construction; also 
supervised building and main­
tenance of road projects in 
Mills. Lampasas. Brown, Hamil­
ton. Coryell, and McClennan 
Counties.

He was active In the Highway 
Beautification program a n d  
took special interest In the 
planning and development of 
Patterson Park on Prescott 
Creeic In Mills County and a 
small park In the city limits of 
Goldthwaite at the Junction of 
the Lampasas and San Saba 
Highways.

Since 1939 Mr. Berry had de­
voted his time to ranching and 
interests in New Mexico.

On January 1, 1923 John

George Berry was married to 
Nora Arminta Hooks in Ooldth­
waite.
