Making Potpourris and Pom­
anders for gifts is an idea that 
should be filed away for next 
year under Christmas gifts you 
can make yourself. The follow­
ing information came from an 
Interesting article by William 
D. Adams, Harris County Orn­
amental Horticulturist. It is a 
little late to make a potpourri 
this year, but pomanders can 
be made any time. Here are the 
ingredients for both.

A potpourri is defined in 
Webster’s Dictionary as: "A
mixture, as of spiced flower pet­
als in a jar, used to scent a 
room.’* Fragrant leaves can be 
used equally as well as flower 
petals; however, so don’t ignore 
leaves of the lemon-verbena, 
scented geraniums, rosemary, 
mint, and thyme just because 
you have no rose petals.

To make a potpurri, begin by 
drying petals or leaves on 
sheets of newspaper in a dark, 
dry room (this takes a week or 
10 days). For one quart of dried 
petals or leaves add one ounce 
of orrisroot. This should be 
sprinkled between layers of the 
plant material. In addition, 
about teaspoon of spices, 
such as cloves, allspice, orange 
or lemon peel (grated and 
dried), cinnamon, sassafras, 
coriander, and mace can also

covered earthenware 
until ready to use. 
removing the cover 

and stirring the contents you 
can relive a summer evening in 
the rose garden.

I f  you don’t have the pa­
tience to wait for the plant 
materials to dry thoroughly, you 
can make a “wet potpourri” by 
slightly drying the plant ma­
terials (2-3 days) and sprink­
ling salt between the layers 
using the same ingredients as 
suggested above. Let this stand 
in a covered earthenware jar 
for several weeks before stir­
ring.

Unlimited possibilities exist 
for mixing leaves, petals and 
spices to create your own spec­
ial potpourri formula.

Another way to “spice up” 
your life is to hang pomanders 
hither and yon. To make one of 
these spice balls use as a base 
either citrus fruits, apples or 
pears. Whichever fruit you 
choose, cover it with whole 
cloves. When using citrus, punc­
ture holes with a fork which 
will make it easier to Insert the 
cloves.

After completely covering the 
fruit you can then run a length 
of nylon fish line through one 
end to make a loop for a rib­
bon. Roll the pomander in a 
mixture of orrisroot and your 
favorite spices. Allow it to cure 
in tissue paper and a small 
amount of the spice mixture for 
several weeks. Finally, hang it 
in the closet, or give it to a 
friend.

dren’s products with electrical, 
mechanical, and thermal haz­
ards. The law la aimed at re­
ducing the estimated 700,000 
injuries from toys that occur in 
and around the home annually.

Bicycles were involved In the 
majority of the toy-associated 
Injury cases. Other vehicle-type 
toys, such as roller skates, sleds, 
and tricycles were linked with 
most of the rest of these Injur­
ies. Dolls, homemaker Items 
such as toy stoves and Irons, 
stuffed animals, chemistry sets, 
and coldlng equipment account­
ed for leas than 1 per cent of 
the reported caaes.

No law can protect a child 
completely from all dangers. 
With approximately 12.000 toy 
firms In the country resulting 
In estimated sales of $3 billion 
In toys each year and approxi­
mately 83.000 entries of import­
ed toys each year, complete aur- 
velUance of the toy market is 
impossible.

With limited money and 
manpower resources diverted 
from other product safety pro­
grams to toy safety activities, 
FDA has obtained voluntary 
modifications of approximately 
74 types o f toys identified as 
having potential mechanical 
hazards. Since December 1970 
approximately 200 individual toy 
products have been banned. In 
most cases, these toys have been 
redesigned or production ended.

Protecting children from un­
safe toys is a parental as well 
as a governmental responsibil­
ity. Consideration should be 
given to the age and size o f the 
child, his ability, and the area 
in which he plays with his toys. 
A toy that is safe for one child 
may be dangerous In the hands 
of an unsupervised and less 
skillful younger brother or sis­
ter.

Toy buyers in the family 
.should reject those with ob­
vious hazards — sharp points; 
rough or unfinished surfaces; 
small, detachable parts that 
may be swallowed; brittle plas­
tic or glass that breaks easily 
and leaves sharp edges that 
may cut; poorly constructed 
toys with sharp spikes or pins 
that are exposed when the toy 
Is pulled apart by a curious 
child; toys with triggers, gears, 
or other parts activated by a 
spring or motor that may pinch 
fingers or catch hair.

Chemistry sets, rocket kits, 
and similar toys should be 
bought only for children old 
enough to handle them wisely. 
Any minimum age recommend­
ed by the manufacturers of 
such toys should be heeded.

Since wires can wear through, 
electric toys such as trains and 
"home appliances " for llttlT 
girls should be checked period­
ically. Such toys should not be 
purchased for the very young. 
I f  an electrical toy must be 
bought, the child should be 
shown how to Insert a plug 
safely into an electric outlet 
and how to remove the plug.

Special care must be taken 
with toys that have trailing 
loops and cords. A child should 
be taught never to put these 
loops or cords around him In 
such a way that they may trip 
or choke him. Toy arrows 
should be tipped with some soft 
substance that cannot be re­
moved. Care must be taken 
with suction tips. They can 
come o ff and expose danger­
ously sharp ends.

This con­
dition Is a result of resource 
conservation measures being 
applied through the Great 
Plains Conservation Program, 
watershed protection, and flood 
prevention programs of the Soil 
Conservation Service. These 
things hare happened because 
land users have applied conser­
vation measures to their land 
They believe that beside being 
profitable, these measures en­
hance the land for beauty, rec­
reation. and wildlife 

The words of the son ‘‘Amer­
ica The Beautiful" comes to 
mind as you pass through this 
Soil and Water Conservation 
District. Natural springs arc 
flowing, oak leaves are turning 
red on the trees, and deer are 
running in the draws and along 
the streams.

District Director Hubert Mey­
er produced a ‘‘Sea of Grass" on 
his farm thU year even under 
unfavorable moisture conditions 
present earlier In the year. This 
beautiful countryside 1s five 
miles north of Goldthwalte. 
Meyer obtained the "Sea of 
Grass” by converting an old 
needlegrass pasture to an Im­
proved Klelngrass pasture. 
Large oak trees were left for 
beauty and shade.

Eddie Dryman. who stock 
farms northeast of Goldthwalte, 
has observed several deer on his 
farm this year grazing on Wln- 
tergreen Harding grass. Prior to 
the planting of this Improved 
cool season bunchgrass, deer 
were seen only occasionally as 
they passed through his place. 
Dryman planted 19 acres In 
September of this year Now. 
deer are coming out of the ad­
jacent wooded areas to graze 
this grass.

Resource conservation touch­
es the life of every person.
