To Change Tax Allocation Schedule

Local School Trustees Coll Special Election
The Ooldthwalte Independent School District 

Board of Trustees has ordered an election for 
the purpose of asking the voters o f the district 
to reset the rate that can be charged for the lo­
cal maintenance fund.

At present, the maximum la $1.25 per $100 
valuation and they are asking that It be reset 
to $1.50 which is allowable In State Law 116.

This does not mean a tax increase but only 
reallocation of funds. In 1971, the total rate 
was $1.65; $1.25 going to local maintenance and 
40 cents to the Bond Sinking and Interest Fund. 
At the present time, the District’s valuation Is 
$74144.362 00 and payment on bonda and interest 
nuu about $20.000 per year.

On this valuation a 25 cent rate would retire

bonds and Interest. Money collected for this 
fund cannot be used for any other purpose 

I f  the voters should approve a rate change the 
school could use part of the money to maintain 
PjKperty, and pay maintenance personnel to 
kieep the schools clean. I f  voters do not approve 
the rate change, either valuations would have 
to be raised to get the needed maintenance

cut back, 
'standards set by 

the State Edocational Department.
The money put into the local maintenance 

fund la used to pay the local district’s part of 
teacher salaries, all uUUUea. repairs and upkeep 
of bttUdlncs and equipment, custodial care, and 
all local expense e x c «^  transportation. Accord­

1971-72 school budget contained no “excess fat” 
but Included only enough money to repair and 
replace equipment as needed He said he felt 
the community expected the board to maintain 
the school plant.

It was pointed out that since Nie recent rul­
ing of Federal Judges that property Uxes were 
unconstitutional that much concern has been 
expresaed over school taxes

The passing of this election would not effect 
this final court ruling as any new school f1- 
nanclng program would probably take two yeara 
to set up and the requested rate change is 
necetaary for school operation next year.

I once met a very extraordin­

ary woman in New Guinea after 
WWII. Her husband had become 
a Christian martyr during the 
war. The man Yot was the head 
of the Nobonob congregation. 
During the Japanese occupation 
of the territory, the white mis­
sionaries had been either evac­
uated by the Australians, or 
taken prisoners by the Japanese 
Invaders. The entire work of the 
church was left in the hands of 
the native leaders. Yot gath­
ered his people morning and 
evening for devotions and con­
ducted worship services on Sun­
days. Some o f his enemies a- 
mong his own people resented 
his leadership. They went to 
the Japanese soldiers and made 
accusations against him. They 
claimed that he gathered his 
people together to pray for the 
return of the Australians. Yot 
denied this. He was told that he 
would be punished if he were to 
continue in his activities. A ban 
was put on all religious activi­
ties, but Yot persisted. Hi.s ad­
versaries bound his hands and 
feet and put a pole between 
hands and feet and carried him 
to the Japanese camp in the 
manner in which they carried 
their pigs.

The Japanese told him that if 
he would case to hold meetings 
he could go free. Yot refused. 
They then built a fire and held 
Yot over it hoping to get a 
promise out of him. When he 
Insisted on holding worship ser­
vices they held him over the 
fire until he died.

When I  returned to New 
Guinea after the war, I met

Yot’s widow. I asked her where 
she was living. She told me. 
She was living among those who 
had killed her husband. I ex­
pressed surprise. To my surprise, 
she gave a witness that shamed 
me. She said, " I f  I could not 
forgive those who wronged me 
and my husband, how then 
could I ever expect to have God 
forgive me the wrong that I 
do?” Surely this woman had an 
Insight into true Christian char­
acter which had escaped me.

How many of our own people 
do we know who hold a grudge 
or even a hostile attitude to­
ward people who may have com­
mitted some much lesser o f­
fense toward them? I dare say 
that there are many. This hos­
tility and these feelings cannot 
remain secret. They come to the 
surface easily. Then they won­
der why others have these same 
kind of feelings toward them 
I must refer to the passage 
which St. Paul writes to the Ga­
latians (6:7). "Be not deceived. 
God 1s not mocked, for what­
soever a man sows, that shall 
he also reap.’

Love and forgiveness are re­
warded with love and fcirglve- 
ness. How people can sit side by 
side in the same church holding 
111 feelings toward each other, 
shows lack of insight into the 
prayer they pray together when 
they pray the Lord’s Prayer. 
Specifically, “ forgive us our sins 
as we forgive those who sin a- 
galnst us.” Forgiveness is the 
key to harmony, and it comes as 
a gift from God.

Your freezer Is a bank where 
you save time and money. Free­
zers serve both large and small 
depositors. Use these “ rules (or 
Investment" to earn big divi­
dends.

Use your freezer bank to keep 
foods moving In and out—store 
up free time, enjoy using It, and 
store up some more (or future 
use. I f  you only put food In, and 
never take time out, you're only 
denying yourself the pleasure of 
using stored time (or your en­
joyment. You also have a full 
freezer with no space left for 
special buys.

As a general rule, figure to 
keep your freezer about half to 
two-thirds full. This way you'll 
always have space to store those 
special buys. And It doesn’t cost 
any more to run the freezer 
two-thirds full.

The size of your freezer and 
the temperature of the room In 
which the freezer is located 
have a lot to do with how much 
new food you should add at one 
time. The U. 8. Department of 
Agriculture suggests that a 
maximum of three pounds of 
food for each cubic foot of free­
zer should be about right.

competent people who are fam­
iliar both with the passage of 
legislation and In contacting 
the Departments of govern­
ment Most of them have been
