When we became a part of a 

Christian congregation we 
made a committment to God as 
well as to the group of people 
with whom we became affili­
ated. Sometimes we are more 
true to the group of people than 
we are to God. Our committ­
ment to God must be such that 
we are willing to let the grace 
of God change us as completely 
as was the case with the Apos­
tle Paul.

I knew such a man. He was 
just a boy of 14 or 15 when 1 
first met him in New Guinea. 
His parents became Christians 
when he was a small child. 
They taught him what they had 
learned. One night there was a 
cannibal raid on their village 
and the boy’s mother and fa­
ther were killed. When I met 
him, he had already determined 
to destroy cannibalism. He 
learned to read and write. He 
studied diligently and then en­
rolled in an Evangelist school.

After completion of his stu­
dies he returned to his people 
and volunteered to go to the 
people who had killed his par­
ents and teach them what he 
knew of his Savior. He went to 
a people whose language he had 
to learn. They were suspicious 
of him, he had to get their 
trust. He had to live in unbe- 
lieveable conditions which cau­
sed him to contract tuberculos­
is. It was necessary for the Mis­
sion doctor to remove a portion 
of one lung. When he was dis­
missed from the hospital the 
doctor told him not to return to 
his former work. This young 
man Uram, got married and 
went back to complete what he 
had started.

He and his wife endured 
starvation, rejection and finally 
the threat of death when their 
twin boys were born. The local 
natives believed that only a 
woman with an evil spirit would 
give birth to more than one 
child at a time. They maintain­
ed that she and the children 
had to be destroyed. By the 
grace of God Uram convinced 

j them that they were wrong. 
Having passed this crisis he 

j went on to teach by word and 
I example what the Christian 
. faith really is. Alter 8 years of 
 ̂hard work among these canni- 
'■ bals he began to see his ambi­
tion begin to be realized. I re­
ceived a letter from him one 
day telling me that the first 

■ group of 105 were to be bapti­
zed. This was the day that he 

, was giving his life for.
This, to me, is real Christian 

committment. To let God use 
us as an instrument for the up­
building of His Kingdom is the 
greatest prividege that any of 

' us can have. Too often we look 
for the easy way—buck-passing, 
or worse yet, complete silence 
when the good news should be 
shouted from the housetops. 
Brother or sister, husband or 
wife, son or daughter may have 
gone astray and we do little or 
nothing to bring them into the 
saving relationship to the Lord 
who gave His life for the ran­
som of us all. If every one who 

. claims allegiance to Christ were

truly committed, as Uram is, 
this world certainly would be a 
more pleasant place to live in. 
Above all, eternity will be much 
more pleasant too.

Attention! 
Fishermen, 
Boat Owners

Local game management of­
ficer Bennie Schrlver has re­
leased some important boating 
and fishing regulations that are 
current and of Interest to boat­
ers and fishermen of this area.

(1) All trotlines (including, 
sail lines or rubber band lines 
of non-metalllc material) with 
not more than 50 hooks per line 
placed 36 horizontal Inches a- 
part placed in the fresh water 
of the state must be identified 
by a legible tag. It must be con­
structed of a material as dur­
able as the trotline, bearing the 
name and address of the fisher­
man and the date it was set out. 
Not more than two (2) trotlines 
per person are allowed.

(2) ALL boats powered by any 
type of machinery must be 
registered with the Parks and 
Wildlife Department when op­
erated on the public waters of 
the state regardless of length of 
boat or horsepower of motor. 
Numbers of registration may be 
obtained Immediately from the 
district office of Parks and 
Wildlife at 214 N. Main, Brown- 
wood, or application obtained 
from GMO Bennie Schrlver, to 
be mailed in for registration.

(3) Limit on catfish is 25 per 
day or 50 possession limit.

(4) One Coast Guard approv­
ed life preserver in good and 
serviceable condition is requir­
ed for each person aboard.

(5) The operator of all motor 
Ijowered boat and row boats 
while under way on the public 
waters of the state shall re­
quire every passenger under 12 
years of age to wear a life pre­
server of the type approved by 
the Coast Guard.

(6) Lights required: 16 ft. and 
less whether motor powered or 
not. Red and Green light in 
front and a white light in the 
rear.

Everyone’s riding bicycles, 
especially children who often 
must ride in heavy traffic.

"Most children have some 
riding experience, but unless 
they learn the rules of safety, 
serious trouble lies ahead," 
warned Dorthy Taylor, family 
life education specialist at Tex­
as A&M University.

Like shoes, purchase bicycles 
to fit, not to grow into. Bikes 
too large for the rider are too 
hard to handle safely.

A bicycle is a vehicle, so teach 
the child to ride the bike on the 
right side of the street.

"Instruct your child in the 
use of hand signals." the spec­
ialist advised. “Teach him the 
meaning of such terms as 
‘right-of-wal’ a n d  ‘intersec­
tion’.”

Are the seat and handle bars 
safe and comfortable? No one 
style is safer than the other— 
lightweight, middleweight, rac­
ing or touring bike or the pop­
ular high-rise bike.

Bicyclists are hard to see at 
night or in early morning light.

"Be sure your child wears 
light-colored clothing, has re-

flectors and lights on his bika 
or reflector tape oft his bike or 
clothing,” Miss Taylor suggest­
ed. "This precaution is especial­
ly important for youngsters 
with paper routes. If you hava 
a paper boy in your home, re­
mind him of this.”

our peaches and plums but one 
stands out as the worst nuis­
ance, this Is the plum curcullo— 
the worm which is present in­
side the peach when It Is ripe. 
The plum curcullo can be con­
trolled if a spray schedule is 
followed.

The spray program consists of 
five different sprayings as out­
lined: 1st spray when 75% of 
the petals have fallen use Dlel- 
drin plus sulphur; 2nd-spray 10 
days later use Dieldrln plus sul­
phur; 3rd spray 14 days after 
2nd, use Dieldrln plus sulphur; 
4th spray 14 days after 3rd use 
Sevln plus sulphur; and 5th 
spray 21 days after 4th, Sevln 
plus sulphur.

Formulations for these mix­
tures are as follows:

Dieldrln (50% WP) — 1 table­
spoon to 3 gallons water;

Sevln (50% WP) — 2 table­
spoons to 3 gallons water; and

Sulphur (Wetable) — 9 ta­
blespoons In 3 gallons water.

★  ★  ★
Many producers have com­

pleted sprigging coastal Bermu- 
dagrass in the county. Newly 
sprigged coastal requires good 
fertilization, and weed control 
to get established good. Weeds, 
grassburs. and annual weeds 
and grasses can cause coastal to 
be late In becoming fully estab­
lished.

Spraying coastal immediately 
after sprigging with Simazlne 
will do a satisfactory job of 
eliminating crabgrass, barnyard 
grass, foxtail, goatweed, grass- 
burs. and other annuals. A rate 
per acre broadcast of 1/3-lb. ac­
tive Ingredient per 25-40 gallons 
of water is the mixture of Sim- 
azine required to use. Additional 
information available from my 
office.

This 
project will provide a completed 
highway to the standards and 
safety features for the expected 
traffic volumn in accordance 
with current design require­
ments.

As the years go by, the In­
ternal Revenue Service audits 
a smaller percentage of in­
come tax returns.

“The IRS examined only one 
out of every 56 individual in­
come tax returns In the fiscal 
year 1971, compared with one 
In 46 during 1970,” noted Mrs. 
Doris Myers, home management 
specialist at Texas A6cM Univer­
sity. "A few years ago one in 
25 was audited.”

“Dont think this will neces­
sarily make for easier tax eva­
sion.” the specialist warned. Al­
though 350,000 fewer retunu 
were audited In 1971 than 1970, 
the total tax payments from au­
dits rose by $300 million to a 
total of $3.4 billion.

Two-thirds of all taxpayers 
have more tax withheld than 
they owe, according to Mrs. 
Myers. In 1971 the government 
refunded $19.9 billion to nearly 
56 million taxpayers.

"Also,” Mrs. Myers said, “few­
er Income tax reutrns were fil­
ed last year for the first time 
since 1959. The Tax Reform Act 
of 1971 excused mllUons of 
lower income taxpayers from 
filing.”

About 130.000 corporate re­
turns were audited, or 30,000 
fewer than In 1970. But the IRS 
claimed $1.9 billion of added 
tax, compared with $1.6 billion 
In 1970.

One taxpayer out of every 16 
made errors in arithmetic or 
used the wrong tax table.

“That was better than 1970 
when one in 12 taxpayers made 
such errors,” Mrs. Myers said.

"Some 2.9 million taxpayers 
made errors In their own fa­
vor, and the government took 
an additional $313 million from 
them.” the specialist said. "On­
ly 1.7 million made errors In 
the government’s favor. The go­
vernment returned $140 million 
to them.”
